People,"you do so much (doubtlessunin-teiitiona- L

injustice to dairynieu, that I,
as one of them, am constrained to an-

swer it. As I have no objection what-
ever to a "lactometer" being I
shall not direct my remarks to that por-

tion of your article advocating its use.
I nroDose simnlv to frive a few lacts and

to prove that the immense profits
which you give to dairymen are, to a
great extent, imaginary ones. You say
that iu St. Louis the cost of keeping a
cow is eleven dollars per year. In re-

ply to that, 1 must say that the Ht. Louis
cows must have small appetites, and
have them gratified seldom. Here, if

upon bran alone, the expense will be
not a cent less than ten cents per day for
bIx months, and fifteen cents per day for
the other six months. In winter it costs
more than in summer. So bran alone
will cost forty-fiv- e dollars per year, with
bran at the lowest price. Then hands
must hired to aueiid to the cows; a
place must had to keep them at, and
numerous other expenses are incurred.
All together, not lesa than twenty-fiv- e

cents per day.
A cow will not give on an average

more than one gallon and a quarter per
uay, and tuai only lor aooui nun
months during the year you say from
one and a half to two gallons per day.
You also wrong In vour remarks
about cleanliness. My dairy and all
others which 1 know of are kept per--
fectly clean and well ventilated. I have
no objection to an inspection, by your-
self or any one else who may feel in-

clined to make it. ki keka.
