The State
declaring that ignorance shall be no ex-
cuse for crime, very properly, and with
the consent of all right-thinkin- g citi-
zens, establishes or authorizes the estab-
lishment of public schools, where Uie
children of those who are unable to pay,
as well as those who are, may send their
children. Again, the State declares that
hunger and want shall Is? no excuse for
theft, and, in the same'spirit of justice,
authorizes the establishment of houses
of refuge. In lioth instances they are
maintained by an nd valorem tax upon
property. Up to this point the two
charities go nand-iu-han- Of course,
iu some of their details, and perhaps, by
ii constrained construction, a difference
may claimed to exist, but no destruc-
tion, in fact, can Is? out. Now,
sir. Isdh classes having lax-om- the
wards of the State, the same rule of
supply should govern those apjKiiuted
to disiHsnse the charity. In other
words, the Commissioner for the
Poor should see that good, whole-
some food for the tiody, comfortable
substanUal clothing, shelter, healthy lo-

cality, and gtl medical atteuUon be
supplied, correspondingly the School
Commissioner should demand good
teachers, healthy food for the body, and
see that a good, solid, plain English ed-
ucation lie furnished all who may
wish to avail themselves of it,
and no mart.

The hate Burglary at Police Head
quarters Sew and Startling

Revelations.

"Doc" Wright Makes a Clean Breast of
the Whole Affair.

able property. As might have been ex-
pected, Chief Athy was naturally cha-
grined at the impudent liberties the
thieves had taken invading his office,

to " wait a little longer, as they had got
the thieves' dead to rights."
