j a Riot Srtpprcssed and Mob Dispersed

by the Prompt Action of the Police

Seteral Persons Injured.

New York, June 16. At six o'clock
last evening M:itthiesseu & Wiccher's

I sugar refinery, in Jersey City, struck
(or an advance lor wages, denim. dim:
two dollars and fifty cents Instead ofone
dollar and seventy-fiv- e cents per day.
The proprietors anticipated trouble, and
a dispatch was sent to police headquar-
ters. Chief Mc Williams and a squad of
thirty men started for the place of meet-
ing. When they arrived the ringleaders
of the mob were endeavoring to incite
the crowd to take summary measures
and tear down the office. With some
trouble the mob was forced into Berger
street in front of a liquor store, where
they made a stand, and refused
to move further. The police were
ordered to make a charge, but the mob
withstood the shock, and for several
minutes appeared to have the best
of it. The police then drew their re-

volvers, and the cry arose that they in-

tended to fire, whereon the crowd broke
and took refuge in the houses on the
street and in the steel factory. After
tile stnal cleared several of the mob
were found disabled, having been struck
down by. the policemen's batons. Off-
icer Eaton was k nocked down by a blow
on the head from a bung-starte- r, which
it is feared will result in concussion of
the brain. For half an hour after the
rally the men assembled in crowds on
the street-corner- s, but they were gradu-
ally dispersed, and nt eight o'clock the
police were withdrawn. Johnson, one
of the disabled rioters, is believed to be
the man who struck Officer Eaton.

The bakers are thoroughly organizing
preparatory to a strike for twelve hours
instead of sixteen.
