The Pnblie Policy of Payluir for Prop
erty I se! by the Federal Army Dar-

ing the War Adopted

ElR-hl- y Thousand Hollars for West Ti n- -

A little more than a year ago, Con
gress passed an act, which became a law
aptaiinting three Commissioners to in
vestigate and report upon claims arising
from the taking and use, by the Federal
army, of such supplies as were necessa
ry lor its support, from private citizens
residing in the States designated as be
ing in retai'lhou. The proposed condi
tions of payment were tiie establishment
on the part of the claimant, ol contm
ued loyalty to the United States Gov
eminent, before and during the war, and
satisfactory proof of the taking and use
it the property, bv competent authority

The grounds for taking this action, as
urged al that time, were the justness of
fairly remunerating those who had con
tributed of their substance to support
tbe armies of the c uited htates, Un
practical responsibility of prosecuting
tins class of claims tietore eitner oi tne
Departments, or the courts of the coun
try, and the principle of
political economy, that governments
lose nothlug by enriching their subjects.

This action on the part of the legtsla
tive branch of the government has be
come fixed by the passage of a law dis-
posing of the claims presented in the
first report of the Commission, made to
the last Congress, and making appro
priations to pav those allowed, rsy tui
aw, upward of eighty thousand
lollars lutsses from the national
treasury into the bands of the citizens
of West Tennessee, aud the policy i

adopted, beyond the power of any ad
ministration to change, to pay OH all
meritorious claims of this class.

This is right. Of the manv millions
of protiertv used for the benefit of the
rederal arniv during the war, an oppor
tunity is thus afforded tor securing iiart
coMsideratiou, at least, thereby relieving
the people measurably from the heavy
burdens they have been compelled to
bear.

We learu from Colonel Moyers, of this
citv, who is making a specialty of this
class of claims, that United Status Trea
surv warrants have been issued to claim
ants, during the last few days, for the
greater part of the sum allowed, and the
successful claimants are at mice tone put

ii isissession of their money. I he sum
allowed for the payment of thee claims
oy congress, at n--s late session, amounts
n the aggregate to three hundred and

thirtv-Iou- r s.sv4,nooi dollars, from which
it will be seen that West Tennessee has
a large share. The time for filing these
claims is limited to .March l.ei, so
that those seeking remuneration for
their losses, should lose no time in pre
senting them.
