Soles thus treated possess
twice the usual durability, and generally
out last the best uppers. Tlie leather
uppers of boots or shoes may be rendered
soft and waterproof by rubbing into
them, while warm, before tlie lire, a
mixture composed of foul- - ounces of
lard and one ounce of rosin.
