JOHN TAN Bl REN AND CHIEF
T1CE TAM Y.

Nearly a ijuarter of a century ago, the
Legislature of New York enacted a law
imposing a capitation tax upon immi-
grants arriving from Europe and land-
ing at nuarautine. A question was
raised in respect to the constitutionality
of this law, and the case was immedi-
ately taken to the Supreme Court of the
United States. Mr. Seward made the
argument on one side, and John Van
Buren on the other. The trial attracted
considerable interest, not so much from
the importanee of the iiuestiou involved
as from the reputation and political po-
sition of the opposing counsel. Mr.
Seward was a Senator in Congress, and
the great Whig leader of the State;
while Van Buren was the most brilliant
orator and most popular man on the
Democratic side. They were rivals at
the bar, having then recently been en-
gaged in the trial of the negro murderer
Freeman, at Auburn, during which
there had been much sharp altercation
between them. The Whigs In Congress
warmly sympathized with Seward,
while the Democrats w ere eijually active
and zealous in encouraging Van Buren.
The arguments were elaborate and able,
the resulting impression being that the
Senator was more of a statesman than a
lawyer, but that Van Buren was one of
the most entertaining, impressive, and
enective advocates that .had ever been
heard m the court.

Judge Taney presided one of the
purest, most learned and able judge
that ever sat on the bench. He was the
impersonation of one's ideas of the
genius of jurisprudence. He was
reserved iu manner, ascetic in his hab-
its, a gloomy, forbidding-lookin- g man,
resembling a monk for the middle ages;
but under this cold and repulsive ex-
terior there beat a warm, sympathetic
heart. He was a literal man, with no
idea of a joke; was never satirical or
ironical, and detested a pun or a quip as
much as Dr. Johnson.

The day the argument was closed,
Van Buren contrived to fall in company
with the C hief-Justi- in coming down
the avenue from the Capitol. John had
a degree of coolness and
under all circumstances that nothing
ever disturbed. With an pirv, jauntv
manner, that would have tieen offensive
in anybody else, but which he made
winning and attractive, he addressed
the aged jurist:

"I was much flattered, Mr. Chief-Justic- e,

at lhe attention with which you
listened to rav poor effort in behalf of
the suffering immigrants at quarantine."
Mr. Taney made a fitting res, onse, and
Van Buren coolly proceeded : "Far be
it from me to say anything respecting
the decision of the court." The Judge
started with a gesture of deprecation, as
if he apprehended an indiscretion on the
part of the lawyer. "lam quite aware
of the apparent indelicacy of saying
anything that should look like an at-
tempt to influence the action of the
auxt." Uere the Chief--J ustice gave a

HOW THE WOULD WILL END.

licetnrrnf Prof. Fiske tiefore the American
Geographical Society.
Planets are continually integrating

diffused materials which they encounter
in their progress through space, and it
has been estimated that the earth adds
to itself nearly one hundred and fifty
billions of such meteoric particles every
year. Secondly, it has lieen proved that
every planet must be slowly losing a part
of its molar motion of rotation. The
effect of tidal waves, which are caused
by the gravitation of liquid toward other
planetary bodies, is to retard diurnal
rotation; and, In fact, the terrestrial
day is lengthened by reason of the fric
tion of the tides, and it is destined in
the remote future to give about four
hundred and eighty hours between sun-
rise and sunset. The eartli is also losing
molecular motion by radiation. That
some terrestrial heat is lost without
compensation and very slowly, of
course can hardly be doubted, and for
uie i . . .

,
1 . ' . - " : i one, andpresent eoie! 'ion of the moon. Inat
appears to attord an example of the uni-
versal death .vhich, in an inconceivably
distant future, awaits the entire solar
system. If, along with the dissipation
of the molar and molecular motions, the
planets are also losing angular velocity,
this loss of motion will ultimately result
iu their integration with the sun. Of
two facts which bear upon the subject,
one (familiar to all students of science)
is the observed retardaUon of Encke's
comet by the resistance of Uie medium
Uirough which it moves. The other,
which, so far as I know, has not hither-
to been mentioned, is that all the plan-
ets are nearer the sun than they ought
to be, according to Bode's law, Uie va-
riations liciug most conspicuous, as
might be expected, in the case Nep-
tune. It is at least worthy of notice
that the discrepancy is such as might
have been caused by a slow diminution
oi ine angular velocities of the planets.
Another tact, that the interplanetary
spaces are filled with matter, and thai,
consequently, all planetary bodies rush-
ing through them must meet with
resistance and lose momentum,
proves that immense momentum will
be eaten up by Uie resistance force. This
loss of tangential momentum must
bring all the planets into Uie sun. As
the planet slowly draws near the sun,
its lost tangential momentum is re-
placed, and somewhat more Uian re-
placed, by the added velocity due to
the increased gravitative force exerted
hy the sun at the shorter distance. At
the last the planet must strike the sun
with tremendous force. The heat gen-
erate 1 by the earth ami the sun alone in
such a collision would suffice to produce
a temperature of nearly five million, de-

