The Court of Arbitration Regularly at
the Work of Investigating the

Actual Damages by the Con.
federate Cruisers.

New York, July 1. A special dis-jiat-

from Geneva says the mode of the
proceedings on the direct claim's has not
been ascertained, but it seems probable
that the court will consider, $criatim,
the character or the Confederate cruisers.
Accordingly, as they determine that
character adjudged, Lngland is respon-
sible or not for the depredations of all
these ships. The charactcrof the ships
being thus determined, the arbitrators
will next consider the award of dam-
ages. On this jmint they will confer
freely with the other side. Should the
views of these not toowklel3' difler as to
the amount of indemnity, the court
may name the gross amount between
the two estimates. If there should be
no hope of reconciling the conflicting
estimates, the court will refer the award
of damages to the assessors provided for
by the treaty, and so conclude their la-

bors. Now 'that the arbitration goes on
at Geneva, it will likewise continue on
the San Juan question. At Rerlin,
Prince Rismaick will appoint a distin-
guished international lawyer to decide
the question.
