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TEXAS PACIFIC RAILROAD.

The Work that Thomas A. Scott has
Undertaken The Original Scheme

of Hon. Jefferson Davis.

Forney's Mirevepon Letter to Philadelphia
from.
At this gateway of the grandest mate-

rial enterprise of this or any age, let me
give the general reader an idea of the
work undertaken by Colonel Thomas A.
'seott and his associates. "The Texas
and Pacific Railway Company " finds
finished to its hands sixty-si- x miles of
railroad, from Sbreveport, on Red rivet
to Lougview, Upshur country, Teaas,
which is doing a good freight and pas-
senger business. This is the line here-
tofore known as the Southern Pacific,
and extends from Marshall, Texas,
through a magnificent region, to El
Paso del Norte, near the boundary be-

tween the United States and Mexico,
thine- - ti the junction of Gila and Colo-
rado; rivers of the West at Fort Yuma,
and thence to the magnificent harbor of
San Diego, ou the Pacific coast, which
is land-locfte- d, and large enough for one
thousand vessels to ride at ease on Hi
bosom. There is another branch, the
Transcontinental, which begins at Tex-arkan- a,

in' the county of Lafayette,
Texas, ten miles west of Fulton, .Arkan-
sas, and extends through a fertile region
of country to Fort Worth, in the county

f Tarrant, Texas, where it ioins the
main line above described, and the two
together pursue the route to the Pacific
on the thirty-secon- d parallel.

Colonel Scott and his chief engineer
have been continually occupied during
our trip of five thousand miles since we
left Philadelphia consul tine maps, lay-
ing out route, providing for materials,
workmen, etc., so that when he reaches
Marshall, the threshold of his work, he
will give his orders clearly. Colonel H.
G. Stebbins, of the com-
pany, is now in London, negotiating the
first loan, which under the prestige at-

tending this grand scheme, will be easily
secured.

CONSOLIDATION.
By uniting the two lines referred to,

bartered by the State of Texas, and by
Congressional enactment included under
the title of "lhe Texas and Pacific,'
Colonel Scott secures all the lands and
mnds voted to the said Texas roads by

the State of Texas, equal in value to
over twenty million of dollars. This is
exclusive of the subsidies of Congress of
public lands in the Territories, between
B Paso, in Texas, and San Diego, Cal-
ifornia.

The distance from the eastern bound-
ary of Texas to San Diego is about six-

teen hundred miles, or, including the
Transcontinental road and Its branches
from Texarkana to Marshall, about
nineteen hundred miles. There are no
engineering difficulties of any kind to
lie met with; there is no practical diffi-

culty in regard to fuel or water, and the
country presents more facilities for the
construction of a railroad than can be
found on a line of equal length on the
Western Continent. Comparing the
different estimates of cost of this line,
and comparing all the estimates with
the estimated cost of all the other roads
in the United States, there can be no
doubt that this road can be constructed
in a first-cla- ss manner and thoroughly
equipped for business at a cost, as before
stated, not exceeding forty thousand
dollars of bonded debt per mile.

selves, the latter of which features, it is
believed, will put the bonds at par as
soon as the company itself shall be
aole, from the sales of land, to announce
itself as a purchaser of its own bonds.

Judging from the experience of other
upanies in the sale of government

lands, the inference is fairly warranta-
ble that the value of the lands them-
selves will be amply sufficient to build
and equip the entire road, thus doubling
the security for the payment of the
bonds.

The Union Pacific Railroad Company
during the year 1870 sold 2i4,000 acres
of land, at an average of $4 40 per acre

$1,311,340. At a like rate per acre th
15,000,000 acres of the Texas and Pacific
Railway Company would produce $t7,- -
900,000.

MAGNIFICENT SCHEME.
I have now given you an outline of

the last project with which Colonel
Scott is identified. Its magnitude is al-

most beyond comprehension ; its prose-
cution and completion worthy of the
loftiest ambition. Needless for me to
say that our young aud daring leader
looks to no pecuniary reward. That he
has already secured. He now aspires to
tne higher object of reuniting North aud
South in the bonds of increasing com-
merce and lasting peace.

JEP-- r KBBON DAVIS AND TOM SCOTT.
How mysterious are the ways of Prov-

idence! A little more than twenty
years ago, w hen Thomas A. Scott was aii
humble subordinate in the employ of
the Pennsylvania Central railroad, Jef-
ferson Davis was a Senator in Congress
from Mississippi, and Franklin Pierce a
candidate lor President. Scott voted
for Pierce, and the latter, elected in No-
vember of 18o2, made Jeflerson Davis
his Secretary of War, March 4, ls3.
One of the first steps uf the latter was to
order a surwy of the Territories to find
out the best route for a railroad to the Pa-
cific.

