there ia no reason u apprehend any
da.itage to the crops from any source
wh itever. Catterpillars have not put in
a i appearance anywhere that I could
bed of throng h this v hole icglon, and
with favorable weather a magnificent
crop may be confidently anticipated.
Tbe corn surpasses anything i ever saw,
aud this is already a made crop. While
surveying the evidences of prosperity
around me, I could but feel that with
ample protection from high water, this
rciuon would be land of nlentv and
abundant such as the sum twver shone
upon. The world contains no more fer-

tile sod, aud the climate is adapted to
the growth of almost everything reimir--

I by the wants of man. Ihe weather
i verv warm aud sidtrv. and niosciui- -

ts are troublesome: but these iueonve- -
