Here Is the full text tlie (jovemor's
pardon :

Ixwi Tiva DikT tngstt.
WAsHvrr.T., July S, 171. I

John C. Brown, GoTernor of th" State
of Tennessee To all who shall see thew
presents, and especially to the Sheriff
ami Jailor of Shelby county, and to the
Warden and other officers' 0 the State
Penitentiary, greeting: Whereas,
Daniel Smith aliu Da Smith, of our
county af Shelby, was indicted and
convicted In the CrlmrnaJ Court of Shel-

by county, of tire crime of mnrder in
the first degree, and was sentenced to he
executed, and upon appeal by him to tkr
Supreme Court for the Western Divi-
sion of me State of Tennessee, sttthrg at
Jackson, tlie Judgment of said Criminal
(.'ourt was by said Supreme Court
affirmed, and he. the said Daniel Smith
uttrt Dan Smith, was thereupon sen-
tenced to be hanged fy the
neck, by the Sheriff' of Shelby
county, on the twenty --eighth day of
June, 1872, within one mile of the
courthoui-- e of said county, utjou a pal- -

Hows to be erected try the said Sheriff".

upon the twenty-sixt- h day of June,
was granted until the second day

of August. 1078; in order that me said
Daniel Smith might have time to pre-
pare for death, and a proclamation and
proper orders were issued from this office
to carry said respite into execution ; and
whereas, since the making of said pro-
clamation and orders granting and di-
recting said respite, but refusing to com-
mute said sentence, the Supreme Court

Tennessee, while sitting as a Court,
at Jackson, Tennessee, during the term
aforesaid, In which said sentence of
death was pronounced upon the said
Daniel Smith made an order upon Us
minutes in said case in me words and
figures following, to. wit:

"Dan Smith rs. the State of Tennes-
see. In this cause the court being of
opinion that the circumstances ol
murder were such as to justify Uie Gov-
ernor in commuting the puuiahmeut to
imprisonment for life, it is therefore rec-
ommended to the Governor to grant
commutation.'

And, whereas, Judges of said court
did, in an application signed by them,
and which is in the following words, lo-w- it

:

"We have no doubt of the guilt of
Dan Smith, as found by the jury, but
we recognize there are different degrees
of enormity in mnrder in the first de-
gree, and as we mink the circumstances
of the case show that 8mith's crime was
not of tlie highest degree as to enormi-
ty, we think it ia a proper case for com-
mutation by the Executive."

Now, therefore, I, John C. Hrown,
Governor uf State of Teuuessee, iu
consideration of the rei omunualatioti of
said Siapreme Court, audi eontained ia
said order and deferring to the opinion
as expressed by said order and the
Judges of said court, aud recognizing
their superior opportunities to correctly
determine magnitude of the offense
committed by the said Daniel Smith,
aud the proper degree of punishment to
be inflicted for same, by virtue of

power ami authority in me vested
by the constitution and laws of the State
of Tennessee, and under provisions
of section five thousand two huudred
and fiftv-nln- e of the Codelof Tennessee,
do hereby commute the punishment of
the said Daniel Smith eUiai Dan Smith
from death to imprisonment for the
term of his life in the 8tate peni-
tentiary, and the slherirTand jailer of
Shelby county will conform to the order
of commutation, and wfff not execute
said sentence of death fey hanging as
heretofore dirts-ted- , hut said jailor will
deliver the body of said Daniel Smith,
idias Dan Smith, to the Sheriff of Shel-
by county, who will immediately trans-
port and deliver him to the proper offi-
cers of the State Penitentiary at Nash-
ville. Uie capital of Uie State of Tennes-
see, together with this order; and the
officers of the State Penitentiary in con-
formity therewith and as required by
the Code of Tennessee, section five thou
sand four hundred and ninety-si- x, will
receive the said Daniel Smith, alias Dan
Smith, in the penitentiary mmd confine
him at hard labor in said penitentiary
during his life.

In testimony whereof, I have hereunto
set my hand and official seal uf sbrna--
ture.and have caused the great seal of the
btate ot Tennessee to be artlxeu at me
Executive Department at Nashville,
this twenty-fourt- h day of July, 1872.
