Tut: Western and Atlantic, railroad
from Atlanta, Georgia, to Chattanooga,
Tennessee, is owned by the State of
Georgia, aud its control is almost as
fruitful of polit ical fowls aud scandal in
that State as is the management of the
Erie canal in New York.

But
there is very little doubt that the major-
ity report will be adopted ; so that the
railroad is likely to be again thrown
oi ct o business, and perhaps political

The
same signs of careful, substantial, but
slow growth are observable now that
might have len noticed by Audrew
Jacks, father, and by every tran-
sient dweller here since. Like a coral
reef, it iows continuously, persistently
but nearly imperceptibly upward.
