Fellow-citizen- s This is the first
political campaum since the war in
which I have felt much interest, be-

cause it is the first iu which I have
thought there was much prospect of
success for us. But when we look upon
the troubled sea of polities before us,
and behold wave after wave rising high-
er and higher, and hear the ominous
sighs of the approaching winds, we are
reminded of 1M0, and we know that a
mighty storm is coming, that will
sweep everything before it.

In 1866 I was among the first of the
Southern Democrats who advised an
immediate acceptance of the situation,
as it was then called. The terms im-
posed upon us were harsh, and by many
said to be too disgraceful for our accept-
ance, but I believed and said, that when
disgraceful terms were imposed laconqueror upon a conquered and dis-

armed foe, the disgrace of acceptance
was greater to those who imposed, than
to those w ho accepted them.

I believed that by immediate acqui-
escence and prompt action we could se-

cure the control of our local affairs, and
therefore I advised a prompt acceptance
of the reconstmotion measures. Most
of my former political friends differed
with me at the time, and some even
bitterlv assailed me.

Whether the course which our party-sa-

fit to pursue has lieen productive of
good or evil results might still admit of
debate: whether we could have gained
a greater control over our former slaves
bv a more prompt effort to accommo
date ourselves to our changed relations
with them by an earlier attempt to gain
their confidence, are problems which
now can never be solved. But, of oue
thing I am well assured: We have not
exercised the same patience and perse-
verance in our efforts to control the
colored mind that we have exhibited in
all otir other undertakings in life.

difficult and embarrassiug matter when
we became the solicitors for their suf-
frages. We stated our positions to them

HORACE UREELEY.

The Sage at Tflloa, Xew Hampshire- V Hearty lireettag by a Larue. 37Assets Mage His Speech.

Concord, August 12. Horace Greeley
arrived at Concord this morning from
Bradford at ten o'clock, and took a
special car for Lancaster, accompanied
by about fifty persons. Arriving at
Tilton a huge crowd had assembled arid
Greeley appeared O" the platfbrni of the
car and addressed the people a3 follows:

FELLOW- - ITIaaWS OP MY NATIVE
State of rw Hampshire A few
words which must necessarily be hasty,
maybe acceptable to vou. It has been
said that Americans are a little too fond
of going abroad to Europe, but I am
sure that he is a poor American who
does not come back a better American
then when he went, and who does not
appreciate America when he returns.
Europe may be in many respects better
than America. Her population is more
thickly settled, her arts and sciences
more thoroughly developed, and
her apple trees I have no-
ticed have less dead limbs oat them
than they hare ia. New Hampshire, bat
Lae American wuo travels through
Europe finds reason to appreciate the
freedom, the opportunity, the hope of
American youtn. I nope that the more
jieople go abroad, the more they will
come back to appreciate the lakes, the
skies, the air, the fruitful soil, the gor-
geous scenery, and glory over oar own
country. I do assure you, as one who
has traveled in Europe, that I could see
there no such thing as a people gather-
ing to consider any question of public
imjiortauee, except of religious charac-
ter; and I rejoice that I was born and
have been purmitted to live here, where
the people nave everything to say in the
management of our institutions, iu the
hope and lielief that our country, when
free from some entanglements aud some
embarrassments, is destined to become
dearer to ail of us. 1 lake my leave.

A general hand-shakin- z followed.
At Laconia an immense crowd gath-

ered, and Greeley's appearance was
greeted with cheer and music. On
being introduced by Hon. E. A. Hub
bard, he made a brief speech.

At Plymouth Ureeley was received by
a committee, and a national salute wias
tire!. After a speech of welcome from
Joseph H. Howe, of New York, Greeley
responded, and they proceeded to the
hotel, where he dined, aud afterward
took the train for Lancaster.

Mr. Greeley was mat at Plymouth by
a committee of ten to accompany him
to Littleton, leaving for the latter place
at ten o'clock iu the evening. At War-
ren, Woodville, Lisbon, and other sta-
tions along the road, great crowds of
people had collected to greet him. Mr.
Greeley appeared on the platform of the
car at each station, and took the pao-pl- e

by the hand. At LisUm ami Lit-

tleton he made speeches. At the latter
place he was welcomed bv John G. Sin
clair, and responded as follows:

" If I make no response to the political
sentiments expressed by my friend Sin-
clair, you will not regard it as implying
disrespect to him or to you, or as show-
ing a want of interest ou my part in the
subject; but a candidate, especially a
Presidential candidate, stands in a pe-
culiar lijjht. Whatever he says in pub-
lic is liable to be misinterpreted. Those
who are not his friends read
him wrong. They read what he
says upside down, crosswise, and
then diagonally, to extract that
from it which never was there. The
people are considering these subjects
and will iu a short time pronounce upon
mem. uuoui regaru to uie operations
or hopes of either of the candidates, they
will take their own view of what con-
cerns their own interests."

A brief reception was held, and at
twenty minutes past five o'clock Mr.
Greeley left for Lancaster. At White-fiel- d

He
was welcomed at Lancaster by Cosonei
Henry 0. Kent, whose guest Mr. Gree-
ley is to be while here, in a few brief
remarks, to which Mr. Greeley respond-
ed iu an appropriate speech.
