resent the destruction of cotton by the
worms more thorough than ever before.
They have eaten the leaves until the
fields are as bare as after a frost. The
naked condition of the laut reveals the
fact that mature fruitage is not so great
as usual at this season of the year. Fears
are almost universal of bankruptcy
among the planters. No one expects
that the crop will equal that ot last year.

Freaks of Lightning.
Tebbe Haute, August 2. During

the storm last night two young men
named Joe Keiger and John Mast, rid-
ing in a wagon, were run over and in-
stantly killed by a fast train on the In-
dianapolis and' St Louis railroad, two
miles north of this city, their horses
were also killed. Last night the light-
ning struck an expensive and beautiful
monument iu the city cemetery, near
town, throwing it down and demolish
ing portions of the structure column.

On the
twenty --seventh instant three Texan
were killed by Mexican outlaws at the
Balsa, thirty miles distant, on this side,
of the river, in revenge for the execution
of the five desperadoes there a short
time ago.

RUSSIA AND CHINA.

A letter from St. Petersburg in the
Schlesisthc Zeitung says that Russia is
preparing for a war with China. The
territory' of Kouldscha, on the western
frontier of the latter country, was, as ia
known, occupied by the Russian toops
last year, and China now intends to re-
gain possession of it. The Mahomme-da- n

population, however, are so hostile
to the Chinese government that they
have declared they will put to death any
Chinese official who appears in the coun-
try. This would, of course, lead to a
conflict, in which Russia will doubtless
take the part of Kouldscha against its

oppressors. The government
at Pekin seems to be already antici-
pating such a contingency, for it U
building ironclads and employing fifteen
hundred men daily in the preparation of
guns and ammunition, and has sent
igents among the Russian Khirgis to
induce them to resume their old allegi-
ance to China.

THE MLi: PROBLEM.

The ultimate secret of the ancient
Nile is hunted, as it were, into a corner

a wild, cannibal-infeste- d portion of
the dark continent; which, although a
man may emerge from it with his life,
he must enter without dreading to die.
Moreover, let it be carehilly borne in
mind by those who are in authority that
the bold and God-fearin- g words which
Livingstone has used about the accursed
slave trade carried on by the Zanzibar
Government and its creatures, will
travel back from Europe, and
pass up the country with far
more alacrity than beads and
brass wire or search expedi-
tions. The traveler marches, after" this
year, with a brand ef bad men's hatred
on his head. The slave-deale- rs will
kill him if they can, and therefore the
beat way to give effect to that noble zeal
for humanity, which makes him again
and again postpone all his immortal
fame to the suppression of the abomina-
ble and desolating traffic, is to make
him as sacred as we can by our action at
Zanzibar. If further help is to be sent
by the Nile or the coast, ft ought to be
sent early, and with sufficient instruc-
tions to make the man --deal ing Banians
and mongrel, villainous Moslem know
that every hair of his head has become
dear to civilize. ion. There never hung
grander interests on a single life; the re-
generation of Africa depends upon Liv-
ingstone's last footsteps; and we call
once more upon the successors of Sir
Roderick Murchison to do their duty
now and henceforward, or else to leave
to newspapers and their correspondents
a task in which honor belongs only to
effort and enthusiasm, not to official
pique and jietty jealousies. London
Telegraph.

THE NEXT UREAT WORK.

Very few people,the London Spectator
suspects, as yet understand the enor-
mous importance and complexity of the
next great task which the government
stands pledged to undertake. Mr.
Gladstone has promised next session to
reform our whole system of local gov-
ernment, with a view to its reinvigora-tio- n

in the representative sense that is,
he has Dledeed himself to eziimin. re
adjust, and lighten a system of taxation
as complex and almost as burdensome
as that of the kingdom before the intro-
duction of free trade, to invade the last
stronghold of privilege, and devise a
representative constitution applicable to
provinces hitherto governed almost ex-
clusively by nominees of the Crown.
With the towns, which are included in
the scope of his measures, there will not,
we imagine, be much difficulty. It the
Premier, with his splendid genius for
finance, can devise new modes of giving
them revenue, so as to prevent the
increasing pressure on rental from be-
coming dangerous to civilization which
requires that the people be well lodged
he wiU add greatly to his popularity,
but we imagine that no very radical
change will be made in the principle of
municipal taxation. We wish It could
be made, that the miUionalre could at
least be made to pay a little more for
his municipal privUeges than the profes-
sional man who happens to occupy as
large a house, but the difficulties in the
way mav prove too great even for Mr.
Gladstone's courage and tenacity. It is
in the counties that the change must be
greatest, and in the counties that the
difficulties will be the most numerous
and the most embarrassing to a govern
ment which, itself composed in great
part of squires, has always to reckon on
such matters with the 'banded suuire--
archy. The ballot will greatly facilitate
retorm in tnis direction; but even with
the ballot hanging over them, the
squirearchy will not. we predict, vield a
jot of their privUeges without forcing a
dissolution.
