History of Hla Escape and rapture It
maoa rt Be Confesses ta the Deed,

bat ?fot the Intention.

Yesterday morning Louis Sturgeon, the
who shot and killed a lad named

Johnny Murphy, while bathing near the
arrtvetl in this city on the steamer i Itv

of Chester, handcuffed and under guard of
Depmy-sheri- ff Glover, of IJnn county,

As the facts relating in this "Moody transac-
tion" are as yet fresh in the minds ol the pub-
lic, it is unnecessary to recapitulate them
here. Suffice It to say, that upon the horrible
deed being made known, public excitement
ran so hlgti, that had the perietrator fallen
Into the hands of the Justly Incensed friends
of the murdered, boy, Louis stnrueon would
have stood a good chance at betng mt inhered
w ith the dead As It was, he Immedi-
ately made his escape, and utter two months
wanderings iu vain endeavors to escape the
stem hands of Justice, he now occupies quar-
ters In the County tail, one more instance of
the truth of the old saying "nidrrter will out."

Cpon the arrival of the prisoner in Ibis city,
he was Immediately handed over to the prop-
er authoriUes. Early in Uie mornluu de'ec-t- l

ve Crauiner took sturgeon and had his pic-tu- n

taken, and it now graces Captain Athy's
gallery of notables, and it must be admitted,
not Uie handsomest countenance pi be found
Uierein.
STURGEONS PERSONAL APPEARANCE.

THE PRISONER'S STATEMENT.

Upon being questioned by the . itka i. man,
l.roms sturgeon made the following staleiueiit
freely and willingly:

"My name is IjouIs stiirueun : am forty-fou- r
years okt; wastiom In (liiiilkii liTsjti i (liiuls,
nave been in the Cnited States about tliirtyears: left tnehee after the great tire, anil
have fsscn In the flat boat business about two
years; have lived in st. Louis for eighteen
years, and worked at my tradeshlp carpenter,
at Uie dry flue Its In that city ; have some rela-
tions at strong Point, .Missouri. On the day
of the shooting of Uie boy. X had been drink-
ing with some friends aud was drunk ; I recol-
lect my wile telling me I hud shot
the boy, and hail better gel out of
the way; I put some working tools
into a skiff and started down the river,
to the mouth ol White river. I went up While
river to Indian Bav. the- - boU laud
aud went as far as Crockett's Bluff, where I
tKk the steamer R. I. Walt for .laeksontMirt.
Here 1 took Ihe railroad and went to Pilot
Knob, Missouri, anil from there I went to my
mother-in-law'- at Point. I never
wrote to my wife during my absence. 1 can-
not writ English, although I do French. My
iirother-in-la- told hie be wrote. I recollect

the boys In the rlvur. I ordered them
away, asking If they did not know there were
women anoari me noau I uey .oiu me mere
follows language unfit for publication). I

wentand got the gun and flnsi. I did not see
any of the boys on the surface of the water
when I fired: they bad dived down. I did not
Intend to kill any of them. My Intention was
to ware them away. I should have fired tn
the air. Such a thing never happened to me
before, and if I get out of this scrape, I will
never handle a gun again. I arrived here this
morning, and Have not consulted counsel as
yet."

During the recital of the abovo thepnsoder
seemed great! v overcome, and truly penitent
as he has need to be. His great sorrow seems to
be that he did not fire into the air. and was
particular in his endeavor to impress the re-
porters that it was not his intention to com-
mit murder, hot merely to drive Uie boys
away from Uie sight of his wife.

THE LETTER,
The letter Which was received in this city,

directed to Sturgeon's wife, was the first clue
obtained of his whereabouts. Cpon receiving
the information. Captain Athy immediately
telegraphed to the authoriUes. and Sturgeon
was arrested about nine miles from Lima, at
the residence of his brot hcr-- 1 .

who is a very respectable and
well-to-d- o farmer of Linn county. When
Sturgion was arrested, the excitement tn Linn
ran so high, especially among the French, a
great number of whom are settled in that
leighborhood, that tt was thouuht at one

time that a rescue would he attempted, but
better counsel prevnlled and lha4priwner was
held by the authorities.
