CONQUISTADORS HICKOX.
Hickox was the typical carpetbaggiT.

Said a citizen to me: " He has carried
Pope county in the hollow of his hand
since 1865." He was about thirty-fbu- r
years old, good looking, cool, bold, reti-
cent and surly. He made no efforts fo
conciliate anybody, seemed to the cruiie
people there propelled and supiiorted by
an unseen force, and over every other
county officer he obtained that "sort of
munial influence which came from per-
tinacity, will and depth of character
which supply resources and make con-
trol. Rebels and subordinates felt it
alike; he expressed the conquest of the
South in his jode and form that ex-
pected thing which had been appre-
hended without reason of the central
authority, but which a thousand ad-
venturers have voluntarily supplanted
it, and have gone forth like the devils
out of tbe man into the swine, to toot
and wallow with all the coolness of di-

vine and natural rhjhl aud preordina-
tion.

Hickox had a fine stature.a ruddy com-
plexion and brown hair, and
were cold and surly, and never invited
confidence nor acquaintanceship He
wore a full brown beard and e;

from his waist up he had one of the ino-- t
perfect bodies, nhyautally, ever mu in
that remote it as was remarked
when he was stripssi af r dea;h.

Hickox married a woman of pretty
five and common family in the south-er- a

part of Pope county, between le

and Gallev Kock. Although be
had tnw children by this wife he never
took ber to Dover after he was made
Sheriff; but, as is universally alleg--d in
that village, he took up with a boarding-hous- e

keeper and lived upon scandalous-
ly intimate terms with ber. Th n oman
and his wife afterward wept ' .
his grave, whither he was laid in hi
blanket without a a touching
and impressive picture of military ad-

The military vices of Hickox led to
his death. He was forever mentally

The Arkansas Cavalry, to which
he was attached, was organized at Little
Kock and disbanded at Lewisburg, in
the immediate region of Pope county,
J ine 30, 165. The Adjutant General's
historical memorandum says of the
Third regiment:

"Two battalUons were sent up the
Arkansas river to hold large scope of
territory infested by numerous guoiU4- -

tiauiis. wno wereroijpingatn. murdering
Imon families in the most barbarous
manner that human depravity could in-

vent. The territorv held bv these ma
rauders was soon wrested from their
hands. The regiment had been gener
ally engaged in ridding the country of
the numerous predatory hands which
have cursed this district with their in-

famous operations since the inception of
tbe rebellion. It was long stationed at
Lewisburg, on the Arkansas river, and
detachments were constantly alert
scouring the country and breaking up
tbe lesser haunts of the enemy."

This description accounts both for the
predatory aud assassinating vouth of
Pope county and for Dodson. He is
fellow of inferior intellectual capacity,
but of sinister and manifest brutality
and ferocity. His head is large anil destru-

ctive-looking, with enormous ears,
heavy jaws, large, blackish-gra- y mus-
tache and beard dropping straight upon
his breast; he is wiry, strong and un-
easy, and be wears heavy arms and hes-i-a- k

the desperado. This man is the
surviving ally and confederate of
Hickox, aud the master and asstsdate of
Williams. He lives but in fear of his
life, yet he says that he will die iu Pope
county and will not fly beyond it. He
is almost universally lielieved to have
massacred Tucker and Haiie, his priso-
ners, on the night of the eighth of July,
and the bullet which passed through
Hickox's brain was, perhaps, aimed at
Dodson.
