Meantime Phoolan, the husband of
EupbTMia, had escaped from Syracuse
with their infant sou, and joining the
Greek forces under Timolian, led them
to the attack upon Syracuse.and in a few
days overcame and relieved Sicily of the
tyrant and restored Evander to freedom.

That the necessary
and highly honorable vocation should
le stigmatised by being required
to pay an increased tax for the
privilege of doiug business m
such is a disgrace to the legislation of
the country, and I. would advise con-
stant agitation uutil the evil has lieen
remexlied.

the State. As merchants, we do uot claim
that we shall be exempted from any
tax which the Legislature may impose

We think and feel this discrimination
to be unjust, and is not characteristic of
wise or intelligent statesmanship.

It wm ry pleasure to be in the city of
Nashville during the last session of the
legislature, when the merchants' tax
was a subject of constant conversation,
and I heard no menilaT express an opin-
ion dissenting from the idea that the
discrimination against merchants wm
unjust! but serious apprehensions were
felt among some of them that to place
merchants upon an equality- - with other

would not l "popular at
home." Asa remedy against this species
of class legislation I would advise mer-
chants over the entire State to make tho
question of an equalization of taxation
to a certain extent a point in tbe selec-

tion of membersof the legislature. Qual-

ification is the first test, but to be quali-
fied a candidate should be actuated by a
sense of justice and free from the stoop-
ing condescension of the time-serv- er

and demagogue. It seems not to be
remembered that he merchant has
borne an important and an indispensa-
ble Art in the resuscitation of every
interest in the South since tlie war, by
means of his capital, credit and enter-
prise; the agricultural Inttrcst hM been
encouraged aud sustained I hope,
hM reached a point of prosperity com-
mendable to the industry of the plant-
ing community, and worthy of the
farmers' time-honor- integrity.

A direct trade or line of communica-
tion with Liverpool in the article of

number of buyers of cotton for foreign
account we can hope that, at no distant
.ay. Memphis will be shipping our great

staple direct to Europe, by way of Nor-

folk, Virginia, without having to send
our freight by the indirect routes of
New York or New Orleans. We
have had direct correspondence with the
Messrs. Alien Bros., w ho express great
anxiety to establish a direct line of
steamers to Norf dk, and the only diffi-
culty

encountered is the lack of inward- -

bound freights. Thtsdifficulty, we may
hope, wul be sjieedily overcome by the
increased importation of goods direct
from Europe, and by immigration in- -
