GERMANY.

Organization Wark Dose and
to be Done.

A remarkable report has just been is-

sued by the German Aid Societies for
the relief of the sick, and wounded. It
contains minute and comprehensive
details of tlie societies' depots
in tbat part of France occupied by
the French armies, their various hos-

pitals all over Germany, the steamers
they cliartered, and the sanitary
trains they fitted out for ambulance
purposes. An idea of the magnitude of
the operations of the societies may be
gleaned from the tact that the entries
of sick and wounded soldiers on their
books stand at five hundred and nine
thousand eight hundred and thirty --seven

liit-n- . of whom sixty thisjsand were
French. The total income of the cen- -

tral committee at Berlin lias lieen nearly
fourteen million dollars. Of this sum
something more than half has been
contributed by Germany. Amer-
ica has given one million sev-ent- y

thousand dollars. After de-
fraying all necessary expenses the socie-tie- s

find themselves the possessors of
the balance of two hundred and sixty-on- e

thousand dollars. The wniieties in-

tend to preserve their formation and
improve their internal arrangements,

that they may tie the better abi- in
future to ' alleviate suffering without
waste of time and labor should
another war take place. They in- -

tend not only to perfect their or-- :
ganization. hut to train as great a num-
ber of nurses as possible, giving them at
the same time some elementary medical

surgical instruction, to be brought
into requisitiou when medical aid is not

hand, tc look after the sanitary con- -
ditinn of their respective towns, to coun-
teract epidemics by giving advice as to
diet, aud so forth.
