. stir up strife by asking an indorse
men! of bin course, and by becoming tin
leader of all the disorganizing element
in the State, that has placed him in an
tagonism to the Democratic partv. He
is not a fair representative of the Liberal
I nion men of the State, and has not
been for many, many years, except a
short time when he was President. He

i.- - not during the war nor soon after-
ward: he was not when he caused the
withdrawal of the McClellan electoral
ticket in 1S64; he wae not when he op-
posed the election of John C. Brown in
1870, and he is not now when he is seek-
ing to open the wounds of the war,
which all but he seem desirous of hav-
ing healed.
