Not until
five or six dozen have been prostrated
with the Fpihippic, will the vetenary
gemlemen of the citv conseut to accept
" Old Ep " as a guest of the city. Tlie
horse people of Memphis were warned
weeks ago by Costello and the A ppkal
that tbe complaint would come. It has
marched over the Ohio with k rent ce
lerity, and crossing the State of Ken
tucky, entered Tennessee and seized all
Nashville's horses by the nose and
throat. Saturtiav's papers contain ac
counts of the manner in which "Ep"
acts.

Yesterday rooming it was official! v

announced that the epizooty hail at-

tacked two ot the Southern and Adams
Kxpress Companies' horses, and some ex
citement was created. When Bamum's
circus arrived in this city the express
horses had their food obuuged. Their
food, in fact, has been boiled and no
hay allowed. At the present writing,
five horses are affected with the diseute.
The first indications of the disease were
the hoarse coughings of the animals,
which also seemed drowsy, and have
since then looked as if fagged by over-
work. Last night the bay horse coughed
up a quantity of white and discolored
matter. The glands of the black horse
are considerably swollen, evidently agi-
tated by epiplerosis. Liniment is freely
applied, ami this horse, with the others
affected, kept in blankets. The bay
horse, since his attack, refused food until
last night, and while the frequent
coughing and grunting, with paroxysms
at intervals, indicate much suffering,
none of the horses have shown an in-

clination to lie down. The appearance
of this disease has caused some excite-
ment, and it is believed other horses in
this city are already sick, but their
owners do not wish it known for fear of
a general panic. We understand several
livery-stabl- e men have sent horses to
tiie country, ami others will follow."

This is bad enough: but in Louisville,
there is not a horse on bis legs.
One good result which the times exjie-rienc- e,

Several valuable horses which have had
the disease, and to all appearances had
recovered from it, have, on beiug taken
out antl driven with some .peed on tbe
road, been taken with a relapse, from
which have died."

or if this does not effect relief apply a
liquid blister to the jowl, throat,
breast and lungs, both sides, but not so
strong as to take the hair off. The
stalls must be kept free of wet or mois-

ture, using sawdust to soak it up anil
take it off immediately. Feed light ami
give plenty of fresh air, a little water
often, not cold. Chloride of lime Is used
alxnit the stalls. Another remedy is a
medicine of the following compounds
Saltpetre, half ounce; salammonia, one- -

fourth ounce; tartar emetic, nve grams.
Tliis must be made up iu a mash or
mixed with bran aud given two or three
times a week. This must im used before
the disease appears, the first symptoms
being a cough, evidently lroiu irritation
iu the throat, followed by a discharge
from the nose and watery eyes, the hair
standing up. When the horse ib at-

tacked a preparation of ammonia aud
olive oil must be rubbed on the glands
of the neck.

He lives down in
the neighlKirhood of Phakerag, and I
think to town but seldom, at
least I have not met with him for twelve
months or more. I suppose that our
friend John W n might have posted
me, as he was once oid Tom's right-han- d

man, occupied a prominent posi-
tion In the "amen corner," and "raised
the hymns." I am sorry to say that own-le-

nd lias slightly backslidden since
then, but I hope he will retrace his
wayward stei, aud come out all right
yet.

" BROTHER COFFEY.
I must go back of Davidson a little to

notice Rev. Elijah ( olfey, a shoe
maker by trade, who came here in

WHITE.
Toncray was a very good, and I might

say a moral man. He certainly was a
very ingenious and useful man.

The last two
trades he had letter never have under-
taken. Iu the others he was mtslerately
proficient. He and Coffey both belonged
to the Baptist Church, though I think
the former was of the "Imrd-shell- " and
the latter of the "free-will-" persuasion. I
do not think they ever got along well
together. Coffey felt himself the su-
perior of Toncray, and in fact could
preach a tolerable fair sermon for the
times; held his left hand to his ear and
slashed around with his right iu a fright-
ful manner, taxing his lungs to their
fullest capacity, aud going it throughout
on the principle that Branch kept tav-
ern. I remember to have heard him
preach one night in a large upon house,
illuminated by a solitary tallow candle.
Among the audience was a huge Ken-
tucky lawyer by the name of
Philip S. White, of whom I

uerrui comedian I ever saw. White de
V(,uti.. took hia seat close in front of
tlie pulpit, antl no sooner did Coffey
commenne vaporing than White set to
dtslgiug as though every pass of the
hand was a blow aimed at' his head. He
was loud and frequent with the
"Amen," but invariably put it in the
wrong place. He also took a prominent
pan in tne singing, nut was wolully out
of tune, dining all of which he main-
tained the utmost gravity, while most
others were ready to burst their sides
with laughter. Coffey changed his re-

ligion frequently, and was alter-
nately taken in antl turned out
by the Baptists aud Methodists.
Finally all the churches conspired
against him, except the Catholics, whom
be joined, but they would not allow him
to preach. He soon quit them, and, I

