Never was before
beard such recklessness of accusation,
such boldness of misrepresentation, such
disregard of persona! reputation, such
insolent intrusion into private life, such
utter misinterpretation exhibited in de
nouncing the motives and character of
Horace Greeley. But now that he is
dead the unanimous voice of puulir opin-

ion pays to him the tribute of respect,
f: ai which there it no dissent. Now
all recognize him as the able, honest,
virtuous, patriotic citizen, ('alumny
shuts its mouth and swallows its word .

Only the voice of eulogy is heard
throughout the land. This is a sad com-

mentary upon the Integrity of the
American press. It shows one of two
things that those who traduced Mr.
Greeley a few weeks since knew that
they were propagating falsehoods, or thai
their present eulogies are prompted by
hypocrisy, fraud, and dishonesty. We
prefer to look upon it in the most chari
ty Me light, and attribute it to the
gestions of the old JLatin maxim, that
nothing but good should be said of the
dead.

The abuses heaped upon Horace Gree
ley while he wa a candidate, and the
fulsome panegyrics passed upon his life
and character since bis death, should be
a lesson to the press. It is a sad spec-

tacle to see au editor who tor six
months has dealt in libels as if
they wete the most harmless gos-

sip, and stopping at nothing that would
blacken the reputation of Horace Gree-
ley, now canonizing his name and fame.
Such changed conduct toward the liv-iii- g

candidate and the dead saint should
inspire moderation hereafter in future
elections. The press has a higher mis
sion than becoming a mere ve
hicle for villifying, lampooning and
often libeling au antagonist, while
o:ten, unjustly as justly, extrav-
agantly defending and justify iug
those of their own side. Pend-
ing all elections, from that of President

A. correspondent writes to the New
York Journal of Commerce some highly
interesting facts relative to cotton man-
ufacturing in the South. Referring to

Langley Mills, near Aiken, South
Carolina, the writer says: "A manufac-
turer cotton yarns from Manchester,
England, after looking at our books,
told me that we manufacture cheaper

they did by about difference in
value our currency and gold is
to say, four three-fourt- cents per
pound. Among the advantages enjoyed
by the" South the North manu-
facturing cotton I enumerated the
following : First, the raw material
is produced, and by working it here va-

rious expenses incidental to Its trans-
portation could saved such as profits
made by those invest capital, time
and labor in moving u from place
to place; insurance during transjior-tation- ;

loss by samplings and steal-
ages from the bales. Second, ex-

perts claim that in our warm
clime cotton works better advan-

ton is direct and easy. Fourth, freight
on manufactured goods in pro--

portion than on bulky and hazardous
hales of cotton. Yarn, can delivered
in New York from vicinity for
sixty to eighty cents per hundred.
Fifth, abundant supply of operative
labor at low and consequent ex-

emption from strikes. Northern Super-
intendents of Southern mills admit the
superiority of our factory hands (whites),
aud the ease which they are con-
trolled. average wages paid at the
baiuda mills one hundred and forty- -
two dollars and eighty-tw- o cents per an-
num. Sixth, the mildness the climate
enables the operatives to eujoy a laiger
proportion comforts on a given
amount of wages. In climates a
larger proportion of carbonaceous food is
requisite, which costs more than farin-
aceous food, nor do houses for opera-

tives require to expensive as in
