Ale and beer in
no single instunce are depominnted
“spiritons liguors.” In Caswell & Hili
v, the Smte, 2 Hump,, p. 402-3, Judge
P'urley says: “The question i3 whether
wine s u spirituous lquor within the
meaning of the statute passed ln the
yeur 18387, ¢h. 12 Code 1850-50), making
it 2 misdemeanor to sell spirituous li-
quors. I thinknot., Wine s afermented
Liquor. Spirits are distilled liquors,”
Quotstions were made from the Code
to show that the distinction between
spirituous sud malt or fermented Hguors
has been recogniized by the Legislature
and the courts from 1811 to the
present day, with a single exceplion,
and the lsw-makers, during the whole
bistory of their legislation, fully snd
smphatically sustain Judge Turley in
the distinetion he has drawn.  The brief
covers sixteen paves printed matter,
and & copyof the sawe tarned over to
ench of the menmbers of lhe Supreme
Bench. In view of its loenl bearing,
and the elaborate review of the law
wuching the case, an n{rinitm will be
looked for with considernble interest.
