v. .ii id not m willing to it "ThRt is no
objection. The Legislature has tbe
power to make it so, whether they wish
it or not; aud it is to their interest, just
;is LDe laws against concealed weapons
etc., are against their will, ami still for
their interest. They pay heavily for
covernment as it is, and have no bene
ins scarcely. Furthermore, why is
that around the suburbs of the city, just
outside the corporation line, land is
woriu irom one tn usaud dollars or
more down to one hundred dollars per
acre in all tue territory to which
hive alluded'.' Is it not because the
city is here? Lauds equally food,
fifty miles away, are only worth ten dol-
lars, or less. Whatever helps the city
aud increases its population aud pros-
perity, helps everybody for ten or twen-
ty miles around. But if the city is re-
tarded by taxation and restricted terri
tory, then ail are injured

As to how all this will relieve the
county, 1 think may be already seen
Memphis being a part of the county,
ri"Uires the eouutv to provide for its
poor, prosecute its criminals and pro
vide for its courts. And in doing this,
antagonism is aroused lietween city and
county, and one will not do "because the
oiher will not. We have no workhouse,
because it would be the city that would
nil it. We have no poorhouse of re-

spectable capacity, it it the city
that should support it. We have no
h snital for the same reason. We liave
a j:ti! and police stations, which add to
our swarms of otlicers, while one would
be enough. And so we goou; the city
is m debt to uie amount ot tour million
dollars or more, while the taxable prop
erty. at two ami a halt per.cent. ot taxes,
is nareiy sunicient to pay current ex-
penses, and nothing to pay interest on
the noi del debt; and the bonds are too
low to be quoted.

lhe county is in the same condition,
ollecting some three hundred thousand
I'Hiars per annum in taxes, and vet con

stantly falling behind and increasim: tin
niiirnu tases to avoid the Mate law that
provides that the county cannot Ieey a
greater tax than the State. Let us con
solidate the governments and only pay
oneset of officers. It ianot to be expected
that I should give exact figure", hut T do
assert that the city government costs as
much as it would if we were governing
the whole county, and the county irov- -
ernment costs as much more.
