A Grocery at the lateraectlon or Or-

leans Street and Marshall Ave-
nue Barned Down.

At nine o'clock last night the four en-

gines of the Fire Department were con-
verging toward a point near the eastern
limits of the city, where a small grocery
was blazing away with a much appar-
ent fury as if the weather had been hot
and dry for the past seveu weeks. The
heroic old Danbury and the new rotary
from Pinch made the ground and
reached "the scene of conflagration," at
the intersection of Orleans street and
Marshall avenue, liefore the grocery was
half burned. The other two engines
"got stuck," one on Wellington street,
near Beale, the other on Union street,
near Wellington. Both went up to the
hubs iu mud, and yet the Ledger man
says there is no dirt in town. There
was no chance to stir either of
them without the aid of a
fortv-hors- e p wer locomotive, so
there thev lay. At the fire, the chief
excitement resulted from the surround-
ing swamp of mud, iu which hundreds
of whites aud blacks floundered in an
inextricable way, leaving their shoes
behind them at every step, while the
more weakly and the women sunk up to
their hips and yelled forth piteously for
help. They got swamped in dozens,and
became lost into the bargain; so that
when the engines commenced "squirt-
ing," the general cry was raised, "Let's
get out o' here before it's dark." The
general dampness aud the prevalence of
stnrw on the roofs of the surrounding
buildings prevented the spread of the
fire.

The house belonged to a Mr. Heade,
and was worth fifteen hundred dollars.
The grocery was run by Mr. Jas. Dwyer,
who lost alKiui three thousand dollars'
worth of provisions. The fire lasted

If this your
opinion were but of to-d- or yesterday,
I might call the ceremony of this hour
a conversion, a change of religious ideas,
but 1 am glad to say that with you it is
only the adoption of that in which you
did believe long ago. You were a Jewess
at heart by the liberality of thought, by
your pure conceptions of the Deity,
which have redeemed you fiorn all
miraculous and mysterious views of re-

ligion. I now call upon you to state
what you believe to be true in regard to
the attributes of God, human dignity,
and the mission of Israel, so as to con
vince me that you are acquainted with
the doctrines of our faith."

CREDO.

Maria Louise, in answer to this, made
her confession of faith in Judaism, in
substance thus :

"I do believe most sincerely that there
is but one eternal, indivisible and most
icrfect God, who has created every-
thing and who rules the world with his
unlimited power. Iam firmly convinced
that God has never appeared iu any
shape or form ; that he rewards the good
and punishes the evil in this world and
iu the world to come. 1 believe that the'
soul of man is created pure, and that
man can preserve this purity by a life of
morality. I am also convinced that Is-

rael is destinedto be the Redeemer of the
nations, aud that it is his holy mission
to teach the lessous of love, reason and
charity unto all men, so as to acknowl-
edge the universal fatherhood of God
and the coming brotherhood of man."

This was, in substance, the declaration
of faith made by the young lady in the
presence of the Rabbi and the whole
congregation.

Then the minister of the temple re-

ceived her into the fold of Judah, say-
ing that as Jacob had wrestled with an
augel during a whole night, so had her
spirit wrestle 1 with the false concep-
tions of the deity and the popular the
ology of the world. Lake Jacob, she
came forth victorious, and henceforth
she would be called Leah.

MISS LEAH OVTSRRa
then offered up this prayer: " 0, thou
eternal and indivisible God, I beseech
Thee in this solemn hour to enlighten
my understanding and strengthen my
spirit so as to display the lieauties of Thy
everlasting covenant with Israel to my
mental vision, and to impress its
rational doctrines upon my mind. O,
father of humanity, my soul rejoices in
the belief of its original purity and des
lights in Thy divine power, and feels
exalted in the sublime conception she
has formed of Thy unity, Thy all re-

deeming power and love.
Thanks toThee, O infinite Jehovah, that
I behold the light of reason which, shin-
ing forth from Sinai's sun, is destined
to redeem the world, and create a uni-
versal Fatherhood of God and a com-
mon brotherhood of man. Let me cling
with ardent zeal to Thy sacred behests,
to love my neighbor as myself in order
to tiecome a worthy er in the
holy mission of Judaism. As a child
approaches his father, so, O God, have
I drawn my spirit nearer to Thine. My
trust is in Thee alone, in joy and sorrow,
in life or death. I shall ever hail."iSe-na- ,

liabbi Samfield then preached an
eloquent discourse, taking his text from
the Old Testament
I am the first and the last, and beside rue

