Report of Proeeeding.

Vjraticies Filled in tbe. ' irsl. Fonrtli,
Fifth and Sixth Warns.

Tbe School Board met iu adjourned
session last night. These members were
present and answered to their names
Messrs. McConuell, Elliott, Wiggiu
1 ontaine. ut. .Maury. franKland
Phelan, Mausford, Dr. Bateman, Mer
rill, Flemiug and President Mitchell.

In oiwning the proceedings, the Chair
man said the business they had before
them was to consider finance. Mr. Mc
Connell thought tfat the meeting was
to hear the report ot Uie Committee on
Bonds. I he chairman said "Xo
strictly speaking it was to finish up the
regular business. At the regular meet
iug the adjournment was had with the
view of finishing up the business of that
meeting at this one.

Dr. Elliott, from the Committee on
Teachers and Text Books, submitted a
rert recommending certain changes

v Hereupon nr. .viaurv said he was
not prepared to hear such a report from
a miner member of the committee at
tiiis time; such changes as those sug
gested were couhned bv rule, to the
mct-tiu- in June.

School Bonds.

Mr. Kortreeht then read the report of
tlie Committee Messrs. (.aviu, Kort
recht and Fontaine :

REPORT ON LEGALITY OK SCHOOL BONDS
To the Board of Education of Memphis:

The committee appointed to investi-
gate the validity of the city bonds
which have been issued by the city au-

thorities to this board, beg leave to re-
port:

By the tenth section of the Charter of
tlie Memphis City Schools, past-e- by
the Legislature oil January 27, lbby, the
Municipal government ofthecityis re-
quired to furnish to this board fifty thou-
sand dollars per annum, for ten" years,
or thousand dollars in all.
to la? used by the board 111 purchasing
lots and erecting suitable buildings for
the schools. This is independent of,
and in addition to the ordinary annual
school-ta- x, for salaries of teachers, and
yearly expenses of the schools. This
enactment is mandatory and imperative
11 on the city authorities, and by the
same section of the School Charter, pow-
er is given them to levy special taxes
on the property of the city to raise the
amount.

After making this requirement, and
some other provisions not bearing on
this question, the same section of the
School Charter provides, that the Mayor
and Aldermen (now Mayor and General
Council may in their discretion, to
lessen the burden of immediate taxation,
issue bonds of the city, to la? called
schiKil bonds, not to exceed the sum of
five hundred thousand dollars, aud
then directs that all moneys arising
from such Lax aud from said bonds, if
issued, shall be paid at once by the city
authorities to the Treasurer of this
laartU The School Charter further re-
quires .the city government to provide
for the payment of the annual interest
on suoh Ixnids, if issued, and to
a sinking fuud to pay the principal of
the bonds, and declares that if issued,
there shall be a leiti on all the real estate
lielougidg to the city schools.

1 he city authorities, tor four years
past, have not levied any tax under
these provisions, but have issued and
delivered to this lioard fifty thousand
dollars per annum two hundred thou-
sand in all of city bonds, which the
board, as far as used, has applied in pay-
ment lor school lota, and as securities to
borrow money, with which to' erect any
properly furnish buildings for the schools

We are of opinion that this is not a
strict or full compliance by the city au-

thorities, with the requirements of the
School Charter; and the city schools are
the sufferers to the extent that it falls
short of such compliance. The charter
requires tins real estate aud Uuildiug
fuud of fifty thousand dollars per year to
be to this board, not in city bonds,
nor school bonds, but in money. The
money is directed to be raised by the city
government, either by special tax or by
issue o' school bonds, or in both modes;
but, however it may be raised, the char-
ter reqiiii rs tlie fifty thousand dollars
per annum, for ten years, to be paid to
this board in money.

To avoid misunderstanding, we repeat
that this fifty thousand dollars per an-

num, for ten years, is wholly distinct
from, and in addition to the annual city
school tax, for salaries of teachers aud
other expenses of the schools. Under
the school charter, one is a special fund,
designed in a period of ten years to fur-uis- h

the schools with sufficient school
lots and buildings for their accommoda-
tion ; the other is a general revenue for
the annual support of the schools.

