As a sample of the difference in cobts
of operating roads, the Grand Trunk
railway, in L:mul.n one thousand three
hundred miles, one of the best bailt
roads in the world, we see by a late
report, that its operating expenses was
seventy-seven aud a half per cent of its
recelpts. The Penver road, narrow-
gauge, one hundred aud fifty uuieu Inst
report, was forty per cent.  Some short
time ago, we see it stated in your ;mre
that Genersl Forrest intended making
his road narmw-[iluge—hope he wiil
de: s0.
