The Effect of His DeatB on France
Opinions of Distinguished Men.

What President Thiers Thinks or the
impcror He Has Succeeded.

A Death-Blo- to Imperialism The Boy

Said President Thiers, further: "The
Kmperor prided himself in having the
working classes on his side. But the

one of Fairchild's men, suddenly beard workingraeu laughed he
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corrupted them,aud, in reality, did noth
ing to improve tneir condition." luen
M. Thiers gave souie of his own views
on the question in the following strain:
" My views in regardto the working
classes are that they must lie governed
by justice, supported by authority. I
will explain my views by an ex-
ample. I am the director of and
the principal shareholder in the coal
mines of Anzin, I ordered that when-
ever the profits were large the wages of
the men should le raised without their
asking. I had noticed, however, that
whenever the stock of coal above ground
was large the men worked well and un-

complainingly. But as soon as the
heaps tiegati to decrease they fancied
that the company was reaping rich prof-
its, ami at ouce struck for an increase of
wages. I ordered that wheuever the
profits could tear it their pay should be
advanced, as I said, without their ask-
ing, but that no favor should lie shown
in case of a strike. They struck work,
under the influence of Belgian agita-
tors, and assembled on the hignroads
and assumed a threatening attitude. I
caused it to be declared to the men that
they were at liberty to strike if they
wished, but that they had no right to
make riots and to assemble ou the nigh-roa- d,

which belonged to me, and
that unless they dispersed I would
have the military called to
my protection. They took no notice of
the warning. I then ordered the Pre-
fect to dispatch troops. The end was
that three men were killed on the spot
aud the strike was coucluded. Yes,"
said the President, "policy is needed in
the case of the workingmen just as it is
in international relations. Withoutawell
defined political system you cannot man-
age human society. The Emperor petted
the working classes, but fouud he could
uot govern them. Once 1 remember
some twenty-riv- e workingmen, with
great propriety, were sentenced to some
heavy penalties. The Kmperor heard of
it, and immediately telegraphed that
they should lie paidoued. He thus
weakened the power of the magistracy,
and at the same time his own, though
he did uot think so."

While President Thiers, who is evi-
dently uuable to distinguish between
his character as the head of the Goveru-me- ut

and as the head of a private com-
pauy was thus expounding his views
ou the government of the workiug
classes, a friend whispered to me: "That
is M. Thiers's favorite theme. He refers
to his management of these mines as the
ideal of the manner in which working-me-n

should be governed. And one of
the most curious things about the min
ing is that he sits in the Board of Di-

rectors with oue of his most determined
political opponents the Due d'Andif-fret-Pasqui- er

and that this mining
business seems to be the only point upon
which they can possibly agree."

FAMILY MATTEKS.
Passing from the consideration of poli-

tics, pure aud simple, President Thiers
made some remarks on the position of
the family of the deceased Emperor.
"The character of the young Prince," he
said, "is not yet formed. He seems to
be a nice boy, and is not lacking iu in-

telligence. He is very studious, aud the
loss of his father will certainly be a
very hard blow to him. The Emperor
was passionately fond of the boy, and,
in return, the son was passionately at-

tached to his father all the more, per-ha-s,

because the Emperor was rather
harsh, or at least, severe, toward him.
I do not know what the family intend
to do in regard to the future
of the Prince," said M. Thiers.
"It is certain, however, that Prince
Napoleon will have no shate in the
future direction of the Prince's train-
ing. The President was at this moment
interrupted by some one askiug why he
thought so. " The Prince," answered
M. Thiers, laughiug, "Ha! ha! ha!
Well, he is the worst enemy to the
imperial family. He would set fire
to everything he would come in
contact with." The conversation was
here directed into other channels.
Among other subjects broached was
that of the late diplomatic unpleasant-
ness with the Roman ."ee. He mentioned
the fact that be bad just signed the de-
cree appointing M. Corccllea as Ambas-
sador to Rome, which would be pub-
lished in the official journal of the fo-
llowing day. He believed that this
nomination would satisfy both the Pope
and the Right of the Assembly.

"The death of the Emperor," said M.
Thiers, " is a mortal blow to the Imperi-
alist party, and we shall presently see
some changes in their politics. You
must remember that M. Rouher was

the Theater de la Gaite, for two hundred to even more, and others of greater or alwavs at variance in
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his mode of ac- -
tion with the Emperor, but he is now
likely to take the course which his de-

ceased master pursued of late that is, to
act on the notion of my preparing the way
for him. The Emperor said repeatedly
that he could not do anything at pres- -

ent, hut was perfectly content with
me to impose new taxes, pro-

ducing the new bwfget, and reorganizing
and increasing the strength of the army.
"Let it all be done by M. Thiers, the
F.mperor said. " He will do It much
better than we can; and then when
he has done so ra fieri e shall
see what we have to do.'' This
manner of acting on the part of the1

was well known to me, and I
know also that such a mode of proce-
dure was in perfect accordance with his
cmoked ways. The Emperor never
possessed anything like that which we
call moral sense. The distinction between
right ami wrong, justice and injustice,
was unknowu to him. He thought that
to give people money was the only lever
to employ. The drawers of his writing-des- k

were always full of money, which
he distributed freely to visitors when he
thought by so doing to gain a point.
Having taken the money, the recip-
ients were, however, Apt to forget the
gift, and their demands for new gratuities
were neither few nor far between. The
Emperor succeeded in making himself
perfectly detested all through Europe
and In completely isolating France. I
told him several times what the policy
of France should be. We stood at the
head of Europe, and we only had to
keep everybody else in antagonism, so
as to preserve to ourselves the
role of arbitrator. It was clear as
possible that this should have lieen
our policy. But the Kmperor never pur-
sued this course. After the Crimean war
he was perfect master of Kurope. If he
had done as I proposed not to him per
sonally, but to those who surrounded
him to remain friends with England,
to show regard to Austria, and in that
way to remain the regulator of Euro
pean affairs, we should have held the
balance of European power in
our hands. But the Emperor did
not take this course. The little
good relations we had with England
were simply purchased by the Treaty of
Commerce, but with the rest ot kurope
we were in constant rivalry and conten
tion, and instead of being the arbitra-
tors, obeyed by every country in Europe,
we became the object of general dislike;
we became surrounded by secret foes,
and the end was our late disasters."

