Yesterday the two houses of the Cortes
assembled at a hour, aud the formal
message of abdication was read. It
states the King has maturely consid-- vote8

Spain has been in perpetual disquiet,
aud all his efforts to put an end to these
intrigues had been unavailing, and he
had no wish to remain on the throne
as kiug of his party.

The resolution of Pio was adopted. It
comprised the following propositions:
That Spain be declared Republic; that
tbe National Assembly Miue pow-- i
er, with supreme authority o make ap--
pointments and tie responsible to
Government for the execution their
decrees; that to another Assembly, here-
after to te elected, shall be referred the
duty of determining the form of the con-
stitution.

Tbe resolution was divided in several
parts aud each part voted on separately.
The provisions declaring Spam a Repub-
lic vesting sovereign power iu the
Assembly, were adopted.

The clauses were then ta-
ken up for discussion. Salmeron de-
clared bis conviction the Gov-
ernment of Zoriilo ought to receive the
support of the Assembly. He demanded
that the new Government be elected
before tbe proposals of Pio were adopted.

Reivero answered that President Cor-t- e.

w as responsible for tbe preservation
of the public peace and order.

Zorrillo came down into tbe body of
the Chamber, and urged the propriety
of Salmeron's demands. He was called
to order by the President, and asked to
resume bis seat upon the Ministers'
beuch.

Martas, Minister of Foreigu Affairs,
said it to be deplored that the Pres-
ident kept tbe forms of tyranny,
when the monarchy been super-
seded by a republic.

Riviero thereupon left tbe chair of the
House, Figueras was called t pre-
side in his place.

This
being the day when the ceremony of
counting the Presideatial Electors 1 vote
takes place, the House galleries, in spite
of the rain, which has iiecu falling all
the morning, were crowded.

On motion of Mr. Banks, the Senate
amendmenrto the bill making provision
for the Vienna Exposition was con-
curred in.

Mr. Bingham, from the Committee
on Judiciary, reported a bill changing
tiie time of homing the 1'uited States
Courts in Minnesota.

On motion of Mr. Dawes, a message
was sent to the Senate informing
body that the House was prepared to
receive that body and to proceed with
the counting of the Electoral vote for
President and Vice-Preside-

Mr. Maynard, from the Committee
on Ways and Means, reported a bill

Senator Sherman thereupon read the
certificate of tbe Electors, showing that

U. S. Grant for President and Henry
Wilson for Vice Presideut. The same
formality was gone through with iu the
case of the State of New Hampshire,and
then it was ordered that instead of read-
ing the certificates in full, the teller
should simply announce the result of
the vote in each State, unless the read-
ing of the certificates should be specially
called for, and that course was observed
throughout the proceedings.

The first variation in the uuiformity
of the count was w hen the State of Ma-
ryland was reached. Mr. Beck read a
certificate from that State, showing that
Irs eight votes had been cast for Thomas
Hendricks ( Indiana) as President, and
for B. Gratz Blown Missouri as

The next deviation was in the case of
Georgia, and Mr. Beck, having exam-
ined tbe certificate, announced that the
eleven votes of that State, tor President,
had been given as follows: B. Gratz
Brown (Missouri) 6, Horace Greeley
New York) 3, Charles J. Jenkins (Geor-

gia) 2; aud the eleven votes for Vice- -
President as follows: B. Gratz Brown
Missouri) 5, Alfred H. Colquitt iGeor- -

ma .. ;and N. P. Banks Massachusetts!

which General Banks received from the
State of Georgia, caused some laughter
at the expense of that gentleman.

Mr. Hoar rose and made the point
that the three votes cast for Horace
Greeley could not be counted, because
the said Horace Greeley was dead at the
time such Electors were assembled and
cast their votes; and, therefore, was not
a person within the meaningof the con-

stitution. This being a historical fact,
it was one of which tbe two Houses
might properly take notice.

The Vice-Preside-nt read the rule
which requires that, in case any ques-
tion arising in counting the vote, the
two Houses shall separate and vote upon
the point.

At tbe suggestion of Senater Conk-lin- g,

Mr. Hoar's objection was withheld
temporarily, as it was likely that other
questions would arise, aud they might
be all disposed of at tbe same time.

The certificate from the State of Mis-
sissippi having been read, Seuator
Trumbull objected to its being counted,
on the ground that the certificate of the
Electors failed to state that tbey had
voted by ballot.

Mr. Potter further objected to one of
tne votes ot Mississippi, ou tbe ground
that oneof the Electois having been sub--

ituted for another who was absent,
such substitution was not certified to by
the Governor, and also because the Sec-
retary of State certified to nothing of his
own Knowledge, nut only from informa-
tion.

HOl'SK.

The various objections having been
reduced to writing, the Senate with-
drew in order to pass upon them, and
the House thereupon was called to order
by tbe Speaker.

Mr. Hoar then offered a resolution
that the votes reported by the tellers as
having been cast by the Electors of the
State of Georgia for Horace Greeley, as
President of the United States, ought
not, in the judgment of tbe House, to
be counted, said Horace Greeley having
died before such votes were cast.

Mr. Banks made a point of order that
the House had no power to decide a
question of eligibility.

The Speaker remarked that that was
a question for the House to determine
under the resolution, and not a point of
order within the province of the Chair.

A vote was taken without debate by
yeas and nays, and amid much excite-
ment, particularly as it became evident
that the vote was a close one, and as
tbe difficulty presented itself of having
the Senate and House take opposite
sides of the question. The vote, how-
ever, resulted in the adoption of the
resolution by yeas 102, nays 7S. Many
Republicans voted against the resolu-
tion and many Democrats for it.

Mr. Kerr then offered a resolution that
the votes cast for Horace Greeley should
be counted as blank votes.

The Speaker declined to entertain the
resolution, on the ground that the House
had already disposed of the question,
aud was now engaged in voting on other
questions raised in joint convention of
both houses.

Tbe certificates of the Electors of the
State of Texas having been read by Mr,
Dawes, Seuator Trumbull objected to
the vote being received, because there
was no certittcat by the Executiv au-

thority of that State that the persons
who voted for President and Vice-Preside-

had been appointed Electors.
Mr. Dickey also objecte J because it ap-

peared that there was not a legal ma
jority of Electors, ouly four of the orig
inal Electors naviug been present, and
had undertaken to fill the places of the
four who were absent. These two ob
jections having been made, theJSenate
agaiu, at twenty minutes past four in
tbe evening, witnarew to its cnamner,
iu order that both Houses might pass
separately upon the objections.

in reierence to the objection made
by Senator Trumbull the House adopted
the resolution offered by Mr. Dawes,
that the vote of Texas should be counted
as reported by the tellers. And in refer-
ence to the objeetion made by Mr.
Dickey, the House adopted a resolution
that a quorum is an arbitrary number,
which State has a right to establish for
itself, and that as it does not appear that
the choice of the Electors was in con-
flict with the law of that State as to a
pioruin for the transaction of business,

the vote of Texas should be counted.
After an interval extending to ten

minutes past five o'clock the Senate
again returned to the Hall of the House,
the Vice-Preside- nt took the chair, and
the session of the joint convention was
resumed.
