Tbere are not less than
one million dollars owned by citizens of
this county loaned abroad on bond
and mortgage. Not one dollar ia
loaned here on any such security.
Of all cities those of Tennessee alone
find it impossible to obtain money ou
real security. The reason is plaiu. If
one execute a bWl deed, when the day

f payment ati v. - the leink--i is uni-

formly enjoined and payment iKjstponed

just so long as false-sweari- in chancery

will defer honest compliance with a
honest contract What Is wanting la
honest legislation in behalf of honesty
and plain dealing. If we choose to

mortgage our home for half its value,
and do nr.t pay when the debt matures,
let the honest proper owner have it.
But deprivations of property would

never occur. Men would not execute
deeds of this sort, knowing they
must be complied with to the letter,
unless almost aiisolutely certain of meet-
ing the liability, and if they find, when
the debt Is about to mature, that they
cannot pay all or the greater part of the
mortgage debt, there will never be any
difficulty in finding other money lenders
to renew the loan. Head the advertise-
ments in St. Louis and Eastern and
Western patters. Do we ever see such
in Memphis publications? They are
commonly written as follows:

Money to lend on bond and mortgage
in sums to suit applicants. liefer to

, real estate broker, etc.
If the Legislature had more confidence

in the good sense of the profile, and
theircapacity to take cure of themselves,
if the wiseacres that make laws would
remember that the government is liest
which governs least, if people could
make their own trades in their own
way, without this interference of the
law at eveiy point, the country would
lie infinitely more prosperous.

Let the Judiciary Committees of the
Senate and House define a bill which
will relieve the people of the supreme
mastery of Sbylocka, which will lessen
rates of usury, and make real estate a
basis of credit. Within a year
after such a law is enacted,
not less than ten millions of capital of
this and adjacent States w ill be utilized
in this city, and until tins is done trie

enacted, it will constantly be impossible
for holders of real estate to pay taxe.--.

It is the want of such an honest code
destructive of perjury, to which the law
now panders, that liegets the suspended
real-esta- tax list of one million dollars
in this city. On personal property
money can be raised ; on real, the task
is simply impossible; therefore mer
chants pay taxes, aud land-owner- -! do
uot. The one class is as honest as the
other, inn the law enables one, and pre
vents borrowing by the other. The

The frequent incendiary fires of late

years have been from time to time the
subject of grave discussion. Many op-

pose all insurance to property from the
ravages of fire upon the ground that it
makes property holders careless, and it
sometimes invites the torch of the in-

cendiary. Frequent fires fires evident-
ly the work of the incendiary are at
tracting the attention of the State Leg-

islatures. It is hoped some means will
be devised and applied calculated
to relieve the community from so
grievous an evil. A knave can insure
an old barn for nearly its fu'l value; he
wishes to get rid of it for the purpose of
building a new house; it is cheaper to
burn than to tear down and remove;
the torch of the incendiary is applied,
and many a man unable to insure his
property is ruined. Bills have already--

passed several of the Legislatures which
contemplate the appointment of certain
officers, to be duly qualified with power
to examine, under oath, all parties con-

nected with property destroyed by
fire, in relation to the causes and
origin thereof. We hope a bili
will be enacted by the Legislature
of Tennessee, that will require a rigid
and thorough investigation into the
causes of all fires, aud prevent rogues
and incendiaries from all esoape of pun-
ishment for their crimes. In New York
this system of inquiring into the cause
and origin of fires, by jiersous clothed
with authority, has been of great utility.
A similar system, we understand, is in
force in other places, and, wherever
tried, has been found to be a terror to
rogues. The frequent occurrence of
disastrous conflagrations, the in
crease or incendiarism, particularly
wheie property is well insured, renders
this a subject of deep interest and great
importance to the whole community.
We believe, according to the laws of
France, no money can be recovered un
der a policy of insurance for loss of
goods by fire in the building in which
the fire originated. So watchful are the
French people in guarding against con-

flagrations that fires seldom occur.
In our own community we have
witnessed the rate of insurance in-

creased, resulting from the many dis
astrous conflagrations, and the fearful
increase of incendiarism. But it is not
only in relation to the destruction of
property that a remedy is needed. The
persons and lives of our citizens are in
jeopardy for the torch of the incendiary
once applied, who can foretell the

The news from Spain this morning is
somewhat startling.

Now, how suddenly and
how seemingly easily be has iieen
dethroned and exiled!

The Qorernor's Prlrate Secretary-Wh- at

Wanner of Man Ha Is -- Heads
of the People of Arkansas.

Curious Xemorandam, and a Lively
Irishman Mr. MeCanany.

Of the personal worth and character
of General M. Met anany. Governor
Baxter's Private Secretary, we are in-

formed by Colonel Jake Frolich, of the
Searcy Record. It is not often that this
editor is ii. a frolicsome humor when
he writes of a Bepublicau, and we were
well pleased when this "Jacob" "lifted
up hia voice," like him of old,
and pronounced his admiration of the

d, amiable Secretary and
Adjutant-Genera- l. The Record may ba
well pleased with General MeCanany
because the Genera! was never a Kadi-ea- l,

and only a straight Republican.
'For this reason Baxter was preferred to
Brooks by multitudes in Arkansas. But
the main reason for this kindliness of
Jacob for the General is involved iu the
fact that both are printers and both
journalists. Moreover, MeCanany has
not ro. lied the people or the Treasury of
the State, and on this score there is a
deep-seate- d fountain of sympathy well-
ing up in Jacob's bosom, even like
Jacob's well of old, clear and sparkling,
and making a bright, delightful, won
derful oasis in the weary desert waste of
southern Uadicalism. JNo wonder ttiat
Jacob bends in awe and admiration
when contemplating the attractive fea-
tures of General McCanany's character
and history.

