hundred miles of either proposed
Memphis railway line beyond the Missis-

way schemes and charters, and cities
and couutie- - dare not invest save when
men lead in those enterprises whose
fame is worth more than any sum that
possibly may be stolen. Therefore, the
necessity of making conditional dona-

tions, and speculators aud thieves can
harm us in nothing. Again: it is lm
ortant to have Memphis, aud the coun

try tributary to Memphis, advertised in
Europe- - A pretty, gilt-edge- costly
pamphlet, with a map of our present
and prospective railway system, should
I scattered over Europe, through the
intervention of myriads of our race
who will visit Vienna this spring and
Miiiimer. The publication should only
describe the city and the country tribu-

tary to it, aud the cost of land and liv-

ing, and recite every fact that a Euro-
pean would be pleased to know. It
should I printed in French and

and Italian, and especially in
French. Will the Chamberof Commerce
li.tve this done? Then the body of sen-

sible, thoughtful gentlemen must know
that Memphis has lost perhaps seventy-fiv- e

thousand bales of cotton this year,
simply for we.nt of money required iu
rewarding it. We have no sufficient
-- upply of money for any purjose. In
net, as our laws now exist and are en-

forced, there can be no money brought
hither, save such as is required in deal-

ing exclusively with personal property.
Keal estate is not convertible. It is ab-

solutely useless, such are our alurd
laws, as a basis of credit. The Chamber
of Commerce should send a commission
to Nashville, if need lie, to assure the
enactment of a law which will enable
holders of real estate to use it iu effecting
loans. Then taxes will be paid and real

converted into money, will beget
the diversification of popular industries.
The lender himself will again borrow in
the East on note- - i rfectly secure, aud
money will be as abundant here as it
was made by the same laws iu St.
Louie. To this law St. Louis owes its
:n tivity, its energy, its progreasiveness,
and the Chamber of Commerce should
-- pare no pains to secure its en-

actment in Tennessee. There are other
matters to be discussed next Monday,
and not only do we want disscussion
but instant effective action. We want

THE STATE OF TESNEMHEE.

The most iniiortant report yet made
to the Legislature is that of the Bureau
af Agriculture, organized uuder an act
passed the fourteenth of December,lb71.
A copy is beore us, entitled a "prelimi-

nary" report, which gives us more hope
for the future of our State than anything
we have yet seen from any officers or
appointees of the State, save the Gover-
nor himself. We have read this report
carefully, aud are gratified, not only
with the generally healthy tone by
which it is pervaded, but at the group-

ing of facts so simply stated as to carry
convict ion" to the most desponding and
despairing that "there is life iu the old
land yet." 1 mmediately upon their

by Governor Brown, Messrs.
W. H. Jackson ami J. li. Killebrew, of
Middle Tennessee; Robert B. Hurt and
A. B. Haynes, of West, and Tom
Crutchfleld and Hunter Nichol-
son of East, met at the State Capitol
and organized by the election of Gen-

eral Jackson as President, ami Mr.
Killebrew as Secretary, and at once
entered upon their duties. Since then,
they have been working diligently,
aud have accumulated a vast amount
of information which the Secretary is
now compiling and will present, accom-

panied by an agricultural map, early
the coming summer. Among the sub-

jects of which this forthcoming report
will treat, will lie phosphates and ferti-
lizerslately a fruitful source of much
swindling lands, crops, stock, labor,

farm implements and buildings, me-

chanical iudastries, small economies,
religions, social, educational aud gen-

eral questions. That this will be a
most complete and very valuable report,
we are not left to doubt. The pre-

liminary report assures iu the state-
ments it contains that " twenty years
hence, if the people of Tennessee arc
true to themselves, the iron product of
the State will greatly excel any other in
the Union, Missouri probably excepted,
and it is quite possible that within that
time we may able to export a ton of
iron for every bale of cotton and hogs
head of tobacco now sent out of the
State. It has been well said that the
age of wheat and cotton will be super-
seded by that of iron the world's great
civilizer." Further on we are told that
it is easily demonstrated that the cost
of the production of iron in Tennessee
does not exceed twenty-thre- e dollars per
ton, w hile it is now selling from fifty to
fifty-fiv- e dollars per ton in Eastern
markets. We also learn that "our coal
fields cover au area of five thousand one
hundred souare-niile- s, extending over

