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UNNECESSARY OUTRAGE.

Text of the Stalled C'.rtl Flghte Bill
f Arkansas Unwise LerislatUn.

A Measure That will not Make the egro
the Eqnai of the White Man.

An Act that faaaot Degrade the White
Man Below the Status lie Him-

self Elects.

The following is the full text of "An
act, entitled an act to protect all persons
in tlteir civil rights, in the State of Ar-
kansas, and to furnish means for their
vindication," passed by tiie Arkansas
Legislature on Monday last:
Be it enacfed by the Genera! Asembti)of

the .State of Arkannas:
Section 1. That it shall lie unlawful

for any jersou or persons, owning, man-

aging, operating, running, or represent-
ing as agent for any railroad, steamboat,
stage-i-oac-h, or any other conveyance
operated, managed, or run in the public
transportation or conveyance of per-
sons or property, in th's utate, to refuse,
or neglect to provide for, and to furnish,

or applying for theany person persons
same, with the same accommodations
as are furnished other persons by such
person or persons owning, managing,
operating, running, or representing as
agent for any railroad, steamboat, stage-
coach, or any other conveyance man-
aged or run in the public transportation
of persons and property in this State,
UDon the person auplving for such ac
commodations paying, or tendering to
said person or persons owning, manag
ing, operating, running, or representing
as agent tut any raiiroau, sitamuuiu,

Section 2. That any ierson or per-

sons Who shall violate any of the pro-

visions of the preceding suction shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof shall be lined
for each offense iuasuiu not less than
two hundred nor more than one thu-san- d

dollars, or by confinement iu the
common jail of the county, for not less
than three nor more than twelve
mou ths, or both, at the discretion of the

Section 3. That it shall be unlawful
for any owner, lessee, keeper, manager,
or attache, of any public house of enter-
tainment, inn, hotel, or resmaant, in
this State, to refuse, fail, or neglect to
furnish, to any person or persons, who
shall applv for thesame, auy actomcw-datiu- n,

meal, board, lodging, rooms, or
other accommodations, and any such
owner, lessee, keeper, manager, or at-

tache, who shall refuse, fail, or neglect
to furnish such meal, board, lodging, or
room, or other accommodatioBS,as here-

in specified, shall be deemed guilty of
misdemeanor, and upon couvietiou
thereof shall be fined in any sum not
less than fifty dollars nor more than five
hundred dollars.

Section 4. That it shall te unlawful
for any owner, keeper, or attache of a
licensed saloon, grocery, dram-sho- p, or
otker place, where ardent, malt, vinous,
or spiritous liquors are sold by retail, to
refuse to sell to any person or persons,
on t o; race or color, a drink of
any ardeut, malt, vinous, or spiritous
liquors, iu the same manner, at the
same place, and of the same quality,
that such owner, keeper, or attache gen-
erally sells to other jersons, for the
same amount of money paid or ten-
dered by ttie person applying for such
drink, and any such owner, keeper, or
attache, who shall refuse to sell to any
persons or persons a drink of
ardeut. malt, vinous, or spiritous
liquors, as provided in this sec-

tion, shall lie deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be fined for each offense in
auy sum not less than twenty-fiv- e nor
more than one hundred dollars.

Section ". That it shall ha unlawful
for auy owner, lessee, keeper, manager,
or attache, of a licensed glace of public
amusement in this State, to refuse, fail,
or neglect to admit any person or per-
sons, on account of race or color, apply-
ing to be admitted to a full and free en
joyment of the same, or to refuse, fail or
uegleit to provide same accommi-datioL.- s

for every person so admitted,
upon the person or persons so applying
paying, or offering to pay therefor, a
sum of money equal to the amount paid
by other persons for the same accommo-
dations; and any owner, lessee, keeper,
manager, or attache, who shall refuse,
fail, or uezleet to admit or provide for
every person, as provided iu this sec-

tion," shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon conviction thereof
shall be fined in any sum not less tnan
twenty-liv- e dollars, nor more than one
hundred dollars.

