Washington, March 8. The follow-
ing dispatch was received last night by
Marshal Packard from Governor Kel-
logg:

New Orleans, March &. An armed
mob of several hundred attacked the
iKlice stations and court building. We
had about cue hundred police, who re-
pulsed the mob. driving them off, and,
it i reported, killing and woundiog sev-
eral. General Badger, with his force,
came upon their real, capturing and dis-
arming a large number. Tbe police sta-
tions are filling up with prisoners. A
"ompany of troops came up just after

the mob was driven off. They are scat-
tering to their homes. Tbe mob were

..etly ordered to disperse before there
w as any firing. The attack was com-
menced by them.

New Orleans, March 6. This
morning's 7tmes has the following: "In
the early part of yesterday rumors pre- -
vailea to tne enect that something of a
serious nature was on foot. It was gene
rally supposed that the success attending
the aemuu.stration on the previous even-
ing would le followed up ny au attack

Ti the different stations throughout tbe
Ity. A thousand different reports pre-

vailed during tbe morning, but at noon
t he excitement had partially subsided,
there being nothing further done to war-
rant the feeling. Later in the day,
however, and aoo-u- t nightfall, it became

vident that a movement of some sort
was on foot. Bodies of men were as-
sembling at different points in the cen-
tral portions of the city, and arms were
tieely displayed. It was said upon tbe
streets that one of the large political
clubs had offered Governor McEnery.

A company of about one

hundred was assembled at the lower
part of Camp street, another on Poydras
and Magazine streets, and another gath-
ering was reported in tbe neighborhood
of tbe sugar sheds.

front of the Bt. Louis cathedral, fired
into a stationbouse.

reached Toulouse street the firing com-
menced, a raking volley being delivered
from the corner of Jefferson street. The
police returned tbe fire, but in the con-
tusion bad some difficulty in unlimU-r--i

ng tbe piece. There was a continuous
musketry fire for about five minutes,
when at last the gun was gotten into po-
sition and discharged twice down Char-
tres street. This created some indecis-
ion in the ranks of the militia, and they
f bak momentarily, but quickly ral-

lied and the firing was resumed. A final
'not was discharged from tbe gun, and

tbe militia retreated to Jackson square,
the jiolice remaining on Chartres, ' be-

tween Toulouse and St. Peters streets.
At ten o'clock tbe militia were being
rapidly reinforced from all quarters of
the city, the squads leading in tbe direc-
tion of Jackson square. So tar as
known, oue man was killed and
wounded on the eide of the militia.

Sir I have the honor to acknowl-
edge receipt of your communication of
this day. In reply I have to state that
tbe seizure of ths said building by the
Metropolitan police was without my
knowledge, au. made without confer
ence with me. -- u regard to any ex-
pression of opinion as to the act, having
no authority iu the premises I must
respectfully decline to tuake any
reply. In answer to that part of your
letter which asks whether my command
will support this armed occupation of
that building, I have the honor to
enclose to you a copy of a telegram
received last night, from which you will
see that it is made my duty to prevent
any violent interference with tbe State
government of Louisiana. Previous in-

structions have directed me to recognize,
as tbe government of the State of
Louisiana, tbe one represented by
the Hon. William P. Kellogg.
If the referred to by you
iu your letter is the act of the govern-me- ut

of the State of Louisiana repre-
sented by him, and if any violence is
used to interfere with tlus act, I shall
most assuredly consider it my duty, un
der my instructions, to use the whole
force of the United States at my dis-
posal to prevent such violent interfer-
ence.

Tbe telegram allu ed to above is tbe

received from c.netr.I bherman last
night, which was sent hence this morn-
ing.

A large number of people this morn-
ing visited the scene of the affray Last
night. The effect of the fire of canister
is visible in two or three places. Several
iron columns of the balcony of tbe
building at the corner of St. Peters and
Chartres street were perforated, oue be-

ing knocked down and broken into
splinters. The railing of Jackson
square is broken in several places and
here and there tbe buildiugs near it are
chipped. The trees iu the square
are fairly riddled with bullets, aud
the ground is strewn with broken
brunches. This gives a faint idea of the
severity and briskness of the f.re.

