EEDUCTION OF BAILWAY FRELIGHTA,
"The purchasers, with Messrs, Green-

the Meraphis snd Littls Rodk rosd, sub-
Ject to the claims of the first and second
mortgagees, are Messre, Witt and Wade,
of Cleveland, Ohlo. Including the sum
due the State of Arkansss {one million
two hundred thousand dollars) the road
as now held costs these gentlemen thirty
thousand dollars per mile, and they pro-
posa to expend In ballasting and other-
wise, during the next six months, not
less than six hundred thousaud dollars.
Very goon this Little Rockroad will be
the best property of the kind in the
United Btates. The St. Louls foad from
Little Rock cannot compete with this
shorter line to a water route, costing less
per mile, as now held, than the Cairo
and Fulton or 8t. Louis and I'ron Moun-
tain road. The fact that the Litile
Rock road costs its present owners this
small sum is most fortanste for Mem-
phis. Rates of freights may be steadily
reduced until the chespest route from
Fort Smith, or from Fulton and Texas,
to the enst, must be found over this Lit-
tie Rock rosd rather than through St
Louis or Cairo, to the east. Of necessi-
ty the Fort Bmitliroad and river freights
to Little Rock will prefer the rowdi to
Memphis, and it only remains, in order
to secure this result, to reduce freight
charges over roads from Memphis (o
New York to the same rates exacted by
ronds frem St. Louis to New York. The
distance is not very much greater toand
from Memphis, snd yet it costs eighteen
dullars to travel from New York
Kansas City, and thirty-eight dollars
we believe from New York to Memphis,
Reduction of rates on this side of the
river may be quite as indispensible as
on the other. The business of the Little
Hock road will grow rapidly as freight
churges are lessened, and as population
along the road Is thus made more denuse,
and now that Mr. Greenlaw and his
associates sre relieved of lHabilities ore-
ated by contmactors and rallroad man-
agers who have figured in the swamps
for lwenty years past, the Memphis and
Little Rock railwsy.company must be-
come obe of the favorsd sud most sue-
cessful institutions of the country.
