Itrooklyu the Scene of a Murder
which Equals the Nathan

Horror in Mystery.

New York, March 21. Charles Good-
rich, brother of Hon. W. W. Goodrich,
was found this morning in the base-
ment of one of a row of handsome brown
atone dwellings, which he had just
erected In Degraw street near Fifth
avenue, Brooklyn, with a pistol shot
wound in hi temple and a deep wound
over his right eye, leaving but little
doubt that he met his death at the hands
of some burglar. The deceased was
a widower of forty-tw- o years of age, and
a nun of considerable property. He had
recently erected this row of brown stone
buiidingH, some of which he sold to a
good advantage, and others he let to de-
sirable tenants. The fifth one had just
been let to a New York merchant. It
was completely furnished, and he had
been in the habit of sleeping in it for the
purpose of taking care of it until the
gentleman was ready to move iu. W.

V. Goodrich was in the habit of seeing
deceased neatly every day. He went to
the house In Degraw street, Thursday,
but tiudinir it locked, supposed his
brother was absent; but as he did not
make his appearance this morning,
Goodrich became somewhat anxious
concerning him, and went to the house
again. Knocking at the door and ring-
ing the lell brought no response, and he
then decided to break into the place.
He then entered one of the adjoining
houses, went up on tbe roof and thence
down the scuttle. He found all the
doors closed, and on looking into the
sleeping apartment ot his brother, he
found the sheets and blankets turned
down, if he had just arisen. He then
went down to the baiement, and on
opening the door he found his brother
lying dead upon the Boor.

Passing into the back basement he
found the window had been broken
open, and he became convinced at once
that his brother had been brutally mur
dered, l he pane ot glass the window
had been broken so that a man niiuht

his hand and turn the fastening.
The theory Is that some thief wa aware
of the fact that Goodrich was in the
habit of sleeping in this house alone
and supposed that he carried eonsidera

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noise came down stairs with a pistol in
ins hand, ready to meet tne intruder
that the thief took a iiositio:i troai
which he could knock him senseless
as he entered the place, and it is believed
he struts him a blow over the right eve
This blow was sufficient to render him
powerless, and the tliief then seized his
pistol and -- hot htm. Tne fellow un
doubtedly rifled his pockets, for his
pocket-boo- k and a very valuable gold
watch were gone. There was nothing
aoouc me place to give anv evidence o
a struggle naving occurred, but the
position in which the body was found
would lead a casual observer to infer
that he had committed suicide. The
pistol, a silver-piate- d Allen revolver, was
lying near his right hand. A little pool of
coagulated blood was upon the hearth
stone, while the head of the deceased
was lying about a foot from the pool and
resting upon tbe legs of his hoots. The
blood had lxen washed from the wound
over his eyes, and the towel which had
been used for that purpose was hanging
over the sink. The supposition that he
had committed suicide was dispelled by
the fact that the wound was iu the left
temple. The police were informed of the
murder, ami detectives visited the place
iu order to obtain whatever due thev
coiud to the horrible mystery. Of
course there are numberless specula
tions in regard to his death. Kven the
detectives are divided In opinion in re-
gard to it, most of them, however, be-
lieving iu the murder, and rejecting the
theory ot suicide, lhe murderer had
evidently arranged the pistol and the
dead man's body with the view of cre
ating the impression that he had taken
nis own life

Drs. Sheppard and Speis made a post
mortem examination, this evening, of
the body of Charles Goodrich, in Brook
lyu. They found three pistol-sh- ot

wounds in his head, two of the bullets
being imbedded in his brain. The
wounds were so situated that the physi
cians expressed a belief that the de
ceased could not have committed sui
cide. The examination, taken In con
junction with the robbery of the de-
ceased, leaves no doubt but that he was
bin tally murdered.

Couinbl B. T. Dl val In reply
to yours of the nineteenth ulti
mo, which I have been unable to
answer soouer, by reason of great press
01 easiness, i nave to state that it is my
opinion that the payment to the sherifl
of any tax iu treasurer's warrants, for
which they were uot in law receivable,
u no satisfaction or payment of the
taxes, and that the lien therefor, and
the right to collect such taxes in money
lawfully- receivable, is in no wise effect- -
ed thereby. The sheriff, in the collec
tion ot taxes, is but the agent of the
state, county, or municipality to which
tbe tax belongs. His powers aud duties
are tlxed and prescribed by law,
which the tux-pay- is as much
bound to know as the sheriff.
If the tax-pay- er ami sheriff, act-
ing under the mistaken idea as
to what funds are receivable for any
particular tax, or under the provisions
of a law which is void, the one pays and
the other receives in satisfaetiou of such
tax funds which are not in law receiv-
able therefor, this is no payment of the
tax, and does not extinguish tlie right of
the State, county or municipality to
demand and collect the tax thus at-

tempted to te paid, in funds lawfully
receivable therefor. If, then, the rights
of that power to which the lax belongs
are not taken away, neither is the right
of the sheriff, who is but the agent to
demand that which belongs to his prin-
cipal, and which, by virtue of his
authority, be is only eutltled to receive
in such funds as will legally satisfy and
pay off the demands of his principal,
hi demanding the payment of a tax
which had before been attempted to be
paid in funds not receivable in funds
receivable, the sheriff is not acting in his
own right, but in a fiduciary' capacity,
and is not to be estopped by his former
action. To extinguish the tax. there
must be a payment of the tax iu such
fond as tbe law authorizes to be received
by, and such as the law requires to be
received into the treasury from tbe sher-
iff. Tbe law requires tbe taxpayer to
pay his taxes, and it Is the payment,
anil not the receipt of the sheriff, that
satisfies the demand. I take it, then,
that your sheriff ipfcy collect in funds to
be received In the treasury, which the
law requires, all taxes which have been
paid to him in treasurer's warrauus, when
such warrants were not by law receiv-
able iu payment thereof, and may,
when such taxes are not paid in lawful
funds, distrain personal property or re-

turn the lands delinquent. If the law le
otherwise, it will work very great oppres-
sion. The effect would be that a
sheriff who, supposing It to be receiva-
ble, had taken treasurer's warrants,
which were worth but fifty cents on the
dollar, would be compelled to pay into

the treasury the full value in current
funds. The facts will warrant no snch
conclusion. The sheriff took the
urer's warrants, because all parties
thought they would satisfy the taxes.
He did uot thereby contract, for the' .
consideration of one hundred dollars in j 'MffiTj SX
treasurer's warrant", to pay into the tvi. m.-- t. m. i. ho iaa alone wiXoriaed
state, county or otner treasury, one
hundred dollars in greenbacks.
