the capitalists of the country
to develop these singular rich treasures
iu the shape of "black diamonds,"
therefore, under the kindly auspices of
Colonel J. I. Hussey iu procuring for
my jKird a lree pass over tne Little

"city or rocKs" as indicated, and arrived
at the outer boundary of the coal regions

THE IOTA MINE,

near Russellville, Pojie county, on the
line of the Little Rock and St. Louis
road. This mine was filled with water,
consequently coulJ not get into the pit
to examine the thickness or richnes- - ot
the coal iu its native bed. The samples
were selected from a pile of coal lying
around loose. This coal will Us of little
commercial value, as soon as a better
quality of coal is procured and offered
for sale in competition with it in the
market that It is intended for i. e.,
Little Rock. It Is of
character, largely impregnated with
sulphur, though the vein is said to be
five feet iu thickness. Better coal, how-
ever, it is thought, can 1 procured in
the neighborhood. The next locality of
an out-cro- p of coal that we found, is on
the line of that road at Blair's, six miles,
ea-s-t of Clarksville.

vein occurs of good coal: but from the
comparative shallowness of the vein, It
never will 1 of any practical bencH to
the industrial purjioses of the mechanic
arts.
