OVER THE RIVER.

The Cairo and Fulton Railroad and Pope

County, ai Missionary Paul

Editoks Appeal I rode over the
Cairo and Fulton road from White river
to Little Rock. It is not as solid in
some places as could lie desired, but it is

a great and important road. The south
ern extension of it from Little Rock to
Fulton,- - on Red river, is being rapidly
pushed through to completion. They
have now some five miles of track laid

of Little Rock, and have
tons and tons of iron on hand to be laid
as rapidly as possible. From all I can
learn they expect to have the cars run-

ning to Red river in some six months,
and then what a revolution in trade
when all the cattle and commercial
wealth of Texas can go directly to north
ern and eastern markets, and when men
of mind and muscle from the more pop
ulous States shall rapidly till up th
waste lands of Arkansas. I was over
the Fort Smith road, and consider it

the best road in the State. It is solid

and safe, and completed to Piney creek,
some ninety miles from Little Rock
aBd the work goes rapidly forward
It is a beautiful and healthy country
up there, and very different from

eastern Arkansas. Tnere are bold
mountains and majestic hills and beau
tiful rolling lands ami valleys, which re

quire nothing but energy and enterprise
to become the homes of thousands of
hanny families. I spent two or three
weeks preaching iu the county of Pope.
Home ot the people asked me if I wa.- -

not afraid to spend my time iu a county
of whieh so many hard things had been
said ; 1 answered, playfully, that I had

been among heathen before." But.
seriously, 1 tielieve tnat iu an society.
savage or civilized, that a civil tongue
is the best passport. I certainly spent a
pleasant time in the county, and so far
as my observation weni, every tuuig
-- eemed very much as in other counties of
be country. v natever may tie me tacts

in the the people ol Pope believe
that Dodson and iiis party killed their
prisoners. The committee of the legis-
lature having decided not to put the
county under martial law on account of
the killing of Dodson and other outra-
ges, to me that the best thing
now to be done is to declare an amnesty
for the offenses past, and establish some
sort of government that will in future
preserve the peace.

Great crimes have been committed in
Pope county, and no doubt both parties
iiave been cuiltv, bat in the language ol
sacred writ, "Shall the sword devour for
ever? Know ye not tnat it wm be
bitterness in the latter end?''
Aud, in the language of the king of
England, when he heard how oue of
the governors of one of the American
colonies had been executing men: "The
old fool," said the king, "he has taken
away more lives iu that naked country
than I for the murder of my father." I
saw Governor Baxter, and said to him
that the county of Pope, having been at
one time placed under martial law, and
virtually a state of war thus declared i:i
the county, and the guilty parties not
having been brought to justice, it
seemed to me that prosecutions in
civil courts should cease. I was in-

fluenced in this opinion by the fact
that King David charged Solomon,
his son, concerning Joab that he
should bring down bis hoary hair to the
grave with blood, because he shed the
blood of war in time f peace. And af-

ter this charge Solomon did not proceed
against Joab for his post crimes until
he had violated the amnesty under
which he had placed him, and then he
slew hi at the altar of God. I merely
stated to the governor that Pope couu-t- y,

having virtually passed through a
siate of war, there should now be an
amnesty. He replied: "Thre has
beeu no war there since '04, and crime
tint-- : le punished, and the laws shall lie
enforced so long as I am governor."
Immediately, as the governor left, a
gentleman with whom I was acquaint-
ed remarked that it was very hard that
blood should be shed and left un-
avenged, and that if the law did not
demand and execute puuishment, the
friends of the assassinated would do it
themselves; and he ventured th confi-
dent prediction that there would be
more blood shed in Pope county in u
very few weeks. To whicii 1 can only- -

say, tiod forbid. As the Son or Alan
said to the wild waves of Galilee, so
should we say to the passions of Pope,
"Peace, lie still!"

Iu Devalls Bluff, Prairie county, last
night, the eighth, there was held a

indignation meeting to iudiguate
UnllUjl the pending bill, by which the
railroad companies of the State are to
pay their indebtedness to the State iu
rttilroad scrip, instead of mouey.
