THf. BASKRI'IT LAW.

Its rroTlsfona-Exem- pt ion Il
Mate.

The provisions of the bankrupt act,
with recent amendments, are not gen-
erally understood. A bankrupt can ob-

tain discharge from all liabilities in-

curred previous to the first of January,
lbCh, as principal debtor, and from all
liabilities incurred since then as surety
or accommodation indorser, without
paying any part of Uie indebtedness.
De'bts incuired by bankrupt, as princi-
pal debtor, since first of January, 1S69,
must pe paid with fifty per cent if cred-

itors appear and prove their claims,
provided that a major ty in number and
value of creditors, who have proved
their debts, may grant the bankrupt a
discharge from all his indebtedness.
The only amendment adopted by the re-

cent congress does not effect any change
in Teuues-see- . It passed the house of
representaUves January 27, 1873, and
the senat Uje eighteenth of February,
being as follows:

"Be it enacted by theseiiatdaud bouse
of representaUves of the United States
of America iu congress assembled, that
it was Uie true intent aud meaning ot
an act approved March 2, 1867, that the
exemptions allowed the bankrupt by
the said amendatory ici, ahould, and it
is hereby enacted that they shall be the
amount allowed by th constitution and
laws of each State respectfully, a. ex-

isting iu the year 1S71 ; and that such
exemptions be valid against debts con-
tracted before the adoption and pasyagj.'
of such State constitution and laws, as
well as those contract!! after the same,
and against liens by judgement or de-

cree of any fejtate court; any decision of
any such court rendered siaoe the adop-
tion aud passage of such constitution
and laws to the contrary notwithstand-
ing."

EXEMPTION'S IN BANKRUPTCY.

The exemptions ham bankruptcy, in
prominent States, as embraced in the
general bankrupt law, and in the amend-
ment, which not culy allows these
States coemptions, but allows them all
liens, no matter bow r where acquired,
as well as all debts contracted before its
passage the decision of any court to
the contrary notwithstanding. It is
worthy of a note that some vt these ex-
emptions will cover all the property of a
very large number of the people in the
country, most of whom are small farm-
ers, or merchants, or mechanical men.
The inequality feature of the law? will
also attract attention. Including the
five hundred dollars exemption allowed
by bankrupt law, the total exemption in
each of the several Stntes would be as

'Henrietta" lor (tie Sake ol the

Women Generally.

Editors Appeai It is a little singu-
lar that however patent may be my
meaning lo the general public, some of
the genUemen teachers of the city
schools continue to misunderstand and
to misconstrue. The very first article I
ever put in tbe Appeal, showing up
the injustice done the women teachers
by paying them one-thir- d less than men,
anu that for precisely the same amount
aud quality of work, was by one of the
genUemen teachers construed into an
attempt to iujure him individually, as
well as all the other male teachers. He
a uiited to kuow what he had done to
me, that I should wish to injure him?
Strange as it may seem, some minds
are so constituted, iu the advocacy of a
plain principle of justice they can see no
higher motives than personalities. I
am sure, iu all I have ever written on
this subject, no word can lie found dis-
respectful or derogatory to the dignity
or interest of any male teacher. Though
I urge the right of women to the same
pay wheii they do the same work, I have
uever intimated I thought the male
teachers were too well paid. On the
contrary, I am convinces! teaching is
the most arduous and least remunera-
tive of all the professions lor which an
education is requisite. The work of the
women teachers is equally as arduous,
without being equally as remunerative.
The legislature of Tennessee bus taken
cognizance of this inequality, and made
a law to remove it. In my recent no-
tice of the clause inserted iu the school
bid, "And for likt scri-ice- s of male and
female teachers, like salaries shall be
paid," is the following statement given
as illustrative of the need existing for
that claim : " Women with twenty years
experience as teachers, with tlie best of
certificates for ability, are paid less than
beardless boys, with less than two years
experience, aud this, even though the
young man should lie teaching iu a
lower grade than the mature woman
of long experience." 1 then went on to
say: "1 am iuformed there is a lady
utiw teaching in Coui t street school, in
second grammer grade, wbo has been a
teacher twenty years, she is paid eight
hundred dollars per annum. Ou anoth-
er street is a young man teaching in
third grammar grade, with about a
year and a half experience as teacher,
who is pad eleven hundred dollars. In
view of tlie fact that this sort of

is not singular or of rare
occurreuc e in the management of our
public schools, but ou the contrary, is
very frequent and common, not only
here in Memphis, but al uvev the
Uniou, wo have, indeed, reason to
congratulate Tennessee iu taking this
one little but important step in the
"right direction." That any one can
see in the above extract from my article
ou the school-law- , anything "sarcastic"
or "disrespectful" to the young gentle-
man teacher referred to, is one of the
mysteries past finding out. Holding
that young genUeman as well worth,
uot only every ceut he receives as teach-
er, but even more it' the city were
able to pay it, holding his moth-
er as one ot my most valued
friends, nothing could be further from
my thoughts than "sarcasm" or "Hing
ing epithets." I feel assured if "Kanri-cua- "

will re--. read my article, he wiU find
he has entirely mistaken its spirit and
intention. That spirit and intenUon
was to advocate a principle I knew to,

be rMit : cut to mak any personal
"fling"-- ,' not to draw parallels between
male ami female capacities, but to show
that even long experience in a woman
cannot compete with sex iu a man. In
the estimate of school-board- s the mas-culiu- e

render i alwayy at a premium.
If "Heuricus" dislikes the phrase
"beardless boys," I beg to retract it. To
my mind, it conveys only the most
pleasant associations. At this particu-
lar stageof my maternal life, witii my
house full of that sort of young human-
ity, "beardless bos'' hold iu their
young heads and high hearts all the
possible future, all the grandeur and
glory of the coming years. Beardexl
men, already weighed and measured,
and so often found wanting, cocupy but
a poor position indeed, compared to the
lofty outlook of the "beardless boys"
who are to lead on iu the paths of pro-
gress, who are to rule the world with a
higher wisdom, a broader justice, than
their fathers. Nevertheless, if "Henri-CU9- "

has not the same high apprecia-
tion of "beardless boys" that I have, J
must retract the phrase, and beg his
pardon if it offends.

nesseeTwo Progregslre Villages.

What Tuey Are and Jfay Become
(Jbiefvfustice of Argenta.

-- The

Commentary on These "Tales of Two
Cities" Wore of the Same Sort

Wanted.

Two corresjioudents writing, one from
Argents, a jolly juvenile city opposite
Little Rock, and the other from Hum-
boldt, tell us of just such facts as our
readers, north aud south, would have
presented. The first letter-writ- er says
that Argenta was so named in reference
to rich deposits of silver-or- e known to
Indians, and Spaniards and French,
who dwelt here long ago, and were cog-
nizant of the great riches of the neigh-
boring Kellogg mines.
