Railroads are not only soulless but
heartless, Since they have conspired
together and become grinding monopo
lies, the people, whose hard-earn- ed

money built them, look upon them with
that respect wftich the Christians en
tertained for the car ofjuggernaut, crush
ing under its ponderous wheels its silly
Hindoo victims. So long as railroads
make discriminations against peculiar

lalitiej, and organize monopolies to
i the people who build
them, just so long will they
hear the thunders of popular
indignation. But while railroads op
press aud grind the people, the railroads
themselves are often fleeced. One of
the greatest impositions ever practiced
by railroad officers on the stockholders
is the system of dead-headin- g, or, as it
is more politely termed by many of the
editorial fraternity, extending railroad
courtesies. The system is now carried
to Moil au extent on nearly all of the
railroads, that at least one-tent- h of the
passengers carried are dead-head- s. This
is downright robbery of the stockhold-
ers, aud those who connive at the sys-

tem are equally guilty of robbing those
who intrust them to guard their interests,
a ;:ie jerk who takes his employer's
money out of the drawer. This is strong
language, ye; we are unable to find any

ma for it. We often hear rail
way managers say that they regard the
p system as a had one, yet they are
unabie to avoid granting passes so long
a others do so. Now, this special
pleading Is all a humbug, and only
serves to cover up their want of firm-- :

resist the.importunitiesof those
who are too mean to travel unless thev
can do so at the expense of others.
Among the unjt prominent of those

too ttt vel on free passes, are shippers of
cotton or goods. They walk iuto'an office
and ask for a past over a road with all
the assurance that a man will demand
the payment of a debt; and if it is not
forthcouiiug at once, they will say:
"Why, I ship by your road; you are
bound to pass me;" aud in nine cases
out of ten they will succeed in
getting their request granted. Yet
there - no earthly reason why a shipper
should pass free over a railroad. Every
business man knows that when a ship-e- r

gives his business to a road, he sim-

ply does so because he regards it to be to
his interest to do it; aud when the
freight is delivered, according to con-

tract, tlic obligation on the part of the
railroad is at au end. Neither party has
a right to ask anything of the other,
simply on the ground that there has

en business relations between them.
Another claw of persons who travel on
i ;re the agents and hangers-o-n of

other lines, who think they are entitled
to travel free, simply because they are
engaged as agents, runners, or some-els- e,

on a railroad. This is also
an outrage on the stockholders of the
loads, and should immediately be abol-

ished. Let each road pay the traveling
expenses of its agents, if necessary,
but dont let them sponge their
rides otf other companies. If we hire
a man to do a piece of work for us we
expect to pay him for it, and if he hae
our services we expect to be paid in re-

turn. This is the only correct principle
of basiness, no matter where it exists.
It should be made a felony for a mem-
ber of the legislature to receive a free
pass on a railroad. Yet representatives
and senators consider themselves insult- -

if the customary passes are not thrust
into their jiockets. Legislators are
anxious for the position to which they
aspire; the Slate pays them for their
services, and they are no more entitled
to panseo on railroads Uian their home-
spun, homy-hande- d constituents who
are taxed to pay them per diem. Al-

most every session of our State
legislatures is called upon to legislate
upon the subject of railroads, and mem-l-er- -
