The sheriff slackened the rope a littes

She said, ""Yea,"

Bhe replied, * Yes—meady—willing.”
Then the platforia dropped, at precisely
half-past eleven. Bhe fell five feet, nud
struggled but slightly. She was pro-
nounced dead in eleven minutes, ecut
down in nineteen minutes, placed ina
eoilin and earried for the night to her
father’'s house to be buried froam the
church at Preston lo-mormow. She was
hanged on the sume gallows and with
the stne rope that Spann was three
weeks ago. About seven hundred per-
sons were present, halfl negroes. There
were a dozen white women.

A HORRIBLE EXPERIMENT.
Her neck was not broken. The doctors
with an eleetric battery triad to resusci-
tate her, but failed to produce n single
symptom of life.
