MORE OF THE SAME SORT.

Colonel Ivie Westbrook, of the
Brownsville Brc, adds his testimony as
to the value 'of Dyersburg and Dyer
county to Memphis as follows. B6
says:" We spent a couple of days very
pleasantly witn our Kind friends at
Dyersburg, and then made a short visit
out to Newbern, the livest young town
on the line of the road, located ten miles
in a northeasterly direction from Dyera-bur- g,

and eight miles from the county
line. During the past year or two it has
been building up rapidly in neat new
residences and iu business housee. It is
thought that trains from Paducah will
reach Newbern about the first of July,
as they now run within eight miles of
the place nearly near enough to hear
the locomotives whistle in town.

:;t Newbern, which will render it in
time an important railroad, center for
that section, wnile it is surrounded ou
all sides by the moat productive fertile
and desirable farming lauds in the
Union, and a highly educated, intelli-
gent and euterprisiug citizenship.

and build them for strength and
durability; only finish the working
parts, and let the balance be painted
black, or any other color they may
choose. This ornamental work on loco-
motives lias cost railroad companies mil-
lions of dollars without adding one dol-
lar to the profits of the stockholders.
Plain painting is the cheapest finish that
could be used on an engine, and answers
every purpose in this fast age. Paint
every part except the working parts,
you not only save the expense in
the first cost, but save the expense
of keeping this bright work clean.
Let them employ the skillful me-

chanicsuch men as are capable of fit-

ting up the working parts of the en-
gine with that nicety that the machine
will work like clock-wor- k. Let such
blacksmiths be employed that forge the
work that will require very little labor
in the machine shop to reduce it to
proper size, and not let the machinist
spend half his time doing work that
should be done in the smith shop as is
often the case when cheap labor instead
of the skillful blacksmith being em-
ployed.

The boiler furnishes the power to drive
the engine, and if it is defective the
locomotive is liable to lie destroyed at
any moment when in service, and may
cause great loss of life and property, all
the result of having the boiler depart-
ment controlled by an incompe-
tent man. This department requires
more skill ami experience to manage
than any workshop on a railroad. Let
