COLFAX, LOUISIANA.

Further Particalars from the Scene of
the Last Negro Riol.

The Widew, Family and Relatlves of the
Murdercd ladnot—Seene of Des.
olation.

A eorrespondent of the New Orleans
Pivayune, writiug from Colfax, Louis-
insnn, on the twentv-seventh of April,
gives thefollowing further particulars of
the resont riot in that place ;

Friday evening, the sherifl (Nash)
rode into camp, and, in company with

our correspondent, proceeded to the
ﬁt"!llllll:\ﬂcﬁ! of Msjor Smith, when he
was introdueed, aond a long and agree-
able conversation ensued. The sherifl
(N ush) is about twenty-seven or twenty-
eight years of age, slight-buili, active,
and sbout five aod a b feet In hight.
His festures are delieate, and very regu-
lar and handsome; bis hair, eyes and
bourd are jot black, the latter Jong and
curly ; lils hands and feet are remark-
ehly swall, and lils sxpeession s that o
a child, yot in daring and bravery it is
said be eanoot be excelled. After the
murder of Mr. Hadnot he rode up alone
to the door of the courthonse snd broke
it open with an ax. Hels » man of
character, awmil has the respect of
sll bere, with mauy devoled friends,
In the conversation which ensoed
Major Smith hoped thnt the sheriff
would exercise his inflnenes to quiet the
eésuntry, which be said had bheen already
done, amd b, infact, promised the major
that the principal geotiomen of the
couniry should meet and o xchange cour-
tesies with the afficems, ken of thelr
amity and friendship » the origin
and termination of the Colfax alliir, he
submitted the followlng statement reln-
tive to the diffionity :

As the duly elected and legal sherifl
of this parish I wonld make this state-
ment, that you may judge for yoursslf
relative to the legality of the aotion
taken.

DPrevious to my election
there had been boties of riotous persons
in the country, who had no fear of the
law, and who made frequent thrests of
outlawry and incendiarism,

On the twenty-sixth of March last
these persons, both white and colored,
marched in a body to the courthouse,
and theoce cjected the legally eleoted
and iostalted parish  officers, myself
amongst the number. 1 st that time or-
dered them to disperse, but they fired
upon mysell and others, colnpelling us
to flee for our lives. I accordingly, see-
ing no othercourse, procured from Judge
Regan, the police-magistrate, commis-
sioned by Kellogg, o warrant for the ar-
rest of the ringleaders, and with it aud
a deputy-constable, procesded 1o Colfax,
where | arrived in time to learn that an
assemblage of pesceable citizensz had
been broken up and fired wpon by the
noters,

Even then I desired to make a com-
promise; and, before executing the war-
rant,rode up and endeavored to proservh
peace, but was ngain fired upon, and
thréals made by the rioters, who said
they would anybow drink my blood
Seeiug uo course then left, 1 at the order
of the judge, summoned o posge 0o
tatus of citizens, both white and colored,
and with these {(twenty-five in number)
sueceeded on Easter Supday in dis
persing the two hundred and ffty riot-
ers abd preserving peace. The warrant
for their arrest, aud the order, I still
bold In my possession, [ deemed that
it was necessary (o preserve pence at all
hszards, and, therelore, T resorted to the

HE PEOFLE AND THE WHITE VIOTIMS,

This statement was made In writing
and handed tothe major, who received
it, aud we i1 shook hands and left.
Depend upon jit, the white population
here had to meet the issue made by the
rictous negroes and give them a severe
check, or leave the country. Nothing
else was left to do. On the Wednesday
night preceding the diffioulty young Mra,
Janey and Mm. Johin Hadnot, brides of
anly two weeks' standing, in compauy
with Mrs. James Hadnot, seventy-three
years of age, and sixteen simall ehildren,
ratiging from =ix months to eight years
of age, were compelled to pass the night
in the woods, while armed bands of ne-
groes ranssoked thelr dwellings, throw-
ing everything they eould not COrTy
away vut of doors. In the evening
inte we arrived at the residence of Mrs,
whose husband luad
iwen =0 ruthlessiy murderad, snd where
now are. She was alone with her
dasuel A beautiful girl of sixteen
yher son driven
to the wootls, snd her bome desolate—
fhte negroes even ngw threatening to
barn the house, and murder them all.
She is a lady far advanced in years, look-
ing fecble, and nearly worn away with
grief and pain; bat she s a noble wo-
man. Sibe doss not desire revenge, Lut
only that she may have her children in
peace. It was truly w desolnte thing to
see, and though she did not murmur,
did not eomplain, the tears came into
her eyes as she pressed our hands, Ine
deed, us ber home js, there are many
here; these young men driven to the
wooda by unegroes, the ladies mostly
vonfined to their beds from sickness con-
treted by exposure, sud even as it is,
all that they desive I8 peace.
