HALL MIJKDERED.

Statemeuts ol Captain Tyson and
John Herron, Steward, of

the Steamer Polaris.

Utiddington Determined to Send
Tyson and his Party to

Hell the First

The Murderous Mutineer Fru-
stratedThe Proposed Aban-

doned Party Saved to Tell
the Story.

Statements of Esquimaux .loe

and Hans Christian Con-flrmiii- !;

the Dreadful
Deed.

New York, May 21. John Herron,
steward of the Polaris, makes the fol-
lowing statement coueeruing the sick-nis- s

of Captain Hall :

Captain Hall had good health at the
time of returning from the sledge expe-
dition. He was not sick wheu he came

u board, but complained soon after-
ward, aud said that the heat of the cabin
affected him. I asked what he would
have, and was anxious to get something
nice for him. He didn't care about any-
thing but a cup of coffee, and didn't
driuk even that. He was sick a fort
night, and talked very little. He was
perfectly delirious the last few days. I
think he was paralyzed in one side.
There was nothing sudden about his
death. He was attended by Dr. Bessil,
and Mr. Mootor, who did everything in
their power to alleviate his sufferings.
His death made us all very sad. Cap-
tain Tyson, speaking of Captain Hall's
death, ssi : Captain Hall was sick
fifteen days. He was iusensible when
he died. He started from the ship on a
Bled expedition northward on the tenth
of October. He was absent fourteen
days and returned on the twenty-fourt- h

of October to the ship. On the eighth
of Novemler he died, and was buried ou
the eleventh. His grave is four miles
south aud southeast aud about five hun-
dred paces distant from the observatory
in Polaris bay, which is iu latitude si 3s'",

longitude il 54". Oa shore we erected a
board over his grave with an inscription
giving his name; age, fifty years; date
of death aud command of North Polar
expedition. All hands, except Cook,
attended the funeral. It was a dark,
dismal, pold. windy and disagreeable
day. The wind was mournfully howl-
ing, aud the hearts of all were envel-
oped in the deepest sadness. I held a
lantern, and by the light of it the beau-
tiful service of the Episcopal church
was read by Mr. Bryant. Few of those
present at the burial will forget the
deeply affecting scene. Old sailors,
whose faces had been bronzed by sum-
mer suns, and frigid in arctic seas, wept
aloud. Captain Hall was universally
beloved, and his death, at a time
when the great enterprize promised
so hopefully, was felt by his sur-
vivors to lie au irretrievable loss.
Those thoughts were uppermost in
the minds of all, aud when the funeral
party returned to the ship there was a
hushed silence attending the perform-
ance of every duty. Esquimaux Joe,
in a published statement, speaks iu a
disapproving way of Captain Budding-ton- ,

the sailing-mast- er of the Polaris,
and aays that Hall was poisoned, and
that Hall so expressed himself to him,
saying there was something bad in the
coffee which he drank 011 returning from
the sled;;..' exjiediiiou ; tbut it made hiro
sick, aud Hans Christian's statement is
to the same effect. The prevailing im-
pression anions.' the unfortunate nine-
teen who were left lhind was that Bud-diugto- u

bad wilfully abaudoued them
to their fate. He had been anticipating
the breaking up of the iceforsome time,
and if he had wished to have Tyson
aud his companions ou iioard he could
easily have represented matters to them
iu such light that they would not
have ventured to lie absent at so criti-
cal a juncture, but no such intimation
was given to Hie men on the ice. The
vessel did not drill away so suddenl
that the meu could not have been res-
cued from their perilous positiou. s:

"I could have gotten aboard
the vessel that night and been there
now, but I would not leave the women
aud children. My duty was on the ice.
aud I thought he would get back to us
the next day, which hecou'.d havedoue.
The breaking away was caused by the
floe to which the ship was fastened
drifting iu between the land and some
icebergs that were jammed. When the
jam broke up the floe and vessel broke
away. It was about nine or ten o'clock
at night, with the temperature alout
zero. That evening it had beeu nine-
teen degrees above. Captain Tyson
thinks that the ill feeling and bad de-
signs of Buddiugton and a few
01 hers, who were his accomplices,
had (continued from the first on ac-
count of Captain Hall's determination
to go as far north as possible, aud Bud-dingto-

determination, from feat or
whatever cause, that he should not.
After Hall's death most of the others
were in favor of continuing and push-
ing north, aud Tyson says that Bud-dingto- n

several times expressed his de-
termination to send them, Tyson and
his iarty, on the road to hell as soon as
an opHrtuiiity offered. He char-
acterized Buddiugton as a great
scoundrel, and declares that he pur-lose- ly

abandoned them to destruction.
He gives Myers the character of being
energetic and qualified iu his depart-
ment, but thinks he was not sufficiently
aware of the condition of affairs at the
time of the separation, and the possi-
bility of getting them rescued, to give
any opinion uxn it. The Germans, ac-
cording to his account, ruled the ship
after Hall's death, and there was neither
law nor system on board, every one
worKing entirely on his own account.

