Steamboat Phil  Allin by
John Canvon.

Particalars of a Cold-Blooded Murder,
without Provocalion, by a Man
Crazed with Liguor,

The Marderer Tukes to the Woods, and
the Body is Sent Ashore at
Burdeti's Landing.

Agnin are we called on to chronicle
one of those terrible tragedies that are
now-a-days everywhere socommon, snd
seemingly without plausible pretext.
The Phil Allinis a weTl-kuown steamer
that runs between this eity and Friars
Point, Coahoama ecounty, Misslssippi,
st which Iatter place last Friday evening
a man named R Morgsn, who is about
thirty-five years of age, and wio had
been working as s Isborer on the plan-
tation of Mr. D. L. Childress, near by
that Janding, came aboard the steam-
boat and secured passage for Memphis
From his conduct and appearance it was
evident that he had been drigking be-
fore getiing sbonrd, This he continued
to do, but in a quiet and penceful man-
ner. After taking two drinks on the
boat he tried to go to sleep, but was so
nervous from his dissipations that he re-
malned awake. He then went to the
saloon and asid to the barkeeper, Mr.
Wash Tenaro, ““Wash, I can't go to
sleep, and want another drink.” *“ All
right,” replied the barkeeper, ' what
will you take?' RBeing told what kind
of dr?nk was desired the barkeeper gave
it to Morgan, who drank, and then
placing two chairs face to face in the
eabin near the front of the boat, laid
down and was soon asleep, Before ly-
ing down he palled off his hat and shoes,
and his head was resting on the arm of
the chair, when the fatal occurrence of
which he was the vietim took place.

When the boat arrived at Bledsoe's
lsnding, Arksnsas, fifly miles below
Memphis, a gentleman opamed John
Cannon eame aboard with Mr. Edwards,
and after depositing four hundred dol-
lars with the first clerk, also secured
paseage for Lhis city, and took a drink
at the bar with a gentleman. Cannon
is & cousin to Capiain Wynne Can-
non, one of the clerks of the Phil Allin,
sud has been the agent for this steam-
boat at Bledsoe's Innding. Heis said to
be & very modest man, is about thirty-
five years of age, and attends to the
store and plantation of Mr. Edwards st
the landing. He, too, was under the
influence of whisky, and when in this
condition is considered a reckless, dos-
pernte man, After being on the boat
about an hour, he drew out four hundred
dolars he had placed in the clerk’s safe,

andpat it in  his pocket. Shorl-
ly  sfter that he approached
the wclerk, Mr. McDopald, and

with & maniacal smile curling his lips,
ulled out a pistol, pointad it toward
\im and said, iel])unalnl, I believe
I'll shoot you.” McDonald replied,
“Don’t do that—put up your pistol and
behave yoursell,”  Although there had
never been anything unplessant to mar
the relations that might have existed
between the two men, McDonald saw
that his drunken friend was laboring un-
der that species of moral insauwity which
results sometimes from dissipation and
continued or excessive indulgence in
andent liquors, grasped the weapon,

and, wresting it from Caunon's
hand, gave it to the barkeeper
to take care of. Some lime affer

this Canpon perceived Morgan asleep
in the chaims, and although he hud
never seen or met him before, went up
to him, in a rough manner told him te
get up, and seized him to enforce a com-
pliance with his demand. Morgan
awoke, and & joke paﬁhlf between the
two men, Cannon sald, “'1 don't helieve
yon are much anyway."” In s ecareless
manner Morgan, without raising from
his ineumbent position, rp]l-lihl: *“You
are 3 damned lie." Hardly had the vile,
though perbaps, uomeaning epithet
fell from the lips of the drowsy man be-
fore a pistol shot was heard. The blue
smoke eireled around the head of Mor-
an, and as it slowly floated up to the
urning Inmg in the celling of the eabin,
a stream of blood was observed flowing
from his left eye, and forming a pool
upon thefloor.
