The Faleon’s Acconnt of it—Shaloupe’s
Sgd Premonition of Death.

His Last Letter—A Forcible Comment on
the Barbarism of Street Fights,

standing occurred between Samuel Ma-
=on, town-marsbhal of Somerviile, and
J. N, Shatoupe, s carpenter, who had
wen Hving liere only a few monthse:. A
few unplessant words passed, and the
affair was dropped. Last Saturday eve
aing, about sunset, they met in front of
*he Eagle hotel, and the subject was
wgain brought up. Augry wonds ensued
or some time when Mason finally struck
shaloupe with a eulking-cane. - The
atter drew a deringer and fired, the bal
laking effoct in the stomach of Mason
Che pistol was badly loaded, sud the
ball lodged merely beneath the sKin,
wodueing no dangerous effects.

TWO WARNINGS.

Terrible Resulls of Carrying Flrearms
—Worse than Barbarism.

Frofi the Koew York Evenlog "ost, Zah
George Roderick, a voung law clerk,
employed by Messrs. Morris & Pegraall,
f Montague street, Brooklyn, had Leer
on bad terms for some time past witl
John Cochrane, who does no! bear s
g¢ood reputation. Yesterdny afteruoon
i returning from an excursion, Roder-
¢k met Cochmane in front of the Iatter's
nouse, in Nioth streel. Cochrane in-
<ulted Roderick, threstenped him, and
sruck him io the fee with his fist,
Having informed Roderick that he car-
ried u pistol, Cochrnne put his hand to
his pocket a8 if to draw it, when Roder-
wk, lecoming alarmed, drew s pistol
fram his own pocket to defend him-
self, when his mother rushed be-
Lween the combatants toseparate them.
I'he trigger of the pistol snapped, the
charge exploded, and the ball lodged iu
Mre. Roderick's brain, killing her in-
stantly. Roderick became frantic with
grief, and coplinued in & semi-deranged
condition all the evening. He was re-
moved to the stationhouse, and thebody
of his mother was taken to her own
hrouse, where an inguest will be held to-
day. Cochrane was sarrested at a later
hour. He wasdronk at the time of the
shooting. Roderick bears an excellent
repulation as & law student, but nothing
i= kpown of bis habits,

The danger attending the reckless use
of firearis was demonstrated a second
time in Brooklyn last evening. Robert
Morken, aged nineteen, Henry Hauges,
wpred twenty-two, and others, were in a
room over a liguer saloon on svenue,
aud, atter having indulged freely in
liquor, undertook to make a critleal ex-
sminstion of a single-barreled pistol
belonging to the rmpd-_-tur, which had
been found Iying in & doset. None of
the party were appurently aware thal
the wenpon was loaded, and Morken,
who bad taken it 1 his hand, snapped
the trigger. as the muzzle was pointed at
Hauges. The weapon exploded, and to
the o= of Morken, friend fell
upez the floor, the ball having pierced
his left beeast. Dr. Oleott, of Bedford
avenue, was immediately summoned,
and probed the wound, but was unsble
to find the ball, which had probably
penetrated to the spine. The wounded
man was aft conveyed to the
city hospital, but it is thought that he

The Louisvilla Courier-Journal of the
twenty-seventh instant says: ‘“The re-
ports from New Orleans concerning the
existence of Asiatic cholera in that city
are as conflicting as the steries of the
‘intelligent contraband’ during the late
war. From official and other quariers
the iunformation comes that there is s
great deal of cholera in the Crescent
(‘ui,f. 50, also, reporl pussengers by train
and steamer from that point. Oo the
other hand, officers of steamers deny the
reports, and yesterday a Courter-Journal
reporter  interviewed Mr. Willilam
Creevy, a promineunt citizen of New Or-
leans, who said he had been long con-
nected with the board of health there,
and who is now stopping at the Galt
house. He denied that there was any
cholera to speak of in that city. He
sald that there had been a wonder-
ful abundance of froils in Naw
Orieans this season, and they wers,
consequently, very cheap, and had been
{-muken much mere freely than usual,
‘holera-morbng  and cholera-infantum
had resulted, prevailing to san unusual
extent; but, if there were really any
cases of genuine Asiatie cholera iu the
city, they were only sporadic and jew.
He left New Orleans last Saturdsy, aud
bud, only a day or two previous, got the
certificate of Dr. White, the health ofli-
ver of New Orieans, to the fact that the
city was comparatively free from the!
disease. He had procured this certifi- |
cate In order to satisfy the Spanish con-
sul at that port, and the consal imme-
dintely telegraphed to Havana to release
New Orleans vessels from guarantine,
which was dome. Mr. Creevy is in-
dorsed as s business man of standing
and reliability, but the welght of the
lertimony Is so' strongly sgainst him
that the publie will be apt to believe
that he Is mistaken.”

_ Tothis the Nashville Tnion and Amer-
iean responids:  ““We think it likely the
excitement about choles in New Or-
leans grown out of the prevalence of
cholera-morbus in that city, which has
resuilted from the too free use of unripe
or stsie fruits and immature vegetables,
A similar indulgence anywhers may
produve this disease, und there is little
doubt that it has done so at Memphis
and other cities and towns along the
Missiesi Ei. and on board steamer on
river. Thislsof yearly oceurrence, very
likely the disease mppearing in & more
virnlent form one year than snother,
