M ORDER AT HERNANDO.

fmtawr Radley, of the Mississippi and
Tennessee Railroad, Killed by

r .Salter.

Tbe End of a Fend or Several Months'
Standing Hrowing Out of a Qne-tio- n

of Authority.

The Murderer, Followed by Telegraph,
Is Arrested at Cold Water while

Attempting his Escape.

Road master J. T. Halter killed John
Kadley, engineer, on the Mississippi and
Tennessee railroad, at Hernando, Mis-
sissippi, Tuesday afternoon. The par-
ticulars of the sad affair are as follows:
About a year ago conductor Good-
win, of the Mississippi and Ten-
nessee railroad, was injured while on
duty, and Radley. who was In charge of
the engine, put his fireman in charge of
the throttle and himself look charge of
the tram as conductor. R a iiuas'er
Salter (MM aboard of the (rain during
Radlev's conduct trship, atid missing
Mr. iii'uirsl hr him, was
told thai hr was sick, and thai the train
was in charge of Radley. Salter re-

marked that il should mot be that engi-
neers shi.uld be in chsre of trains
on that road, and assumed charge
of the train himself. Radley
being Informed of what Salter bad said
and done, went into the car where the
latter was silting, informed him of the
circumstances under wii! ii ha had ta-

ken charge of the train, and that, he
would remain in charge of it until the
train arrived at its destination. A dis--

pute her arose Ustweeu the two about
the authority each one exercised in their
relative positions, which gn?w warm,
and then hot, and finally resulted in
Salter drawing a pistol ou Radley, who,
not armed, he was j knowing that he
not, but defied him to use his weapon
and our informant states that Kadley
finally made Walter run into an adjoin-
ing house. This fuss ended without
any bloodshed, but has been
an old sore, frequently picked, during
the past year. All the men jonuected
with the road knew of the trouble be-

tween the two, aul at different times
nearly every one hail been witnesses to
the broils between them, in which the
matter was referred to by each. The
subject was discussed frequently by the
men, and the standing of the two men
among their assooiates made if. a matter
of much regret, to use their ow n phrase,
"that two such men should a?t so foo-
lishly," and that "they had tetter drop
it, and behave themselves like men."
The general impression among
them, however, was Radley
was not disposed to be quarrel- -

Kme, and in this case was inclined to
let the affair drop and say no more about
it if Csalter would not refer to it
ters went on this during the
year, until night before last, at Grenada,
Radley and a friend met on the street,
and after exchanging a few casual re-

marks, concluded to go into a billiard
hall near at hand and spend a. few mo-
ments at three-ba- ll carom, and acting
upon the conclusion, walked in, and
found a table occupied by Salfer and a
friend, which table they ascertained
would be the first vacant. They sat
down in the vicinity, and Ridley re-

market! to his friend that they "would
indulge in a game" as soon its Halter
and his friend were through. Halter
tieard this remark, so the story
and misinterpreted it, construing it that
Kaiiley meant by the remark that he
would indulge in a little game with him,
iHalteri, which leads to the impression,
knowing the angry feeling between
them, that Radley meant to nave a dif-
ficulty with Salter. On hearing this re-
mark Salter reversed his cue
and struck at Radley, the latter
warding off the blow, and re-
treated a step or two, telling his
friend afterward that the assault took
him so by surprise, that he hardly
knew how he escaped the full force of
the blow aimed at him by Sailer. Re-
covering, however, he went for in
hamlsome style, giving him a most se-
vere pounding with those weapons

nature had furnished him, and
his avocation had so well developed.
This was the end of difficulty, and
Radley left the billiard hail and went
on about bis business as usual, and it was
supposed that Salter had done the same,
but tbe sequel will show that such
was far from being the case. Salter
got ou tbe first train coming north and
came up to Sardis, where his family re-
sides, got off the train, walked up to his
house, procured a double-barrele- d shot-
gun, came on up to Nesbitt's, got on
the down passenger-trai- n, stationed
himself on the rear platform of the bind- -
most coach, and there remained until
the train reached Hernando, where the
passenger train would pass the freight
train, of which Radley was engineer.
Arrived at Hernando, the freight-trai- n

was already on the side-trac- k, await-
ing the approach of the passenger
train, the latter stepping its proper time,
when both trains began drawingout, the
passenger going south and the freight on
its destination up the road. Just as the
rear platform of the coach on which
Salter was standing passed the
engine of the freight train, by which
Radley wasstanding, Salter deliljeratel y
raised his double-barrele- d gun, and,
with murderous determination and
deadly aim, fired at Radley, the con-
tents taking effect in the back part of the
latter's head and back, the principal
part of the charge taking effect in his
back, between his shoulders,
producing almost instant death.
The passenger-trai- n sped on its
course, probably no one connected with
it knowing of the terrible deed of blood
that had just transpired. But the mur-
derer was not to get away so
easily. Thetelegrapb was immediately
resorted to.and a dispatch was sent to the
next station to board the train and arrest
Salter, and on the arrival of
the train at Cold Water depot, offi-
cers of the law boarded the train and
took Salter into custody and brought
him back to Hernando, where the fear-
ful crime was committed, where he was
placed in prison to await an examina-
tion.

