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THE AGEICULITRAL CONGHESS—
THE GRANGES,

The congress which revently sdjourned
al Indianapolis was in many respects
sne of the most inleresting that ever
met in this ecountry, It was composed
of the representatives of the agriculio-
ral socleties, cdlleges, and other organi-
zations of the Union—earnest, thought-
ful men, brought together for the pur-
pose of considering guestions pertineut
to their gseful aund important esliing.
Amoug the subjects brought up for dis.
pussion. and which were handled with
ability, we make mention of railroad
transportation, land grants by congress
to agricultural colleges, and the Iate
Commodore Maury's international sys-
tem of \na‘.-u'a.ml Crop reports. These
were lhe most important yuestions
detated, and the results were on the
first that the congress asserted that it is
the duty of the States to fix reasonable
maximum rates, which will afford »
fuir remuperation to the Lransporter,
and will not be an onerous charge to the
producer and consumer. This pisces
hefors Lhe several legislatures a problem

The claim of this
right by congress and itf coucession by
aliroad msnsgers would simplify the
whole question of transportstion, Ii
the presept congress doesn't dare take
up the matter and deal boldly with it,
farmers propose to throw their
weight into the political scale next yew:
wd send representatives to Washing-
tonn who are not afraid of monopolies

olleges, the geners] feeling of the dele-
gates was, not of antipathy to the gen-
eral purposes of the colleges, but that
they fuiied to meet public expectation,
aud that the land grants heretofore
made bhad been disposed of in many
ases under circumstances which savor-
ed of jobbery—at best, had been ver)y
adly mismaneged.

If a colored
man must be governor, he was in favor
of his being nominated and elected ¢

vention and demand the nomination of
one of their own color, He said the
friends of Senator Genersl Ames, who
has his shirt washed ocessionally i
Nutebez, differed as to what he would
do if elected. Bome said he would
go to the United Btates senste, others
tiat be would remain governor of Mis-
sissippi. Nabers eald if he wants to
ranke the governor's office s stepping-
stone to the senate I am opposed to it

If he wants to give up the seuatorship
with its iarge stipend and take the gov-
emmor's office, worth much less, T an
afraid he has gota margin hid out some-
where. The old repudisted bonds of
Missi=niypd are beginning o loom up
agsin, 1 wasin faver of paying them
once, when we could have paid them;
