regulates the intricate motions of a
a steam engine. But in Memphis this
effete relic of a slower age is but rarely
found. The fault with our people is they
do not encourage, with the proper spirit,
enterprise and painstaking inducements,
skilled labor to come among them. They
are, however, wide-awak- e to the neces-
sity of its coming, and in good time will
act. Politically, St. Louis is dead as
mutton. There is nothing but "words,
words, words" In the daily papers. The
Democrat that out of one
hundred and twenty-tw- o thousand one
hundred and sixty-eig- ht children of
school ages in the city, the average
number belonging to the city public
school is but twenty-tw- o thousand and
ten, while the average attendance is
only twenty thousand four hundred and
seventy-nin- e, and that "the almost in-

This same paper gives some excellent
advice to the farmers of the Mississippi
valley touching the prospect of creating
a line of ocean steamers to ply between
New Orleans and Liverpool. It recom-
mends the "granges" to talk the matter
over, and counsels them to take stock in
the enterprise. Among other things,
the Democrat says: "Only five per
cent, will be called at a time, and but
ten million dyllars will be needed to fit
up twenty of the largest and most eff-
icient freighting and passenger steamers
that ever rode the water. No political
aflkirs are contemplated, but boats that
will take a ten thousand ton freight on
twenty feet of water boats that can
earn the grain of the Mississippi basin
to Europe at ten cents per bushel, if
need be, instead of forty cents, as is
now charged; cotton atone dollar per
bale, instead of three dollars, and bring
over emigrants by the thousands."
It contends that this line will compel a
reduction iu freights over every railroad
in the United States, and make the
farmers of the Mississippi masters of
the situation. It also says that the
money to build these steamers should be
raised in the Mississippi valley, so as to
give control of the stock here, and sug-
gests that New Orleans take a million,
Vicksburg aud Memphis a million be-

tween them, Louisville, Cairo and Cin-
cinnati another million, St. Louis two
or three million aud the cities and towns
along the upper navigable rivers make
up the deficit of stock. We deem this
the lest move ever made to secure the
commercial independence of this great
valley.

San Francisco, June 12. A court-marti- al

convened at Boyle'scamp, June
9th, and tried six deserters, the decision
to be rendered in a few days. General
Davis, In a conversation with a special
correspondent of the 11th,
gave the following statement:

GENERAL DAVIS'S STATEMENT.

When I arrived in the field I found
the troops engaged in a war with a band
of Indian outlaws and murderers,
wards of the general government, who
had revolted against its authority, and
were fighting mercilessly.without giving
or expecting quarters. I then thought
that captives taken in the future should
be executed on the spot, as the surest
aud speediest method of settling the Mo-

doc problem. When captured while
fightiug against the military forces of
the I nited States, and as a separate
nation or tribe, I was disposed to deal
with them accordingly. Since their
capture I have ascertiued that the au-

thorities of Jackson ouBty, Oregon,
have found indictments against certain
members of the band, but I have not
deemed it proper to turn them over to
the civil authorities because they were
WAGING WAR AGAINST THE GOVERN-

MENT
at the time of the murders,
upon which indictments are based,
were fouud also for the reason
that after the capture they were
prisoners of the government, and not
directly amenable to civil laws. Dur-
ing my command here I have observed
that citizens, when desiriug protection
for person or property, or indemnifica-
tion loss, invariably appeal to the au-

thorities of the United States. But now
that war is over and the marauders are
captives, both public and local authori-
ties want to take the punishment of the
offenders in their own hands. Threats
of the people and

THE RECENT HLOODY ACT,

in the neighborhood, when the lour old
defenseless captives, en route from Fair-child- 's

ranche to the camp, were mur-
dered by civilians indicate that a
trial by civil law would be a useiess
farce. The people have made up their
miuds that the prisoners are guilty. It
is suggested that a military commission
should be ordered to try the criminals.
If this idea is carried out, the officers of
the court should be of high rank and
men who have had no immediate con-
nection with tlie Modoc difficulty. Such
a commission would probably try each
case separately. It would require about
six montns to perform the work, to say
nothing of the expease involved in such
a proceeding. It will be an immense
expense to the government, besides ev-

erybody, civil as ifell as military, knows
that the Indians
ARE GUILTY OF MURDER IN THE FIRST

