In Middle Tennessee and North
Alabama incessant rains in May and
June have almost destroyed the crops
In the Teuueasee river valley grass and
weeds have taken possession of the
fields. If the farmers would abandon
about one-four- th of their crops they
might save the remainder, but if they
attempt to save all they may lose al
Thev are neglecting corn to save the
cotton, and the danger is that very little
corn will be made. In Middle Tennes
see the crops are also in a bad condition
but not so bad as in North Ala
bans. A few farmers in Mauv' and
Giles have their crops in fine order, not
withstanding the rains aud continued
wet weather. David T. Reynolds, of
Giles county, oue of the best, if not the
best, farmer in Tennessee, has hardly a
blade of grass on his place. This shows
what good management can do. The
crops are iu bad condition because too
much land is cultivated. Farmers were
very vigorous alsxit planting time, when
it was cool, but when the weather grows
hot and the rains set in, they are not s
energetic. Crops iu Hardeman, Madi-

son ana Henderson are much better
than in North Alabama, and better,
perhaps, than in Middle Tennessee, but
they are very grassv even in these
ounties. The last few days of dry

weather ha-- improved them very much.
As an indication of the state of the crops
it may be mentioned that Judge

at the request of the farmers,
adjourned the Henderson circuit court
for two weeks order thai the farmers
might work their crops. If farmers
would raise sheep and cattle they would
not have such crops as are now seen
everywhere the south. The cholera
panic extends more or less all
over the country. Theje has
been none in Huntsviiie, Columbia, Pu-

laski, Bolivar, or Jackson. Wherever
vegetables are taken fresh from the gar
den, and well-cooke- farmers say they
do iittle iDjury; but when permitted to
remain uncooked for twelve hours, they
hecome dangerous. Decomposition com
mences earlier, perhaps, this year in
vegetables, than usual, aud that is the
reason, the farmers say, why vegetable
sold in the town markets are dangerous.
The farmers' grange convention meets
at Humboldt on the second of July. If
we can have six or eight days of dry- -

hot weather, the crops, like public
health, will be greatly improved; but if
rains should again ie continuous, very-littl-

The telegraph of Thursday brought

us intelligence of a serious riot in Dub-

lin, and of the arrest in Cork of several
parties implicated in stealing arms from

a militia armory. Th latter were dis-

covered to the police by former Fenian
leadeis, indicating that there was
nothing political in the theft, that
therefore it bad no connection
with the Dublin riot, which origin-
ated at a tire, and without any
seeming cause or provocation, and ca
only, therefore, be ascribed to chroni
discontent. In Cork there is, in propor
tion to population, a large class of peopl
without resource, utterly poverty--

stricken, steeped iu degradation; but in
Dublin there is a still larger. In the
immediate vicinity of the "Liberty,
about Thomas street, where the fire and
riot are reported to have taken place
there is a class of people that
nowhere else in Europe can now
be matched. In the time ol the first
French revolution the Faubourg SL
Antoine turned loose such an army t
perpetrate the murder, not and out
rage that disgraced and blackened that
effort for freedom. It was composed of
market-wome- n, like those of Pill lane
in Dublin, fierce, vindictive, viragos.
and fiercer men, such as fill all the
tumble-dow-n tenements and haunts
of Ireland's capital, made beggars
and outlaws by British commercial
oppression. They are the class who are
one day to make havoc in London
Manchester, Liverpool, Sheffield ami
other British cities where the mechanic
and workman is no better than a beast
of burden. They are of the class who
make coats for two dollars and shirts for
twenty-fiv- e cents; who labor for sixteen
hours in eveiy twenty-fou- r, anil die to
till a pauper's grave. Sharp of i u tellect
witty and brave to recklessness, it can
not be long ere they burst the
bonds that now restrain them, aud, like
the Modocs, make the world stand
aghast at their enormities wbiie they
keep even British power at hay.

STORM IN LOUISVILLE.

The Most Sndden and PestrurtiTe Tor
nado of the Year Destruction

of Property.

Wagons Overtnmed, Honses Unroofed,

Man Frightened Almost to Death,
and Another hilled.

Hastily Adjourned Damage to

Steamers .Singular Manifestations
and Incidents.

