example. It is precisely in the employ-
ment of artistic language, not in har-
mony with strict narration, that Mr.
Froude converts history into romance.
Now, we remember the lecture, and
have had access to the manuscript, and
all that Colonel McRae says of Mr.
Froude is that he is the "eulogist of
Elizabeth." in behalf of whom he
"plumes an eagle pen for flights o lofty
that truth vanishes out of sight." It
was not asserted that Mr. Froude, on
level ground, eschews all historic nar- -

atives. It is only when he
flies, ou the wings of adula-
tion or burrows in the mire of
prejudice. He oould cot screen all
vis of Elizabeth, but he whitewashes
them, aud mitigates their indulgence,
for the purposes to lie served, tbe result
lieing generally approved ; and while the
force of irresistible facts constrains some
touches of her iu her true colors, these
1 ashes of history are inevitably bedark-ene- d

by the clouds of suppression and
evasion which be gathers around them.
Aud when Colonel McRae stated, as a
chief characteristic of his history, that it
was a eulogy of Elizabeth ana a defa-
mation of Mary, be guarded his lan-
guage withiu the strict limits of accu-
racy. "Scotch-Irish- " is evidently con- -

im ed, and concurs with Mr. Froude as
to the guilt of Mary Stuart of the mur-
der of Daruley, of vicious inter-
course with Bothwell, aud de-

and fi lend the pride and joy of her husband,
the idol ol her father s heart, the companion
of her mother's confiding sympathies and
loe, and the object of tender affection with
all who knew her. Both of these fair daugh-

ters who have j ust died the young wile and
the young maiden were faithful followers of

the Christian faith. Both died in the mem-

bership ol the Holy Chun li, and both, in rare
and extraordinary manifestations, bore testi-

mony in their dying hours to the sublime and
pertect efficacy of religion to comfort the
departing soul, and to light the cheerless val-

ley of the shadow of death. Both met his
approach with calm serenity and confiding
Unst, yielding their bold on life to take the
"buss and beatitude'' of heavenly Immor-
tality which opened on their view, and to

join in the 'celestial music" which swelled
upon their ear. Such deaths, t bough of crush-
ing bereavement, carry a solace to the philo-
sophic mind, tiod hath wrought a good pur- -

poie in calling such away. If the lesson be

heeded the opportunity "I death iiath beeu
their crowning mercy.