grees centigrade. Of course, disintegra-
tion would immediately follow, and the
next stan is the dissipation of the whole
into a nebula.

If ttfte
enemies of Christianity could wipe oat-
the Sabbath, thev would do more to de
stroy the jiower of the religion they con-
temn than all the Re nana and Strausses
have ever done or can do. Thev iiinier- -

stand .this, and their efforts will be di-
rected to this end, through every spe
cious protest, plea, or plau.

lhe most religious and earnest of the
Catholic clei y of Europe lament the
fact that th. Sunday of their . buret.
and their several countries is a day of
amusement, iney see, and thev pub
licly acknowledge, that wiUiout the
English and American Sabtiath thev
work for the spiritual benefit of tiieir
people at a sad disadvantage. It is this
European Sabbath, or Sunday, which
we are told is to come to America at last
through her foreign population.

BEECHEB ON DAMNATORY PRAYERS.

Henry Ward Beecher has received Uie
following note:

Dear Sir A short time ago I heard
a minister, while exhorting, relate the
following story to the congregation: He
said that in one of Uie Eastern States a
certain minister had commenced a re
vival in a neighborhood which was con
trolled by infidels that is, that all the
influential men In the neighborhood
were infidels, who would not attend
church, and influenced others to stay
away. After he had tried in vain to
convert Uiem, he prayed fervently that
they might be removed. He said there
were five ot them, and that in a few--

days four were removed by death, and
the other was "terribly shaken," as he
expressed it. Now I wish to know if you
think the story true, whether It was
right for him to pray for such a thing?
Is there anything iu the Bible in favor
of such a course?"

Mr. Beecher writes to the Tffrr-- r that
this story is " very suspicious," but he
gives his opinion on Uie general subject
thus:

" What a time there would be if every
unsuccessful preacher should be justified
in denouncing those who did not feel
moyed by his sermons ! Broad as is Uie
road that leads to destruction, it would
have to lie widened still more to take iu
all that would swarm it, if everybody
was to lie damned that poor preachers
and unwise sermons did not convert.

We are not without a striking case
bearing upon this subject iu the history
of our Lord. As he was approaching a
village of the Samaritans, the villagers
refused to receive him, inasmuch as he
was on his way to Jerusalem. James
and John, fiercely jealous of their Mas-
ter's honor, asked, 'Lord, wilt thou that
we command fire to come down from
heaven and consume them?' The Lord
rebuked them, saying, 'Ye know not
what spirit ye are of; for the Sou of Man
is not come to destroy men's lives, but
to save them. This was the very John
whose name is a synonym of all gentle-
ness and loveableness ! Tlmt he was
early subject to such bursts of cruel pas-
sion, all the more shows the nobleness
of that growth which afterward took
place in him.

Were it possible for Uie
illustrious dead to escape from the pon-
derous tomb of Oak P.idge, and revisit
for a brief season the seen- - of his toils,
trials, and triumphs, we t .link the first
business transacted during the interval
of resurrection would be a sound kicking
administered to Uie enterprising gentle-
man who has written his life.

We are told, what mirht just as well
have remained untold, that "there exists
no evidence of the marriage of Thomas
Lincoln and Nancy Hanks (tbe parents
of the President,!, but that of mutual
acknowledgment and cohabitation;"

ment of a documentary proof can be dis-
covered to establish the validity of the
first Furthermore, It is stated that Mr.
Lincoln seldom or never alluded to his
mother; seemed to have an instinctive
dread of reviving her memory in any-
way, and allowed her grave to remain
in the condition it now is covered with
weeds and briar.-- , and consigned to utter
and contemptuous neglect. Yet he tend
erly loved his slep-niotne-r. naid tier the
highest respect, and was always ready
to maae ner the theme of enthusiastic
praise. In short, Mr. Lamon's narra-
tive does much to confirm, and nothing
to remove the reports which have been
in circulation in Kentucky and else-
where for many years past. Judicious
silence would have been highly appro
priate in such a delicate matter as this.