The Claimants of I 2sSOO,O0O In Cou-

ncilFour Hundred Dwellers In Jrr-ge- y,

PltUburg, Sag Harbor, Long

Island and Michigan to Become
Millionaires. ,

At eleveu o'clock yesterday morning,
atiout fifty persons gathered together at
Brooks' Assembly Rooms, Broome street,
who claim to lie the lineal descendants
of the great English Admiral, Mr iran-ca- i

Drake, and the legal heirs of the
immense property which the female
branch of the family hold in Devonshire,
England.

Sir Francis Drake, the head of the
family, and the chief of the naval worth-
ies who flourished in the reign of Eliza-
beth, was born In Jainstock about the
vear 1 546. His father was a poor clergy-
man, and Francis was the eldest of
twelve sons, neatly all of whom were
bred to the sea. While yet a lad he was
apprenticed to the master of a coasting
bark, and in the bumble caacity of a
seamen made frequent voyages U Hol-
land and France. He soon grew to be
thorough master of the rough profession,
and so gained the esteem of his master,
that when the latter died he left the
young seaman all be posecssed his bark.
Drake continued in the coasting trade
for some time; but his adventurous spirit
soon tiring of tle wearisome monotony
of Channel voyages, he sold his vcael
and proceeded on a voyage to the West
Indies, during which he suffered much,

and loss from the Spanish cru-
isers in the Main.

On his return to England he joined
the squadron of Sir John Hawkins in an
exjiedit:on against the Spanish, which,
though unsucceseful, did much to qualify
Drake for his future career. He return-
ed to England, after the hiss of all l.e
possessed, hut with an amount of exper-
ience gained, and a hatred of the Span-
iards which marked him through life,
and has only been qualed by Nelson's
antipathy to the French. In 1572 he
succeeded in fitting out three small ves-
sels, and with these he boldly sailed Into
the Main ou a voyage of reprisals. Fail-

ing in an attack on the city of Nombere
de Dios, lie landed on the Isthmus of
Panama, and captured a large amount
of treasure which was about bing con
veyed on mules for exportation to Spain.
In the course of the voyage a native
guide, w ho led the English across the
Isthmus, showed Drake a lofty tree,
from whose summit might be seen the
Pacific ocean, along which no European
flag save that of Spain had ever floated,
an I whose coasts were supposed to eon-tai- n

untold
WEALTH AND MAGNIFICENCE.

Drake climbed the "lordlie and great
high tree," as he termed it, and when
he gazed on the boundless expanse of
ocean, he, with great solemnity, "be-
sought God to give him health and life
ouce to sail a ship upon these seas."

This prayer of Drake's did not go
unanswered, for on his return to Eng-
land he succeeded in raising a squadron,
and with it -- ailed for the Straits of Ma-
gellan. The expedition consisted of live
ships, the largest of which was only live
huudred tons. On the voyage a mutiny
and conspiracy against the head of the
squadron occurred, which was only sup-
pressed by the execution of the ringlead-
er, Thomas Doughty. Drake emerge--
into the Pacific with one ship, the Gold-
en Hind, hut the voyage was so peril-
ous and the navigation so difficult that
all his consorts perished. With the one
vessel left the undaunted Admiral com-
menced to attack the Spanish treasure
ships, which were sailiug In fancied se-

curity along what had hitherto been, to
every other nation but their own, the
untrodden ocean. The GoldeD Hind
was soon laden with treasure and valu-
ables, and Drake thought of returning
home, but the pressure of a large force
in the Straits deterred him from return-
ing that way, and he boldly conceived
the idea to seek a passage home by the
northern coast of America, and by un-

rivaled skill, worked his ship to a high
latitude in the Polar Atlantic. From
thence he steered westward forfbinipine.
Islands, and finally arrived at the Cape
of Good Hope. He doubled the Cape
on the fifteenth of June.loSO, and on the
twenty-fift- h of September the Golden
Hind came safely to anchor in the good
city of Plymouth, after an absence from
England of two years and ten months.

The fame of his exploits, the wealth
he brought home and the renown he had
gained had been already noised abroad,

land had reached tne ears or royalty.
Baan Bess, who, whatever might be

her other faults, knew how to reward
merit, hastened to Plymouth, knighted
the daring adventurer, who was then
alxiut to sail around the world, and.with
her court,

SHE DINED WITH HIM
on board the Golden Hind.

His subsequent exploits are familiar
to all readers of English history. He
grew high in the estimation of his sover-
eign, and when the Invincible Armada,
sailed against England, with Lord How-
ard of Frobisher, lie mainly contributed
to its defeat. In 1505 he sailed with Sir
John Hawkins on bis last expedition
against tb Spanish West Indies. The
English were unsuccessful in the e nter-pris- e,

aud the brave Admiral fell a vic-

tim to the diseases of the climate, dying

Scat-
tered around the room were solid-lookin- g

strong-minde- d females w ith voluminous
hats and short hair, who did most of the
talking, and heljied to relieve the mo-
notony of the proceedings. The male
branch of the family are supposed to have
come over with the Pilgrim Fathers,
and '.the motley assembly yesterday
claim to be the representatives of the
male line.