am sorry to say, the Methodists not only
reinstated him, but liceused him to
preach, but confined his ministrations to
a part of Arkansas where it was thought
good character in a minister was not re-

quired. Toncray was a very inconsist-
ent man, ignorant in everything except
mechanism, and it was a" pity he had
not confined himself exclusively to it
He was slow and remarkably patient. I
have known him to devote weeks in the
construction of a miniature ship in the
inside of a large show I Kittle, complete
in all its parts, and when finished was a
most remarkable piece of work. But he
was not so patient in some other things.
He was petulant with those be consid-
ered beneath him, and atltlicted to too
frequent use of the cowhide in his own
family. He performed the service
of baptism as though it were
an ordinary business transaction. His
voice was naturally weak, and he over-
taxed it to such an extent that he some-
times broke down in the middle of his
sermon, and but for tbe Old Harry that
was in him, would have made frequent
failures. His congregation were mostly
black. The presence of whites seemed
to annoy him, owing, perhaps, to the
fact that his efforts at eloquence over-
stepped thesublime and provoked laugh-
ter. He furnished the ground and built,
on the corner of Main and Overton
streets, wholly at hisown expense, what
is now known as the African Church ;

but during his lifetime as Toucray's
Church. When finished, according to
his plans and supervision, with its

steeple and other parts, it
proved the liest specimen of architecture
on the bluff.

I am sorry to devote so much space to
these men, but really, they cut a con-
siderable figure iu their time, and
the history not only of the
Church, but of Memphis would be
very defective if their names were
omitted. Both served for several terms
as Aldermen, while Coffey, for a short
time, discharged tile duties of Mayor,
but whether auy olddumbiiock "struck
oue" at their demise, or whether their
spirits have ever been interviewed, I am
unprepared to say.

A RARE OLD MAN.

In 1&, Rev. Lorenzo Dow, one
of the most noted antl remarkable
men of the time, not only in this
country, but iu Europe, preached here,
iu fulfillment of an appointment made
two years Irefore, which strange to say,
was generally rememoereu anu drew
the largest congregations. He preached
several times on this bluff was very
eccentric iu his manners, and by some
considered derauged. He was below the
medium height, awkwardly built, with
a swaggering walk and jesture which
added to his natural drollery and pe-

culiar mode of expressing himself, pro-
ducing laughter when least intended.
He was a thorough physiognomist,
could read every man's character
iu bis face, would point them out and
reprove tbem for their vicious habits as
though he bad known them all their
lives, and rather seemed to court the ill,
than the good will of the people gene-
rally. There was nothing eculiar in
his drees, except that he wore his beard
full, which was then considered shock-
ingly indecent; and twice had he been
arrested by the authorities of towns
through which he passed antl forcibly
shaved. The only beard worn at that
time was a narrow strip or whisker ex-

tending from the temple, following the
line ol tne jaw, anu terminating near
the point of the cbiu, and sometimes
nought with a curie to the corner of tbe
mouth. A ilaudy woultl devote more
time to brushing his well-greas- whis--
kerB over ms finger go as to give them a
fancy ctul, thuu is generally devoted to
auch purMses now.

LUCK OF THK HURCHES.

Memphis fared badly for a churoh.

you, what value would they be to the
town?" to which they replied, "They
will answer for churoh purposes," which
was the only time the word was used,
and on this flimsy pretext the church
based her adverse right In the deed no
such won! as hurch'' aDtieured.but the
consideration was set lortn as aisjve
3U,ted. The Board refused the proffer.
but while It was an open question, and
the proprietors were actively
to have it accepted,

There is other history in connection
with this house which, though uot per--
mining to this snhiect. msv not lie im
proper to relate. The Thespian Society,
of which mention has tdready been
made, was organized in IhjIi, and being
unable to find another room so well
adapted iu the town, compromised with
the religious societies, to whom Locke
referred them, and took the upper fitsir,
forming a sort of rotary concern.
Whether they played into each other's
bands, or Woe versa, I shall not under-
take to say, though it seemed that they
got along more amicably than the reli-
gionists ditl among themselves, and I
must here slightly correct my friend Tom
Young, who, in naming the members
of the Thespian Soeiety, omitted
unintentionally, no doubt, that of my
brother George, who was somewhat
hurt about it as he was one of its most
active members and generally took a
leading character. It is also due to the
history of Memphis, iu this connection,
to mention a mau of extensive noto-
riety, Sol Smith, who was possessed of
more brilliant and varying talents, per-
haps, than any oilier man of bis day,
but woefully deficient as a finaucier.
No matter how much money old Sol
made, aud he made much, he was al-

ways hard run being greatly under the
weather. In 1830 he came to Memphis,
reorganized the Thespians, and as new
names, like new brooms, work well, he
adopted the uarneof the"Garrick Club,"
and for a time appeared to succeed well ;

but he was a roiling stone, and seldom
stayed long in one place, or stuck to the
same pursuit