there is no other Hod.
He said one of the graudestaud most
iuiportaut truths was that of God's uni-
ty; without this idea man losers the
highest conception of God's attribute,
aud olscures the pure spirituality of God,
by casting mysterious shadows upon it.
The unity of God is a biblical
reality, a behest of God, to
remain an everlasting doctrine
throughout the world. The liabbi
then proceeded to prove his point by
quoting those authorities which are ad-

mitted in evidence iu the ecclesiastical
courts of the Christian brethren; but he
said that they valued the authority of
reason above the iufalability of reason,
and then went ou. It may be safely set
down upon the pages of religious devel-
opment that men, from the most bar-
barous idolator up to the mast enlight-
ened prelate, have created their ideas of
a Divine Being iu accordance with their
ideas, sentimentsaud eccupations. The
warlike barbarians bad a martial-lookin- g

hi '!. The peaceful, pastoral occu-
pations of our fathers favored
their benevolent and natural con-
ception of Deity; hence we find
iu Abralam's soul the first germ
of a natural, rational system of religion,
the first visible evidence of a belief in
God's unity, whilst other tribes and
families remained in the Uarkuess of
gross idolatry. At the time of Moses
not one nation or tribe throughout the
w hole earth knew the Creator. Tem-
ples were erected to all the passions. At
the very time when the reign of dark-
ness was most firmly established, the
victory of light became most sudden
and complete, Moses appeared, and be-

fore his mission the lofty fabric of super-
stition crumbled into dust. The first step
toward the liberation of mankind wasai-fecte- d

iu the liberation of Israel. One at'
least among the nations of the earth had
learned to know God in reality. Six
hundred thousand men with their wives
and children heard the cry, "Hear, O
Israel, the Lord is One." Thus a host
of witnesses was raised, whose evidence
is beyond doubt, and by whose means
the knowledge of CHxl's unity was pre-
served. Every child who was possessed
of common sense, and every rational
judge of the Biblical writings would at
nine dedui-- t from this sentence that God
is indivisible in His nature; but as this
sound logic does not suit the advocates
of other systems, they come with their
theological kuives in order to kill the
trus- - meaning of words. Some clergy-
men were even so absurd as to derive
from Shema a trinity because the name
of God appears there three times. I
would suggest to them to believe in a
quartatiou of the Godhead, because we
can furnish some sentences iu which
the name of God happens to appear
four times. The doctrine of a trinity
was not taught by Jesus nor his Apos-
tles, but was introduced four hundred
years afterward, ihe Holy ybost was
not known to the early Christians at all.
A majority of the Church fathers be-

lieved as firmly in the unity of the
Godhead as we do. I u one party of
Bishops, headed by Annus, taught the
unity of God. and were called Arians,
wh !e the other part, with Athanasius,
wished to establish a duality of the God-
head. They never thought" of the Holy
Ghost until sixty years afterward, wheu
tin council held at Constantinople, after
long discussion, substituted unity for
trinity. During those sixty years nine-
teen councils of the Bishops hold on to
the duality of the Godhead, while nine-ee-n

others were iu favor of unc y . They
could not find the doctrine of the Trin-
ity iu the letter of the Bible, much
less in the spirit; hence their strug-
gle for the sublirue conception of
God's unity. But as the converts
to primitive Chiistiauity were heathens
uilia ,i ..... aa tar to t IsailSI il Uli t lie.Mtlte,!

cumb, and beaihon philosophy has cov-
ered Christianity since that time with
the mist and cloud. of miracles and
mysteries. The sentence in the New
Testament is relied on to
prove the trinity is a forgery it is this:
"There are three that bear record fn
heaven, the Father, the Word and the
Holy Ghost and these three
are one." We thus perceive that
we orthodox Israelites are !tbe best
Christians after all. Yet we do by no
means regard Christianity a failure, as
many of the rational thinkers of our
age (declare it. to be. Christianity was
to bring alsiut a reformation in the
heathen world which Judaism could not
flimnmiiii ill Unit-ari- a uism could not be
understood by the heathen; a system of
religion had to be offered to him wnicn
would tolerate some of his mythology
and in Christianity that system of re-

ligion was found.

How It May be Extlnarnlshed --Scrip aad
Coupons lo be Received for Taxes.

A Proposition Worthy of Ihe Considera
tion of the .ew General Council.