It is not improbable that tbe accept-
ance by this board of these bonds, in the
past, must be treated aud allowed as a
credit and payment of the whole four of
tbe bonds two hundred thousand dol-

lars on the five hundred thou-
sand dollars to be furnished, in
all, by the city to the real estate
aud buildiug fund of the schools.
But whether the proper credit to be al-

lowed the city for them be their market
value, or the face of the bonds, cannot
affect the question of their validity. Nor
can it make any difference as to this
question whether they are delivered to
the School Board for it to use, or con-
verted into money by the city authori-
ties, and the money paid to the board.
It is here mentioned, only as a proper
ouestion for consideration, whether to
accept city bonds for future payments if
offered uv tne city authorities, or to asK
that the full amount of fifty thousand
dollars per year, for the remaining six
years of the term, shall be paid in mon-
ev, according to the terms of the School
Charter.

We find nothing iu the State Consti-
tution, adopted in 1870, iu conflict with
tlie provisions of tbe School Charter, or
impairing the validity of these bonds.

We have taken legal advice upon this
as well as upon the constitutional ques
tion, or those whose opinions are entl
tied to the highest confidence, and who
concur with us that the above extract
from the city charter does not repeal any
tKirtion of the achool charter previously
passed, and hence that it does not impair
tne validity o. the school bonds tssuet
by the city authorities to this board
Tlie rule of luw in sulisutnce is that the
two statutes shall be construed and in
terpreted together, aud both shall stand
it they can be so interpreted as toper
nit it.

We- - think we have shown that tbe
Legislature had the constitutional power
to pass both acts the school charter and
the city charter that is that neither
iu conflict with the State Constitution
since adopted. This being so, and re
memberlng the rule that tbe two acts
hall be interpreted together,, so that
i ith shall remain in force, if not in

direct conflict, and we think the whole
charter remains in full force, and that
uo part of it is repealed by the city char
ter. And if it be in full force, then un
der section ten of it, the Mayor and
General Council had power to issue the
bonus in question without referring
their issue to a vote of the people.

Aside from this question, we think
these bonds a good and undoabted se
curity. The school charter gives an ex
press lieu on ail the lots and scho
buildings owned by the School Board
to secure the payment of the bonds is
sued under it. The public schools
this city have received and are enjoying
tlie consideration for which these lionds
have Is3en used. A small part have
been passed in payment for lots for
school buildings, but most of those used
have been used as securities for money
borrowed and expended in erecting and
furnishing school buildings now being
eujoyed by the schools. The people and
property of the city having thus receiv-
ed the benefits of tbe bonds, could
escape payment if they desired.

I hese ixinds were delivered bv the
city authorities to the School Board
not as a gift or loan of the city's credit
but toward payment of a debt created
by the school charter, awl due from the

tv to schools. If the bonds were
invalid the whole debt of half a million
dollars would remain unpaid, with two
hundred thousand dollars of it past due,
which the courts, "on proper applicat on,
would compel the city to provide
lor payment 01 to the schools.

the school charter, which no one claims
have been repealed, it is made the im
perative duty of the city government,
without regard toanv vote 01 the people,

How the
money shall la? raised, and whether it is
necessary to submit the issue of bonds
to a vote of the people, are all questions
for the Mayor ami General Coui.cil.
But thev are questions, although we
have no control ot them, which deeply
and vitally affect the present prosperity

ud success of the schools.
And a doubt as to these bonds having

been suggested, notwithstanding all that
has laeen or may lie said to show their
value as securities, there may still be
difficulty in using them with benefit to

schools, until that doubt can finally
ami forever is? put at rest

A submission of the matter to the
qualified voters of the city could do no
harm, and would probably dispose of all
possible difficulty on the subject.

We therefore recommend that this
Board respectfully suggest to the Mayor
aud (ieneral Councvl the propriety ol
submitting, and request tbem to submit,
to the qualified voters of the city at an
early day the following questions

First Whether they will approve the
two hundred thousand dollars in school
bonds already issued during tbe last four
years to buy school lots and erect school
buildings, or prefer the immediate levy
of a special tax for the whole two hun
dred thousand dollars required by the
school charter for real estate and build-
ing fund during said four years, so that
with proceeds of the tax the bonds may
be taken up and canceled.

Second the future pay-
ments of fifty thousand dollars per an-
num, until the whole five hundred thou-
sand dollars real estate and building
fund has been furnished, shall be raised
by immediate annual taxes for the pur-
pose, or by further Issue of school bonds
until all is paid.