MISSOURI.

The (Question of Election Frauds Before
the Legislature.

ST. Louis, February 11. Mr. Hutch-ins- ,
of St. Louis, offered in the House

to-d- the affidavit of General Dorris,
in vindication of his conduct in the
recent Senatorial contest. The paper
stated, in substance, that he was absent
and did not know that he was wanted.

The statement by Messrs. Pope and
Morgan, two members of the House, con-
cerning the approach with intent of
bribery was, in the main, correct; he had
offered to loan them money for the pur-
pose of beating Phelps, who was re-
ported as having ten thousand dollars
to use in securing the election of Wil-
son and Edens; he had loaued money
for their influence; he did not expect to
be nominated unless there came
a dead lock; in no respect was he
working in the interest of Mr. Bogy,
or in any way connected with his suc-
cess. He was working for himself and
no one else. He had spent about three-hundr-

and fifty dollars in this work.
He had not loaned or given any mem-
ber a dollar.

Mr. Hoadlee, the Republican
member of the Investigating Com-
mittee, offered a resolution, asking
that the committee's report be recom-
mitted and that General Itorris be sum-
moned before the committee, which was
lost by a small majority.

A resolution was offered, denouncing
the affidavit of Dorris as unworthy of
confidence, and wrongfully casting re-
flections upon the House,
which was amended to the effect that
the statement, being ex parte testimony,
should not appear as evideuce, or go
upon record, which was accepted, and
the resolution was adopted.

A rise of thirteen inches iu the river

here is noticed since our last report, and
at dark last night was rising at the rate
of an inch per hour. A further rise of
about three feet is reported at Cairo,
making the total rise there nearly six
feet iu the past three days, and that is
just now swelling the river here. A de-
cline of three feet three inches is re-
ported at Nashville, three inches at
Shreveport, eleven at Vicksburg, six at
Louisville, thirty-tw- o at Cincinnati,
four at Pittsburg, fifteen at St. Louis,
and one at Davenport. Reports from
other iKiints will be found in our dis-
patches.

The weather yesterday was decidedly
disagreeable. A steady rain came pour-
ing down before daylight, and did uot
even " slack-u- p " until late in the after-
noon, and at dusk a dense fog rose,
which necessarily must have compelled
all boats uuder way to go to the bank.

Business at the landing was seriously
interfered with by the rain, and lut lit-
tle freight was put out by the arriving
boats. Toward night, however, drays
were scattered along the street and
landing, taking freight to the local
packets.

l evee Mailers.
Mud was abundant and news scarce

at the landing yesterday. The follow-
ing is a summary of the business done:
The Cheek came down the night before,
with a big load. The W. J. Lewis went
down early yesterday morning, loaded
deep. The City of Helena arrived
Monday night, and laid over until noon
yesterday. She had all the freight she
wanted, and added considerable here.
The Andy Baum, from the Ohio,
brought nearly six hundred tons of
heavy freight, a part of which she put
out on the big wharfboat, and some
went out upon the landing. The Julia
went up during Monday night, after dis-
charging two hundred and seventy
bales of cotton and one hundred and
fifty sacks of seed here. The Cle-
burne brought tip at dark eight
hundred aud eighty-thre- e bales of cot-
ton from White river, and lavs over
until y. The Capitol City had but
little out, and the White, as well as the
St. Francis, were well laden.

each day to get up a few river
items. One of them the L'nitm. and
American chap, the other day got com-
pletely disgusted after parading up and
down the river all day in the mud, with
his pantaloons in his boot-top- e, and go-
ing home wrote this: "The Steamboat
Agents' Association at their regular an-
nual meeting, adopted a resolution that
on a certain day of the year no member
should be allowed to tell his next friend,
not even a newspaper man, what had
transpired for the twenty-fou- r hours end-
ing at sunset. It leaked out that yes-
terday, the eighth instant, was the very
day selected lor that reticence. Not-
withstanding the association is com-
posed of men remarkable for their
conversational powers, there was
no talk in them yesterday. There
was not a man in the business that
would tell whether the river was rising
or falling, or if a boat had arrived or de-
parted, or whether the James E. Rankin
was still unsold. We sent in our petition
at an early hour in the day to become
an honorary member of the association,
but the presiding officer was not allowed
to put the question, and under the very
trying circumstances we had to inter-
view every deck-han- d on the levee be-

fore ascertaining whether we were at
the river or in a deaf and dumb asy-
lum." Had that gent been about these
parts he could have gotten up anything
he wanted, especially in "mentioning"
the trips of outgoing boats. It is only
necessary here to ask an agent how
many bales of cotton one of his boats
will take, or question him in regard to
rates, to get a column. Generally re-
porters make allowances for such "trip"
and "rate" statements by dividing the
amount by two. and manage in that
way to come quite close to the "general
average."