Governor Baxter is wonderfully suave
and kindly iu manner, aud his face is
full of benignity. In very truth, peo-
ple often say that the erect and stalwart
Governor, certainly in theexterior man,
is very like Houdim's statue of Wash-
ington, that used to stand beneath the
rotunda of the State House at Kich-nion-

General MeCanany has caught
the very habitual look of Governor Bax-
ter, and the same kindliness of feeling
and purpose beams from the eyes and
face of both these men. It is not my
purpose to intimate, even most remote
ly, that Governor Baxter is another
Rater Ratri&, though I am told lie has
founded a very respectable iittle village
down on White river.

General MeCanany was horn in Ire-
land in 18M, and came to America when
seven year old. His parents found a
home in Milwaukee when he became a
ty pographer in the office of the Daily
Wisconxin. In 1864 he set out on the

usual jaunt of tourist printers, and
when "strapped" took refuge in the
Bulletin office in Memphis. If his eyes
fell on this manuscript, even when he
sits beside his Excellency, he would
break his neck getting to a "case," that,
from sheer force of old familiar habit,
he might "set it up." He went to Lit-

tle Rock in and became the local
reporter for the Gazette. He abandoned
the place to Sniithee, the present excel-
lent mauager of that journal, and es-

tablished the Republican at Batesville,
tne home ot ijovernor Baxter, tie be-
came Clerk of the Jackson County-Court-

,

and at the same time, having soid
the Republican, edited the Statemnan,
at Jacksouport. Adjutant-Genera- l Me-

Canany is six feet high, wears long black
hair, dresses tastefully, has a pleasing
address, is modest, good - look-
ing, twenty-nin- e years old, very
popular, and there can be no good rea
son why he may not lead a contented
life, rortune, surely, has often deigned
to smile upon MeCanany, and, unless
she play him some scurvy trick, he will
yet fill distinguished positions in Ar--
kan a.-.

Note While I was making memo
randa from which this sketch is educ ed.
Colonel McGhee's name was men-
tioned. His step is so elastic, his face
so youthful and frame so vigorous and
full of irrepressible vitality, that I
was disposed to question facts I
had stated as to the number
and severity of wounds, fifteen, he had
received in battle.

HENTOX TURNER.

Denton Turner is the rollicking Pat- -

lander and Kepresentative from Conway
county. If old Governor Conway knew
that his county had such a representa-
tive he would raise well, his coffin
lid aud inquire, sotto voce, how it hap-
pened. It would be wholly incompre-
hensible if one went ou to say that this
Denton Turner, holding this honorable
position, was born in Brooklyn, New
York, in 1S44, and now in bis twenty-nint- h

year, is ail Irishman, a Radical,
aud the impersonation of the political
creed of perhaps one-thir- d of the voting
population of Conway county. Would
not the resurrected ioveruor stare about
him inquiringly when such a story
was told? What a sudden and searching
revolution has swept over the land!
Turner's father died at sea en route to
N'ew York. Wheu four years old, with
his mother, he went to Portsmouth,
Ohio; at ten he migrated to Illinois, and
was a farmer's boy; at thirteen he went
to Chicago, and was employed as a
gardener by Long John Weniworth
until the late war began. He enlisted
in the Twelfth Illinois infantry, and
was transferred to the Eighth Missouri.
He was shot almost mortally at Sliiioh.
and after recovery of strength enougii
to march, joined General Gnerson, by
whom he was employed as a confiden-
tial private scout ou his famous raid
through Mississippi and Louisiana
Turner was theu iu the saddle,
almost without rest, through nine-
teen days and nights. His com-
rade scout was captured and hanged
as a spy, and Turner escaped almost
miraculously. Afterward he was the
special scout of Sherman aud of Wash- -

burne. V hen the war closed he went
to Memphis as a cotton speculator, and
in 1866 was a planter iu Mississippi, re
maining there through two years. He
was a staunch adherent of Dent against
Alcorn, and alter Dent s disastrous de
feat, Mr. Turner became a citizen of
Arkansas, aud was, I am told, Governor
Clayton's special detective iu Memphis
in 1869. Of this we may know more
wheu the dockets of the Federal Court
are cleared. In 1870, Mr. Turner be-

came a citizen of the county he
now represents in the Legislature.
He is very vigorous, and of tremendous
seeming strength. His head is huge,
aud members say he has excellent prac-
tical good sense. It is moreover alleged
that he is now the most lilieral of Re
publicans, a fact in reference to which
this deponent is not prepared to testify,
but many of his constituents ascribe to
him all desirable virtues.

white faces of Killarney's daughters
in beauty and distance from the greasy
black damsels sold by the ton to the Li-
bidinous King of Timbuctoo.