"
twenty-eig- ht of our ninety-tw- o

counties; that of twenty-seve- n

million acres of land, only six
million five hundred thousand acres
are uuder cultivation, and that a great
portion of this now unproductive laud
is fertile, and will produce, with luxuri
ance and profit, every farm product of
the United States, sugar and rice only
excepted. Our mountain-bights- , that
are now of but little lienefit either to
their owners or the State, might, with
projier encouragement, be made more
profitable in wool-growi- than the
Highlauiis are to Scotland." And thete
are only a few of the items which this
preliminary report contains, and of
which the fuller and more imiwrtaut re-

port to come is to treat. We think
them sufficient to enforce our opinion of
its importance, and of the immense re
sults to follow from the report, for the
publication of which the Bureau has
asked for an appropriation of ten thou-

sand dollars; a sum that - a mere baga-

telle iu comparison with the good to be
accomplished by it. We, therefore, iu
the words of the Governor indorsing the
request of the Commissioners, earnestly
hope that the Ijegislature "may concur
iu the belief that this sum, expended iu
the mauner contemplated by the report,
will lie a most judicious aud profitable
investmeut for the people of the State.
It will aid in improviug soils already
impaired by improper cultivation, and
iu preserving the fertility of unworn
lands. It will teach agricultural labor
to economize itself, and to make sub-

servient to its commands the skill of the
mechanic arts, and iu turn enrich the
mechanic by creating a demand for his
labor-savin- g machinery, which he will
make haste to construct at home, out of
his own wood and iron, anil aided with
our own fuel. It will diversify our pro-

ducts, and thus create a demand for
more labor aud more laud. The tide of
prosperity thus moved will extend its
beneficial results to every class of socie-

ty, and every year add to our aggregate
wealth."

it. The single speech of Mr. Bright of
this State, a copy of which is lfore us,
is of itself sufficient to turn the most
olid urate and uumclting of the Iiemo-crati- c

and Republican opponents of this
measure, and enlist their power- - in its
favor. Solid with facts, strong in
statistics aud logical, reasonable, sensi-

ble and fair, it should find a way to
every heart and head, and of itself
have accomplished the object for which
it was delivered. As he eloquently says
in his peroration, the refunding of this
cotton tax " is a question not
only for y, but for gen-
erations. If Congress may concen-
trate the taxing powers of the
Government, aud pour the burning
focus upon a single staple production,
then all her theories of the constitution
will be subverted and her despair rivet-

ed. Rather let this measure be marked
as an era of reconciliation, peace aud
fraternity. We, the liviug, are but
atoms floating in the sunbeams of an
hour; the years belong to posterity. In
humanity let us save them from our
dissensions, nor let its transmit to them
the virus of our distemper. If we cau-

not heal our feuds, Uiy will liv iu
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them. The moral basis of our Govern-
ment is everything. The foundation
principle of all stable government is the
affection of the people. The heart-
strings of the people are the strongest
ligaments of our Union. With the af-

fections all right, grievances will never
apeal in vain to the tribunal of justice.
May we yet see the North and the
South heart-linke- d in the old bridal

POLL-TA- X.

We find the following extract in the
editorial columns of the Washington
Chronicle:

The action of the North Carolina Leg-
islature in the election of the United
States Senator was regarded by some as
an indication of returning reason and
I etter feeling. The attempt to pass a
bill extending amnesty to a certain class
of offenders men who have the stain
of blood upon their hands shows that
these hopes were not well founded.
Coupled with this measure there is an-
other designed to introduce the Georgia
law requiring every voter to exhibit his

he can vote. A policy
so illiberal and unwise can have no
other effect than to increase bad feeling
in the State. We trust these measures
will be abandoned.