Section i. That it shall be unlawful
for any Superintendent, Commissioner,
Trustee, Teacher, or any other officer or
board of officers, whomsoever, who are
authorized, charged, empowered, di-

rected or compelled, by law, to provide
for the organization, support, or main-
tenance of any public school or benevo-
lent institution, supported iu whole or
in part by general taxation, to refuse,
fail, or neglect to provide equal and like
accommodations and advantages of the
education of each and every youth of
school-ag- e m their respective counties,
townships, districts, wards, or institu-
tions, aud any Superintendent, Com-
missioner, Trustee, Teacher, or other
officer, or any member of a School
Board, who shall so refuse, fail, or neg-
lect to provide equal and like accommo
dations and advantages for youths of
school-ag- e, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction
thereof, shall, for each offense, be fined
in any sum not less than one hundred
dollars nor more than five hundred dol-

lars.
Section 7. That auy person who shall

aid, counsel, advise, r abet in the vio-
lation of any of the provisions of this
act. shall be deemed guilty of a misde
meanor, and upon conviction thereof
shall be fined for each offense in any
sum not less than fiftv dollars, nor more
than five hundred dollars.

Section 8. That no person nor jier-so-

tiausacting or carrying tin auy bus-

iness of the nature mentioned in the
foregoing sections of this act, nor any
school officer or teacher hereinbefore
mentioned, shall make any rule or lules
for the government or conduct of such
business, schools, or institutions, here-
inbefore meutioned, affecting perms
applying for accommodation to such
person or Jiersons, which shall not ailed
all persons alike, without regard to race
or color.

Section 9. That iuiy person or per-
sons violating any of the provisions of
this act, or aiding, abetting or mciting
other person or persons to nuch viola
tion, shall, for every such violation, in
addition to the punishment provide! for
iu the foregoing sections, be for a
civil actiou for damages, at the suit of
the psraaa aggrieved by such violation,
to be recovered with full costs; Provid-
ed, that the person aggrieved shall be
entitled to recover from the defendant
his reasonable attorney's fees, the same
to be assessed as costs.

A HORSE WRIT.

1 French Ciiarger Saved from
Butchers Shambles.

the

A singular story of a horse which
passed safely through the war and the
Commune, was related iu a suit just de-

cided before the Civil Tribunal of the
Seine. He, or rather she, as it was a
mare, was first called Bluette, and be-

longed to a dealer named Parcelier.
She was of noble race, aud had gained
prizes at agricultural shows. When
Paris was invested, and meat became
scarce, she was requisitioned, aud was
destined for the slaughterhouse. For-
tunately, M. de Dyranne, an olHcer of
the National Guard, remarked her and
saved her from that ignoble
far by taking her as a
charger. She was then renamed
Patrie, and carried her master in his
service. During the contusion that
reigned at the moment ol the armistice,
she was stolen by her gpiom, but was
recovered by her owner. The Com-
mune then next arrived, and the requi-
sitions ami acts of violence recom-
menced. The master of Patrie was
bought alter as a hostage, ami was
obliged to quit Paris In baste, leaving
her concealed in a room on thegrouuu
floor of a house, with her feet lied up in
cloths, so that the noise she made
should uot betray her hiding-plac- e. M.
de Dyaiine hail not, however, forgotten
his faithful animal. His wife came into
Paris, and by means of a passport for a
horse, obtaiued by the lurkisn lymoaa
sy, Patrie was saved lor a thud time. A
vear later M. Parcelier, her tirst owner,
came foi ward and claimed her as his
property. The other refused to give her
up, showing that he had purchased her
for one thousand live huinlreU anu nny
francs when she was condemned in 1870,
although the execution of the contract
had tieen txistponed to the enu ot tnt
war, and was made conditional on the
mare surviving: be besides proved to the
court, that but for him Patrie would
long ago have ceased to exist, as he had
saved her from the slaughterman,
thieves, and the Commune, 'ihe court
now decided that she should remain the
property of her benefactor 6n his pay-
ing the one thousand one hundred and
fifty francs tuM. Parcelier.

The author of that interesting work.
Travels on Har&eback in Manchu Jbrta-r- y,

Often
have I admired the tact exhibited in
getting a large drove of sheep through
narrow, crowded streets and alleys, by
merely having a little boy to lead one of
the quietest of the flock iu front; the
others steadily followed, without the aid
either from a yelping cur or a cruel goad.