The police hold the stree'. immediate-
ly in fro: t oi the station, armed with
Manchester nf.es. The station itself is
occupied by United Sta.es soldiers, who
have their guns stacked in tbe court
yard, with several men guarding them.
People were constantly entering the of-

fice inquiring for friends and relations.
Permission to see thein, however, with

About fifty citizens, or militia, who
were participants In last evening's af-

fray were arrested and charged with
violating the act of congress passed
April 20, 1871, section two of an act to
enforce the provisions of the fourteenth
amendment to the constitution of the
I'uited Stale-- aud for other purposes,
volume seventeen, United States stat-
utes at large.

The senate proceeded to further
amend the revenue bill, going over the
entire bill and making additional alter-
ations in all the sections which bad
been previously adopted. After con-
siderable debate, McConnell (Trousdale''
moved to refer the bill to a special com-
mittee of five, with instructions to care-
fully consider the bill and report at
eleven o'clock Agreed to,
and McConnell (Trousdale), James,
McConnell Blount), Jones and Coulter,
were appointed said committee.

Senate bills passed feecond reading:
To define the liabilities of railroad com-
panies; to restore the corporation limits
of the citv of Memphis; to secure a resi
dents for tbe governor of the tate; to
change the time of holding the circuit
court in Crockett county, aud the chan-
cery court in Gibson county; for the re-

lief of Albert G. Peebles, in
Fayette county: to provide for the
calling of a constitutional convention;
to regulate the publication of legal ad-
vertisements; senate bill to tax the exists
of criminal prosecutions to tbe counties
where occurring rejected on the third
reading, after a protracted discussion,
by 15 to 8.

Senate bills on third reading: To
stjlke from the rolls lawyers convicted
in January. Rejected. To provide a
hospital for criminals acquitted on the
plea of insanity, was amended so as not
to apply to defeudents at the date of
their trial. Passed. Granting iucreased
power to chartered life insurance com-
panies. Passed.

Mr. Jamieson offered a bill to be enti-
tled an act for the ascertainment of the
just and legal bonded indebtedness of
the State, the first section of which pro-
vides that the Secretary of State, comp-
troller and treasurer shall be and are
hereby appointed aud constituted a
board of commissioners to ascertain and
report the just and legal bonded indebt-
edness of the State.

Senate bill to establish and maintain
a uniform system of public schools was
further considered. Amendments were
offered to various sections, but were all
in turn voted down, and tbe bill finally
passed third reading hy a vote of 46 to
18.

dred dollars; lieutenant-Kovernor- , two
thousand dollars; secretary or state,
two thousand five hundred dollars;
clerk, one thousand five hundred dol-
lars; auditor, two thousand five hundred
dollars each; clerk, one thousand four
hundred dollars: deputy auditor, one
thousand eight hundred dollars; trea-
surer, two thousand five hundred dol-

lars; assistant, one thousand dollars;
attorney-genera- l, two thousand five
hundred dollars; judges of the supreme
court, four thousand five hundred dol-
lars; cirouit, three thousand five hun-
dred dollars; chancellors, three thou-
sand dollars; district attorneys, two
thousand five hundred dollars: all, with
the perquisites now allowed by the law,
to be paid quarterly from tbe State
treasury; sheriffs are allowed five per
cent, on sums of three thousand
dollars or less, and three per cent, on
all sums over that amount.

New Nalnrallzalloii Treaty.

Alleged Kidnapping.
London, Marce 8. A special dispatch

to the Vauu lelcgraph, trom .Brussels,
reports that Captain Curryj of the
American vessel Aglonia, which sailed
recently from Antwerp for New lork,
carried away by force seven
sailors belonging to the French schooner
L'Africaine. An investigation into the
affair has been set on foot, and dispatch-
es sent to the consul-gener- of France
at New York, advising him of the cir
cumstances, and instructing him to
watch for the arrival of the Aglonia.
Bloody Work Two Men Nnpposod Mor

Chicago, March 6. A bloody battle

occurred at an early hour this morning
near ixmglass place, in the southwestern
part of the city, between two policemen
and a number ot balf-drunk- revellers
wbo were making a disturbance on the
street. Refusing to obey the officers to
keep quiet, each officer collared a man
aud started for the police-statio- n, when
the rest of the aaug attacked oue of the
officers and beat him so that bis life is
despaired of. Other officers came to
their comrades' relief, and firing several
shots into the crowd succeeded in driv-
ing them off. Subsequently James and
Patrick McVeigh, brothers of the party
who attacked the officers, were discov
ered lying in the street some distance
fron the scene of the affray, each with
a pistol wound, from which it Is believed
they will die to-da- y. Several others of
the party were arrested.