Captain Tyson did not speak fully as
to the death of Captain Hall. He ap-
peared to be deeply grieved, and was
reticent upou subjects connected with
his adventures that especially touched
his feelings, even his own sufferings.
No doubt Captain Tyson and Mr. My-
ers are in possession of information
which they are unwilling to communi-
cate yet, but which will doubtless le-co-

public at the proper time. Iu the
Esquimaux's story, Joe says, part-
ly in answer to inquiries, and
partly speaking ou his own
account, without being iuterogated, and
is as follows: "I am very' foud of Cap-
tain Hall; didn't like Buddiugton, he
always talking behind back, tell story
all time; some men were iu St. John
and some iu ship; they used to quarrel;
I went with Captain Hall with tbe pur-
pose of going in sled to the north; after
Hall died Buddiugton wouldn't go; I
tell Buddington I come to go north; he
wouldn't let me go; Buddiugton and I
quarreled good deal about it; I went with
Ha 1 on the last sled, and Hans and
Chester, the mate. We went fifty miles
north of the ship on the ice and land.
We found muskox tracks on the land,
which were nearly all gone wheu we
came back to the ship. Hall told me,
when sick, that somebody had given
him something bad. He was sick two
weeks. Buddington did not take care
of bun. I think it was not right; it
made me feel ld. The sick
man was a good man, too.
his throat swelled-

He was poisoned to me, all the same.
Buddiugton did not like lo go into the
cabin; he was quarreling all the time.

The correspondent says the expedition
had passed what Kane supposed to be
an open polar sea, which is now proven
to twasouud.

Many lmportautcircumstauces unmis-
takably indicated the existence of an
unfrozen ocean beyond the clianuel.
The mild weather, with fogs and mists,
which were brought down by northerly
winds, could not come Irom
any other source. Laud was visible
to the north aud west of this body of
water a great distance. Now was the
moment to embrace the present favor
able opportunity, which was liable to
be defeated by the s'ightest sudden
change, and by a prompt continuation
of their hitherto successful adventure,
achieve the glorious goal for which they
had hazarded so much. Hut here, on
the eve of victory, arose that fatal
difference of opinion which blasted
all the heroic explorer's prospects
and rendered fruitless that mighty
energy and labor which had already led
him such a distance over the barreu
and iuhospirable regions of tbe north.

Tbe sailing-maste- r, Buddington, had
several times expressed his anxiety to
go no farther, and strongly urged tbe
necessity of retreating to winter at Port
Hope, nearly two hundred and fortv
miles south of their present highly
advantageous positiou. Hall was de-
termined to proceed if possible, and
would not consent to this latter proposi-
tion Buddingtuii, however, persisted.
Before concluding to retreat, Hall called
a counsel, consisting of himself, Capt-
ain Tyson, Chester, the mate, and Bud-
dington, to consider which course
was the most advisable. At this coun-
cil Captain Tyson strongly advocated
Captain Hall's views, and urged the
impropriety of desisting. The brave
and the right course was overruled, to
which Captain Hall probably owed
his death. If the vessel had continued
on its course, as Captain Hall desired
and urged, the exiiedltion would in all
probability have been crowned with
success, aud the cherished dreams
of many geographers and explorers
been realized but for an unaccountable
timidity, the offspring of craven cow-
ardice or some other improper motive,
which annihilated tbe hopes of Captain
Hall. Buddington, from his position,
which he occupied, and was master of
the situation. He said. " Thus far have
you gone; you shall go no further," and
be was obeyed, reluctantly, of course,
as a matter of necessity. It is
impossible to analyze the motives

hid! prompted Buddington. From his
knowledge of the arctic regions he must
have known that it was as dangerous to
turn back as to proceed, aud that if the
vessel was to lie frozen in it might as
we'l be in oue place as another.

A dispatch from Madrid, yesterday,
says that the Carlists, under' Don Al-
fonso, attacked Sauahuja Tuesday. After
a stubborn resistance, the commandant
of the garrison surrendered on the condi-
tion that the lives of his men should lie
spared. Notwithstanding the terms of
the capitulation, tbe Carlists butchered
one huudred aud fifty men on the streets
of the town.

RIVER INTELLIGENCE.
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The rain fell yesterday in every direc
tion, north, south, east aud west, and
although the clouds threatened to turn
loose a flood nearly all day, it did uot
come, aud at night the thermometer
had fallen to seventy, with a cool breeze
from the west. The river came to a
stand during the day, with the water
level thirty-on- e feet five inches above
low-wat- er mark, and four feet four
inches below high-wat- mark. The
principal changes in the streams at other
points during Uie day was a decline of hve
inches at Booneville; two feet at Cairo;
oue foot three inches at Cincinnati; two
feet three inches at EvansVille; six
inches at Louisville, six at Omaha, eight
at Paducah, and seventeen at Morgan-tow- n;

and at Kansas City a rise of oue
foot ten inches, Leavenworth eight
inches, Lexington six, Shreveport five,
and St. Joseph three inches. The Ar-
kansas is swelling five or six feet each
day, and a rise is coming down White
river. The other lower streams, except
Red river, are falling.

Movements of Boats.
Taking into consideration the num-

ber of boats that arrived and departed
yesterday, business was fair. The Phil
Allin came up early with 4fi bales of
cotton aud 20 sacks of seed. Tbe Capi-
tal City bad 32 bales of cotton, 42 sacks
of seeds and added bales of cotton
for 8t.

She got
about fifteen passengers here, aud put
out 100 barrets meal, having, as her
principal items of freight for the south,
236 casks bacon, 21 half casks do, 734
sacks bran, 174 head cattle, 99head hogs,
5654 sacks corn, 1500 bbls meal, 60 boxes
eggs, 3925 bbls flour, 138 packages do,
900 bales hay, 489 sacks malt, 350 cases
milk, 250 packages lard, 2866 sacks oats,
677 bbls pork, 200 hhds tobacco, 300 bbls
lime and about 3300 small packages.
The Parker left for the Ohio with 537
bales cotton and 587 emply beer-keg-s

and took a good trip of people. The
Chester was looked for down during
the night, and no doubt arrived early
this moruing.