Tbe unfortunate man was for a num-
ber of years engineer on southern roads,
most of the time on the Mississippi Cen-
tral and Mississippi and Tennessee roads,
on both of which, among railroad
men, he was regarded as an hon-
orable and upright man, a good
engineer, and faithful in the discharge
of his duties. He leaves a wife and one
child, who reside on Seventh street, in
Fort Pickering, where the dead body of
the husband and father was brought last
evening by his friends. Salter is also a
man of family, residing at Sardis, Mis-
sissippi, and but for the trouble between
him and Radley, was regarded by his
associates as a quiet, peaceable man,
though at times iuclined to be overbear-
ing in the exercise of his authority.

The murder of Radley by Salter, in
the manner in which it waseftected, has
cast a glooin over the friends of both the
men for the victim, that he should
have been so cruelly murdered, without
the least warning, or opportunity of de-
fending himself; and for the murderer,
that he should have resorted to so cow-
ardly a mauuer to avenge the feeling of
malice engendered by the pounding he
received the evening" before, brought on
by his own act, he was physically
unable to redress.

The body of the murdered man will
be taken to Water Valley, Mississippi,
for burial this evening.

The mercury averaged about .i13 in

the shade nearly all day yesterday,
which compelled steamboatmen and
everybody else to hunt the shady side of
the street, or get behind skid piles, at
the landing. Scarcely a breath of air
could be felt during the day, but at
night a breeze from the south reduced
the temperature about a quarter of an
inch, and made it more pleasant. The
river rose four inches during the day,
and the level then was twenty-si- x feet
eleven inches above low-wate- r mark.

I foot at Nashville; 6 inches at St
Louis; 4 inches at Louisville; 10 inches
at Cairo, and a rise of 11 inches at
Shreveport; 2 at Pittsburg; 3 feet 2
inches at Lexington, Missouri; 1 foot 3
inches at Leavenworth ; 2 feet 7 inches at
Jefferson City, and 3 inches at Her-
mann, Missouri. The Arkansas is sta-
tionary at Little Rock, and tbe water
level "12 feet above low-wat- er mark.
White river has a good depth all the
way to Jacksonport, and is falling.

Movements of Boats.
There wasn't much done at the land-

ing yesterday. The James Howard
went down night before last with a 3000
ton cargo, discharging 730 sacks oats and
adding 438 bales of cotton here. The
Great Republic came up yesterday
morning; had a good trip of freight and
over a hundred cabin passengers. The
Anna, from the Arkansas, brought 42
bales of cotton and 350 sacks seed. The
Simpson Horner and barges went up at
noon, and the Mohawk left later in the
evening. The Colorado went down at
dusk with a good trip, putting out a few
lots of freight here.

Indeed, there are
people who are unscrupulous enough to
say that he never intended making a
race against the Lee, against time, or
against anything else, and that he has
simply been practicing the old habit
contracted some forty years ago, and
never entirely discontinued since, de-

nominated vulgar parlance, "blowing."
The reason assigned for this withdrawal
of the Natchez from the proposed . on-te-

which leaves the Lee with brighter
laurels than ever, are the general dull-
ness of the times, the impossibility of
securing a sufficient stake to
run for, the unsatisfactory stage
of the river, and the preca-
rious condition ot aliairs here. When it
is recollected that none of these obsta-
cles were for a moment considered when
Captain Leathers announced his inten-
tion to make the run, which was ostens-
ibly to demonstrate the speed of his
boat, they will scarcely be accepted as
satisfactory to unprejudiced people. A
more reasonable theory is that Captain
L., remembering his deplorable defeat
of three years ago, after very nearly the
same amount of boasting, has concluded
that 'discretion is the better part of
valor,' and that being well laughed at
without spending four or five thousand
dollars to bring it about, is preferable to
making another such failure as he did
originally. The Lee, therefore, will
continue to be the acknowledged cham-
pion of the western waters, a title she
wears right royally, without ostentation
or boast, and the speed of the Natchez
on her trip against time will remain one
of the things to be chronicled in the fu-