DEGREE.

and ought to hang. I thought to avoid
unnecessary expense and the farce of a
trial by doing the work myself. Owing
to the dilatory manner in which the
Modocs were treated in the beginning of
these difficulties by those iu charge, the
Indians obtained a fearful advantage,
and slaughtered so many people that the
whole country was astonished and even
shocked, and now fear that they will get
the advantage in the closing scenes.
This same fear is disturbing the minds
of the citizens on the frontier. Justice
has already been very taidy coming,
and is now approaching from so many
directions and in such questionable
shapes and garbs that I doubt success in
meeting the requirements of the case.
The Indians do not recognize the juris-
diction of civil or military courts, because
they are incapable of comprehending its
workings. These Modocs cannot un-

derstand what is meant by court. They
have been interrogated on that subject.
They would regard a court trial, with
its technicalities and testimony, as

V KIND OF JUQGLEKY,

and if convicted and sentenced to death,
they could uot be made to understand
that justice figured in the business at
all. They believe that they have com-
mitted deeds which merit death in
fact, that they are real murderers, and
have expected to be hanged. They be-

lieve the military has the power and
right to indict punishment for murder,
Tne arrests incurred iu Oregon and Cal-
ifornia. My proposed course is to settle
the question by

Even
among your neighbors you are kuowu
as a domineering and tyrannical tribe.
Old settlers iu the couutry report as
many as three hundred murders com-
mitted by your people, aud along the
shores of this beautiful little lake, in
view of which we uow stand, are the
graves of over
SIXTY VICT1MS-O- F MODOC BARBARITY,
all murdered by your immediate ances-
tors iu brutal act. They were peaceful
emigrants men, women aud children
passing quietly through the country, on
a public highway. For these many
crimes no adequate puuisluueut has ever
been visited upon the guilty, either as
a tribe or individually. Upou the con-
trary, the gouernment has lately over-
looked them. A few years ago, regard-
less of these acts of treachery, it gave
you a reservation of that laud fur a
home, where if you chose, you could re-

main and enjoy the aunual bounties of
the government uumolested. You all
went upon the reservation thus provided,
and part of your tribe has remained, but
you and your band, it seems have

PREFERRED THE WARPATH.
You left your reservation. You spurned
the kindness of the government; even
resisted the soldiers in the execution of
their duties, which were to force you
back to your reservation. You has-
tened to war, emulating the bloody
deeds of your fathers. You agaiu
strewed the shores of Tule lake with the
slain victims of your bloody bandsall
unsuspecting citizens. You then tied to
your stronghold, the lava-bed- s, and pre-pr- e

pared for war. Still the President
wished to avoid

SHEDDING MORS BLOOIX

All efforts were fruitless. After much
delay and many attempts at concilia-
tion on their part, you decoyed the com-

missioners into your hands, armed or
ei. These acts have placed you

ana your band outside the rules of civil.'
ized warfare. In other words, you have
tiade yourselves outlaws. Such, since
my arrival here as supocasor of General
Canby, whom you murdered with your
own hands; I hav made unremitting
warfare upon yoii until at last you have
been captured, at much expense to the
government and the loss of many lives.
And uow that I have recounted your
history, your tribe's recent acts, and the
acts fft yourself and band, 1 will

dose by informing you that I have tLi
dv directed that you and your confed-
erates

sunset in the presence of the
troops paraded for that purpose, your
people ami the assembled citizens of the
country.

While I was preparing a list of ihote
I intended to execute, a courier arrived
With instructions from Washington to
"HOLD THE PRISONERS UNTIL FURTHER

ORDERS."
After the execution, I intended or-

ganizing a force for the purpose of start-
ing for Columbia, probably for Lapwai,
seeing and talking with as many chiefs
as possible while en route. I knew that
the prompt execution of the Mo-
doc outlaws would facilitate peace
have a tendency to quist the Indi-
ans all through the country. The Indi-
ans all know that we have captured the
Modocs, and they will quickly learn the
news if the death iienalty is inflicted.
The achievement would result in mutual
benefit to both Indians and whites.
With the prestige the troops have gain-
ed, we could do great good by such a
campaign.