A furious storm of wind and rail

swept over the city about two o'clock
yesterday afternoon, carrying with it
destruction to property aud causing con
Stern All on among the people. About
ten o 'cluck in the morning small fleece
like fragments of clouds began to gath-
er in the south and west, and an hour
later the low mutteriugs of distant
thunder gave warning that a storm was
approaching. For two hours more the
small specks of clouds continued mov
ing restles.-l- y about, changing position
as if driven by fickle winds to the four
points of the compass, constantly vary
ing in rorm and nue, and every mo-
ment increasing in volume and density,
till at length the horizon was lined with
dark and ominous clouds. Like an
army of warriors gathering upon the
field for deadly contest, rushing into
nue oy piatoons,comp-uie- s and legions,
until the r?r s are swollen to a dark,
threatening mass of soldiers fronting
the foe and eager for the signal for the
desperate charge, the elements hail
gathered their forces which were soon
to be hurled with the violence almost of
a tornado against the city. For a time,
however, all apprehensions of a storm
or hopes of a long-neede- d, refreshing
shower were dispelled by the apparently
strategetic movement of the clouds,
whicu, surg-.u- suddeulv up from the
south and west, mo ed briskly around
toward the east, standing out a short
distance from the city and sending forth
sharp, vivid streams and flashes ol
lightning, vhich were followed by heavy
!eais oi tnunuer. Passing thence to
the north, the great cloud for a while
remaiued apparently stationary to the
northeast of the city . The clouds had
now seemingly passed away, and were
oouring their contents ou the other side
of the river, within view of the city,
aud were for a time borne away, in
less than three minutes after the cloud,
wnicn nau suddenly changed its course.
swept over the city, pouring down a
blinding mist of rain, accompanied by
iiail, lightning, thunder and a tornado
it wind that unroofed houses, tore up

trees by the roots, blew wagons over
streets, shattered windows, and sent
signs and awnings flying in every direc
tion. i tie tempest seems to have raged
w 1th greatest severity all aloug the river
side of the city, but extended with great
vioieuce as iar soutn as iJroadway, do-
ing more or less damage in everv direc
tion.

INCIDENTS.
Second, Third and Fourth streets es

pecially seerred to sutler from the rava-
ges of the w ad. The business house of
fhos. Shirle, , on Fourth street, lietween
Main and the river, was partial I v un
roofed, as was also the house of Mr.
Thompson, adjoining. The large sky-
light in Washburn's gallery was blown
iu and sai to pieces, and the sky-
light in Parr's build' iff suffered the
same fate. The sto.i swept over the
Fourth-stre- Baptist church, tearing oft
from the comb of the roof about ten feet
square of tin sheeung, blowing in one
of the front windows and taking off the
top oi a large tree upon the sidewalk.
Leaping from this point to the cathe
dral adjacent, gathering strength as it.
went, it tore up about fifty 'eet of the
tin roofing, thus allowing the rain to
leak into the ceiling. fhe tran-dn- or

upon tne colored Baptist church, on
Fifth street, was sent whirling thromrh
the air. Ou the corner of Fifth and
Chestnut a chimney crock was hurled
to the ground, narrowly miasiDga negro
woman in its fall, which, if it had
truck her, would have killed her in

A PANIC IN COURT.

A large tree was blown

hanks of the great excavation made in
lowering the sewer on Sixth street, near
Main, fell in a distance of about thirty
feet, damaging the work to the amount
of about five hundred dollars.

From this point the storm seemed to

have passed harmlessly down until it
leached Thirteenth street. Below this
po"it many trees were blown down, in-
cluding a number a( the Western ceme-
tery. About sixty feet of the roof of
the old cliemical works, on High street,
between Thirteenth and Fourteenth, was
torn off the eaves, and the heavy tim-
bers lifted in a body into the air and
hurled with a terrible cash into the
rear yard of Bev. H. H. Monroe's resi-
dence, demolishing a rear poreh, tearing
down fences, shade trees,otit-uouses,an-a

crusning a lavorile grape-arh- or to pieces.
The building was some time ago con-
demned by the city as uusafe.

KILLED BY LIGHTNING.
The most serious incident of the storm

the nutnber, named Rolla Davis, who
lived on Marbat street, Portland. The
other three were severely stunned, but
their injuries are not serious. Davis's
face and breast were burned by the
death-dealin- g fluid, but uo other marks
of the destroyer were visible. Coroner
Webber held an inquest on the body
last night, with a verdict in accordance
with the above facts. Altogether this
was oue of the severest storms that
has visited this city for years, aud it
was impossible to gain all the items of
damages by wind, to say nothing of the
flood in the streets. The morning was
intensely sultry, but the heavy rain
cooled the atmosphere, and last night
it was more pleasant, although still
very warm.