But when love affairs are brought un-
der discussion, our biographer becomes
even more garrulojs and indiscreet.

first love, ami hardly willing to marry
her second, Lincoln, solved the embar-
rassing difficulty by going beneath Uie
daisies, this second lover actually took
leave of his senses, and had to be carried
away to a cabin in the woods in order to
recover Lis mental equilibrium. Yet
within a year alter, an event which
plunged mm into profound grief that
was never wholly obliterated, he paid
his addresses to 5fiss Owens, and appar-enU- y

was exceedingly anxious to marry
her. The lady rejected him promptly,
and he then writes a letter to Mrs. O. H.
Browning, of Quiucy, Illinois, carica-
turing his inamorata in the most out-
rageous manner, and expressing his
views of the intended alliance In terms
seldom employed by gentiemen. Not
long alter Miss Owens had dispensed
with his services, Mr. Lincoln again
passe.! under Cupid's yoke and laid his
slightiy battered heart at the feet of Miss
Mary Todd. Lamon to the contrary
notwithstanding his affection for the
person who was destined to be his future
wife appears genuine at least, at Uie
beginning and he unquestionably felt,
as his friends did, that he was making a
brilliant match.

The biography deals as freely with
Mr. Lincoln's religious views as with his
amatory exploits, and furnishes sufficient
testimony to put him far beyond tbe
pale of what is commonly walled "ortho- -
Joxy. in his early manhood he read
Volney's "Ruins," and Pome's "Aire of
Reason," absorbed their arguments and
was accustomed to retail them out when
ever a select audience could be gathered.
He wrote a book in defence of infidelity,
which fortunately did not find its way
into print, and when political ambition
took hold of him he was shrewd enough
to drop a subject so damaging to his pop-
ularity. But he never changed bis prin
ciples, though they may have been
slightly modified. Herndon says em-
phatically : "He was an infidel, an athe-
ist. He did not believe that Jesus was
God, nor the son of God; he was a fatal
ist and denied the freedom of the will.
He told me a thousand times that he
did not believe the Bible was the reve-
lation of God, as Uie Christian world
contends. The points that Mr. Lincoln
tried to demonstrate in his work were:
First, that the Bible was not God's reve-
lation; and second, that Jesus was not
the son of God. Pages of similar state
ments are given, and thanks to Lamon,
the theological status of Uie late Presi-
dent is thoroughly setUed.

is also presented in a new dress, and
must astonish those who have hereto-
fore believed him the embodiment of

Honest he was, probably, as far as a
professional politician can be; but a
more ambitious, more cunning, more
thoroughly selfish political leader never
figured in this country if we are to trust
his biographer. An anti-slaver- y man
from conviction, he did not dare avow
his principles uutil popular opinion be
gan to set in that direction, and then
went forward cautiously and anxiously,
fearing all the while lest he should lose
his chances of advancement. Mot a par
ticle ofUie martyr was there in his com-
position; he loved Rome much, but Cae-

sar infinitely more. "He did nothing,"
says Lamon, "out of mere gratitude,
and forgot the devotion of his warmest
partisans as soon as the occasion for
their services had passed. What they
did for him was quietiy appropriated as
the reward of superior merit, calling for
no return in kind. He never wasted
his power to advance a friend." Not a

ery nattering picture ints, or - tne sec
ond Washington," yet its truth is affirm-
ed by a multitude of witnesses.

The moral or jir. uncoin s oook may
be summed up in the familiar proverb:

o man is a hero to his valet; no wo
man an angel to her maid." Whatever
dignity and grandeur there may have
been clinging to Lincoln's garments, is
effectually removed in these curious
chapters : the Idol is no longer either
bronze or marble, but rather common
clay, and In some places hardly smirch-
ed. The author of Uie emancipation
proclamation has contributed much to
the history of the nation, and secured
for himself a liberal share of immortal-
ity; but in those graces which adorn
manhood, ic those Instincts which con-
stitute true nobility ofcharacter, in those
qualities which challenge the admira-
tion and deserve Uie imitation of man-
kind, he was, for the most part, misera-
bly deficient. How deficient, we should
not have known had not Mr. Ward H.
Lamou written his life.