Editors Appeal Many people failed
to pay taxes during the four years of the
war, 'and then afterward everybody
here was smashed in 1867, and those that
have not recovered from the shock suf-
fered the more when the city refused to
accept itsowji paper in payment of debts
due it. Those who paid up and kept
even, paid in scrip and coupons; those
who failed to pay up to tne time oi tne
inauguration of Johnson's career of re-

pudiation, lost their opportunity. There
were those who were released from
taxes that accrued during the war, and
others who were not, and who have not
yet caught up, because of burdens
that then accrued. w oma it
not be well for the city,
since the public credit can by no possi-
bility be injured since it is now so low
that it is fire-pro- of would it not be well
for the city's masters to return to prac
tices of ;'ommon honesty and fair deal- -

ingthat were repudiated when John
Johnson came into office? If the city
owe a citizen, and the citizen owe the
citv. let one debt offset or pay the other.
Let coupons and scrip be deemed good
in payment of at least all taxes that ac
crued before jonnson's career or repudi-
ation began. It is a very favorable time,
when it is impossible to make
the city's credit worse, to ex-

tinguish outstanding scrip and cou
pons which must be hereafter paid or
funded. Citizens owe the city perhaps
three-quarte- of a million, and there is
a repudiated houest due debt ot tne city
which may now be extinguished by
these unfortunate or recalcitrant debt-
ors. The scheme suhmitted is probably
objectionable, but it only puts all men
on an equality, and enables every class
of the community to use the same city
paper in paying the taxes that accrued
in the same years. The Mayor's greed
for greenbacks may interpose obstacles,
but the scrip aud coupons should be ex-

tinguished and taxes paid.

None
but the newest and best machinery of
the Holly Company make is used, and
the work iu all its branches is consid-
ered one of tbe best ever done in tbe
United States. Begun under great diffi-
culties, the water works have been com-
pleted in a way that elicits applause
from everybody, and that demands aud
has received for the company the
confidence of this community.

Editors Appeal The election ou
Thursday passed oft' quietly, with tbe
exception that a number of persons were
sent to jail for attempting to vote con-
trary to law. It was astonishing to see
the interest manifested by the candi
dates for Alderman and Councilman of
the different wards. One would imagine
the offices worth thousands annually.
Thousands o." certificates, of registration
were obtained by candidates from the
Registrars for real and imaginary names,
and great latior was spent in finding in-
dividuals to personate the names on the
certificates. In attempting to vote on
certificates bearing strange names, three
or four were arrested at the Third ward,
and some also at other wards, and doubt-
less if all had been arrested the jail
could not have accotu mediated them.

It was com mend i ugly o served that
the box for Floater where the poll-ta- x

receipt was required there was nocrowd,
but men cooly, cautiously and intelli
gently came up and deposited their
votes and went away; but be it said, to
the shame of our city, that such was
not so as to the .'ity Isjx. Meu.or crea
tures standing like men, knowing not
the candidates or offices to be filled or
the duties of the officers, having no
home or habitation save the station- -

house or some wicked novel, were
dragged up to the box with fraudulent
registration certificates, and. ticket in
hand neither of which they could
read , made to vote as directed by some
patriotic candidate. It was thus that
some poor, urunaen auu ignorant crea-
tures got themselves into jail, when in
right those who sought to so use them
should have taken their places.
Men beastly drunk on the whisky of
candidates and their Irieuds, even tell
upon the floor in front of tbe polls; of
course in a condition to be persuaded to
vote as often as tickets were given them,
provided another drink was the pay to
be received. Hundreds of certificates
of registration having beeu issued to
candidates in the absence of men to rep-
resent them, any candidate had it in bis
power to elect himself if he could find
subjects willing to aid him in his fraud
upon the public, by coming forward and
personating the names stated in the cer-
tificates, and voting. Judges ofElection,
presuming that the Registrar had ex
acted of every applicant evidences of
his legal qualification to vote m the
ward, did not feel authorized to
go behind his certificate; hence
many who were not qualified voters
were allowed to vote. Therefore, the
registration system, as conducted in
Memphis, is not only a farce buta fraud.
Nothing but a poll-ta- x receipt will
serve to purify the ballot-bo- x, and that
may to some extent be abuseil. If a cit-
izen cannot afford to pay the poll-ta- x

which has neen assessed upon him by
the laws of the State, which gives him
protection, etc., and which he justly
owes, let him forego his vote. Tbe elec-
tive franchise must be restricted and
guarded, or decent men will cease to run
for office or to visit the polls on election
day. witness.