Because the people of Georgia and
North Carolina have proposed that a
poll-ta- x be required of all men before
voting, the Chronicle thinks the "policy
illiberal and unwise," and will
"have no other effect than to increase
bad feeling." The Chronicle had better
lestow its regrets upon the Itadical
States which demand the payment of a
poll-ta- x as a qualification for voting.
Four States, Delaware, Massachusetts,
Pennsylvania and Rhode Island, all re-

quire the prompt payment of a poll-ta- x

as a qualification for voting. These are
all Radical States. The Chronicle has
no reproaches for them. The Pennsylva-

nia Constitutional Convention attempt-

ed a few days since to alxlish the tax
qualification for voters. The proposi-

tion was voted down. But the Chroni-
cle sees nothing in this to " in-

crease bad feeling," or that is "illib-
eral and unwise;'' but when Tennessee,
North Carolina and Georgia propose to
follow the example of the Radical
States, this faithful aud impartial organ
sees in the South no "indication of re-

turning reason and better feeling"
among the Southern people. We do
not wish to be understood, by these
comments, as favoring a poll-ta- x as a
qualification for voters, for we regard
the elective franchise as a natural right,
which cannot be abridged. A poll-ta- x,

as a for voting, has the ap-

pearance of property qualifications,
which is not only unjust in old settled
States, but especially so and alisurd
in newly-settle- d countries, where
the poor are as intelligent and
independent as the rich. The back
woodsman, wise with the wisdom of
commou sense, free of spirit as the
wiuds, and without the
knowledge acquired from books, is in
his manly independence better qualified
to vote than the stock-gamble- rs and ad
venturers, the corrupt leaders of the pop
ulace, and the political bawds of the
Northern cities; and better qualified to
legislate, too; nor are his qualifications
to vote at all increased by the paying of
a poll-ta- x. The exclusion of improper
and unfit persons from the right of suf
frage is the only proper limitation of
that right, and this should be directly
effected. You caunot sav that those
who have not paid a poll-ta- x are im
proper aud unfit. They may or may not
be so.

The funding bill introduced iu the
Senate of this State by Mr. James, of
Chattanooga, is one that we think will
meet the views of tax -- payers and bond-

holders. It provides that all past-du- e

interest, interest accruing up to January,
1874, all past --due bonds and bonds ma
turing up to 1M, together with the
school fuud, shall be funded into six per
eent. bonds to run forty years, retaining
the ten-fort- y clause which gives the
State the privilege of redeeming them
any time after ten years. It also makes
the coupons of the newly-funde- d Iwuds
receivable lor taxes and other dues to
the State. If this bill should be passed,
as it doubtless will, and should be fol

lowed by legislation subjecting to taxa
tion, at its fair value, the entire property
of the State, the problem of her future
destiny as a State will be most happily
solved. We hope the Legislature will
lose no time in making it a law.

A Mk. Forte, of Chattanooga, whose
forte is certainly not that of finance, in-

troduced a preamble and resolution at
the last meeting of the Board of Trade
of that thriving city, to pay off the
bonded and floating debt of the State by
a direct tax, to be levied in one, two and
three years. The Banner, commenting
upon the ridiculous proposition, seusibly
remarks, that " while realizing how
great a curse to a State a bonded debt is
it is nothing compared to the size of the
curse that would go up una iwt, from
the ranks of the noble army of s,

as a proposition to pay off twenty
millions of debt, in two or three years,
or even a dozen years, by a direct tax, if
the 'present generation' should live to
see it li undated, aud our balance-she- et

clean once more."

THE FLOODS.

The Raging Tennessee Confined Within
Its Banks Chattanooga

Breathes Easy.

People Relieved of Anxiety Trains
Moved Back Into Town AH

Serene Along the

From the Nashville Manner.
When Suuday morning dawned, the

people of Chattanooga arose, after a rest-
less sleep, to look out upon the rising
waters with which they had been so
seriously threatened on the evening
previous. The immensity of the raging
river was in itself appalling. Its

upon the city had been
watched with indefinable feelings of
awe until it had reached its highest
point, and lingered there, as if deliber-
ating whether it should rise higher and
higher, or recede. When at its acme, it
lacked fifteen feet of being as high as
the flood of 1S67, when two-thir- of the
place was inundated, and water was ten
feet in the houses. The first evidence
of its fall, however, was received with a
feeling of relief. From that time it con-
tinued to recede until yesterday, when
it became manifest that the city was out
of all danger of an overflow.

The management of the Western and
Atlantic road commenced early yester-
day, to run its five hundred loaded
freight cars back into the city, and the
greatest activity began in railroad cir-

cles. Every available locomotive was
brought into use, and there was no end
to the puffing aud blowing that ensued.
Engine after engine went out about
Ringgold, and returned with all the cars
that it was possible for each to draw.
When thev arrived in town there was
an immense amount of switching totei
done, aud done quickly, for the fleeting
moments were as gold to the company.
Every employe was on bis feet, usirg
them to the very best advantage, as well
as his hands, which were continually iu
motion. The commotion did not stop
here. Toward dusk the two hundred
loaded cars on the Nashville and Chat-
tanooga road commenced to roll in, and
continued until the work had been com-
pleted. Not less than a thousand cars
could have been in the town last uight.
Every side-trac- k was full of cars, loaded
down with thousands of tons of mer-
chandise of everyvariety.

It was a vast assemblage of cars, covet-
ing acres of ground, the sight of which
Chattanooga rarely ever witnessed. It
forms a blockade" which cannot be re-
moved for several days. The Resacca
bridge, which had been delaying the
prompt forwarding of freights, was re-
paired by five o'clock yesterday after-
noon, at which time trains began to
pass ever it. Trains on the Western
and Atlantic road will, therefore, here-
after have no obstruction, and will be
moved in the usual expeditious manner.
This news was gladly received by the
officials at Chattanooga, who, at once,
commenced making arrangements to
send ont as many cars as possible last
night to Atlanta. It is feared that a
blockade may result at Atlanta, owing
to the extraordinary number of cars,
which will at once lie forwarded to that
place, the other roads not being able to
move them as soon as they arrive there.
We hope, however, that this will not be
the case, and that they will be forwarded
as fast as they shall arrive.

Through freights for points south of
Chattanooga will not be received at the
Chattanooga depot, at this place, until
tomorrow.

The Tennessee river at Johnsonville
rose within fifteen feet of the high water
mark of 1867. The country between
Johnsonville and Campden is still inun-
dated. As that section is not populated
no damage has been done. The back-
waters of the Tennessee have been very
annoying to farmers, many of them
having lost fence-rai-ls and some stock.

The water in all of the creeks ran
down Sunday. Duck, Big Harpeth and
Elk rivers fell rapidly yesterday.
Stones river continued very high, but
commenced falling last uight. Many
of the farmers along this stream lost
fence-rail- s. Some of them found diffi-
culty in getting stock off of the grounds
which had teen surrounded by back-
water.

The Cumberland rose onlv two inches
during the twenty-fou- r hours ending at
tour o etocK yesterday afternoon. It
was thought that it would be receding
by this morning. Tboueh it has over
flowed many farms it is believed no
very material damage has been occa
sioned.

Kuitors Ai'i'EAL Within about the
last twelve months our city law-give- rs

nave auopteu tne btate tax ou money
loaned at intere.it, thus making the tax
now imposed upon that kind of capital
about four per cent. 1 presume it will
not be questioned that the effect of such
a law is to expel money already here,
and to prevent its importation from
abroad. 1 also presume it will 1 ad
mitted that, in consequence of the re
sulting sea-cit-

y ot mouey, real estate
will depreciate. Then assessments on
that kind of property, which constitutes
(tie great bulk of property subjPct to tax
ation, must be reduced, and the revenue,
derived thence, materially diminished.
On the other hand, as it is difficult to
enfoice the collection of a tax upon
money aud all similar capital, very little
revenue will probably be obtained from
that source. The probability, then, is
that the public, instead of being a gainer,
becomes a loser by the enactment of
such a law. To make good the deficit, a
higher rate of assessment must be adopt
ed. How fares it then with the indi-
vidual wlto owns real estate? If my
reasoning is correct, he finds that his
properly has been depreciated, and his
taxes have at least remained the same,
if they have not leeu increased. I'uless
I am mistaken, the actual result of the
law here has been to depreciate property
and increase the rate of

TAXATION.
If, then, both the public treasury and

the real estate owner arc losers bar such
a law, it is clear that nobody is a gainer.
The baneful effects of the expulsion and
the prevention of the importation of
money, which will eventually result
yea, which have resulted from this law,
upon all otner classes or community, are
too apparent to need elucidation. The
law is productive of evil, and of evil
alone, pure and unmixed. Of the usury
law I will only say that it is a relic of
barbarism ; that its absurdity has long
since been demon! rated by iiomn-a- i

economists, aud that no Legislature en-
tirely composed of thoroughly-educate- d

men would allow it to remain for an in-

stant unrepealed. 1 will, however, add
one more remark in this connection. If
owners of real estate were allowed to
mortgage it for money borrowed at any
rate of interest they might choose to
give, it eeius clear to me mat ty tieing
made available to siiiwerve a new pur-
pose, the value of this kind of property
would be increased, aud it would thus
atl'ord additional revenue, of which this
foolish law now deprives the public
treasury, to the extent of the taxation
on this enhancement; to say nothiug of
the inestimable advantages accruing to
Individuals from the introduction of

NUMQI X'Al'ITAL
and the more active employment of that
owned at home,which would necessarily
follow. I come now to that unparalleled
outrage iiercetrated by eertaiu railroads,
which, though ouut ny me aid ol len-ness-

and her citizens, yet discriminate
against them in their freight charges,
aud iu favor of what may be termed for
eign cities. When it is remembered that
Tennessee gratuitously loaned those rail-
roads eight or ten thousand dollars per
mile to aid iu their construction, which
probably would have been impossible
without that aid, it is incomprehensible
to me that their managers, even though
a soulless corporation, could be guilty of
such barefaced ingratitude. Verily, I
am almost tempted to believe that the
individuals composing the corporation,
as well aa the corporation itself, are des-
titute of souls. But no, they are doubt-lea-s

honorable men and good citizens,
that the representatives from New York perhaps distinguished for qualities which

for command universal respect aud esteem.
The times are to blame, not they. It is
but another instance ot that refined and
elevated corruption, and of that high
order of moral obliquity no prevalent at
the present day and so portentous of evil
in the future. Hut it i useless to rail
against tliose who control these Mads.
As well preach to stones.

TO OCR LEGISLATURE
only can we look for help. It is gratify- -

ing to see that, at last, the subject
is attracting attention in that body.
Our immediate representatives, follow-
ing the example of old Cato who sound-
ed forth his delcnela est Carthage in the
Roman Senate on all occasions until
Carthage was destroyed, should persist-
ently urge this matter until their efforts
shall lie successful. If any of them
flinch in the least; if there should be
the slightest failure on their part in the
performance of their whole duty in cor-
recting this gross wrong upon their con-
stituents, they should be held to the
strictest accountability, and be made to
feel the full measure of public condem-
nation. For surely in such a cause we
might expect the veriest dullard to be-
come a Demosthenes. If justice has not
utterly fled the land, as one of the suf-
ferers, as one of the people. I appeal to
the Legislature for relief from this in-

tolerable oppression.
These views, Messrs. Editors, are re-

spectfully submitted to your considera-
tion by one who has no private axe to
grind, and not the slightest interest dis-
tinct from that of the great body of the
people.
