He had done nothing to forfeit his life
even to the laws of his country, and
least of all had he done anything
to ioneit nis me at me nanus of his own
aud eldest son, who may look back
upon that moment when you consti-
tuted yourself his executioner and slew
him. In that room, with no one pres-
ent but yourselves, I cannot but feel
that that death must have been to him
more horrible than a thousand deaths in
any other form. Called by you to your
presence, apparently for purposes of
peaceful Interview, to settle family dif-
ficulties; invited to a seat in your
room, aud apparently almost instant
ly confronted with the weapon of
death in his own son's hands,
what thoughts must have rushed on him
at that moment when he found that the

whom he expected had come toSerson the purposes of peaceful arrange-
ment had come to kill him? What
thoughts, what terrible thoughts, must
have rushed upon him when he received
the leaden messenger of death in his

LYNCHED BY MASKERS.

Information just reached hero yester
day, says the iNashville Manner of Fri
day, of the siiooung oi a negro nameu
Allen warn, near Thompson uiaunu, on
the Nashville and Decatur road, by
twenty-liv- e or thirty masked men. a
week ago from lat Wednesday night. to
Sometime since au unknown party sat
urated the iioors of Thomas ii. Bond's
dwelling, at Thompson's station, with
coal-oi- l, and men tired it. The conse-
quence was that the house was destroyed
and Bonl and his family turned out of a
uome. vvsru was strongly suspected or
having perpetrated the crime, circum-
stantial evidence having pointed direct-
ly toward him. He was arrested and
taken before Justice Thompson. Ward
claimed that he would not be reudy to
enter upon an investigation until tbe
Thursday morning following. The case
was, therefore, continued until thattlme.
As it was a longdistance to send him to
the Jail at Franklin, nud an he did not
prefer it, he was placed in a cabin
uuder the surveillance of Constable
Epps and Mr. Bond. At a late hour
Wednesday night some twenty-fiv- e or
thirty masked horsemen rode up from
Lewisburg, and .topped within a short
distance of the cubln. A portion of
them hastily alighting from their horses
rnlied In the door and seized Epps and
Bond lefor they were aware of the
masked men's prosenco. Having dis
armed the ofiloers in a much quicker
time than it takes to tell it, they took

them hastily arouud to the end of the
house, and while a few held them the
others entered the cabin with a view of
taking Ward, who was asleep when they
nau lirst entered it. Here tney caned
for a rone, and it was at onco deposited
in the uoorwav. When Ward saw the
rope their purpose, and be
ing a man or powcnui strength rusueo
out of the door with the hope of escap-
ing. His desperate and sudden break
for liberty took the marauders by sur
prise, and he gained a distance of about
twenty-fiv- e feet before they could bring
their pistols to bear upon him. Three
sharp reports rang out on the still night
air. Ward fell forward, rose again, ran
on and was lost to view. The
masked men hunted for him, and
it seems were unable to find
him. On this account two impressions
got out. Some thought that Ids friends
had come to rescue him, while others
maintained they had come to make
quick work of him. His whereabouts,
however, not being discovered, the
whole affair was wrapped in mystery
It was solved last Sunday afternoon
however, by the buzzards which hov
ered about a spot not far distant irom
where he had been shot. Persons nv
ing in the neighborhood went to tbe
place indicated and there, iu a corn
field, they beheld the dead body of
Ward. An iunuest was lield over the
body, when the jury returned a verdict
that he came to his death from a pistol
or gun-sh- ot wound inflicted by parties
unknown. Ward's wife went to Frank
lin, Monday, and swore out a State's
warrant against three persons whom
she suspected of having something to do
witn the shooting ot ner husband. The
investigation was commenced at
Thompson fetation, Tuesday, where Jt
is said to nave occasioned a good deal of
excitement.

ars; also, calling on the State of Missou-
ri to allow the admission of colored
children into the public schools where,
from any cause, no separate school is
provided.

AT LEWTSBURG, ARK.
Little Bock, July 5. Governor

Baxter, yesterday, delivered a speech at
Fourth-of-Jui- y celebration at Lewis- -

burg, in Conway county. It was prin
cipally of a political nature. He stated
that if any frauds were committed at the
late election it was done by the meu
who are now endeavoring to put Mr.
Brooks in office ; that he had been duly
declared elected by all the forms of law.
and he would be recreant to himself and
the people if he was to surrender the of-

not again bring up his contest before the
assembling of the next legislature, and
he proposed, in me election or mat uouy,

see that every man iu the State had
the right to vote, and that his vote was
properly counted. It is a matter of fact
that the election under which the pres-
ent constitution was declared to be rati-
fied never expressed tho will of the peo-
ple, nor has any legislature elected from
mat lime to me present, xie yrupuseu
that the next one should represent the
will of tho whole people. The speech
Was well received.

AT SrABYVILLE, ICY.

Cincinnati, July S. Advices from
Maysville, Kentucky, state that a se-

vere storm visited that section yester
day, unroonng many buildings, uproot
ing treee, blowing oil' chimneys and
doing great damage to crops. The
Hocking valleyjfi Phlo is inundated,
the water being higher than ever known
before, bix miles of the canal are gone
between Athens and baiine.

St. Joseph, July 5. A terrific wind
and rain storm, amounting almost to a
tornado, passed over the city lost even
ing between seyen and eight o'clock.
The steamer Mouutaineer was lying at
the bank above the bridge, secured to
tho railroad track and other fastenings
by eight cables, two of which were new
aud four and a naif inches m diameter.
At the first big bldw the lines parted,
after tearing up a portion of the railroad
track, and the steamer turned her head
down stream. The wind kept her close
to the shore, and she drifted down and
struck the east end of the bridge-dra-

Several of the iron guys of the
bridge were sprung from their bolts.
and toe damage to the bridge
is from eight to ten thousand dollars. It
will require twenty days to make re
pairs. The Mountaineer was wrecked
in the forward part of her upper works,
and the hurricane deck was smashed up
clear to the cabin. Her freight-hoist- er

is ruined, and chimneys knocked down.
Loss to the vessel, twenty thousand dol-
lars. No insurance. At the time of the
accident the first mate, first clerk, first
engineer and steward, with'a number of

injured. The Mountaineer belonged to
the Mlfsouri river packet company, and
was built In 1S6G, at a cost of fifty- -
one thousand dollars, the steamer
Elkhorn was moored below the bridge,
broke loose and floated five miles down
the river, where she lodged, and was
brought up this morning. She was
damaged to the extent of five hundred
dollars. The tornado took off the roofs
of several houses In the city, and did
much damage in the way of uprooting
shade-tree-s, which were blown down
and broken. Sheaves of wheat were
tossed everywhere, and scattered about
cast of St, Joseph generally. The dam-
age to formers was considerable.

AT FONDULAC, WIS.
Milwaukee, July 5. The Foudulao

An engineer
an the passenger train saw the tornado
approaching, put on a neavy pressure or
steura, aud got into tho clearing ahead
of it. Hundreds of acres of grain are
prostrated along tho course of tho storm.
The reported loss of life on Elkhart lake
proves to no laise, though a number of
trees were blown across the track be-

tween Milwaukee nnd Brooktield, on
the Milwaukee and Prairie du Chien
road. Aside from tho disaster at Green
Lake, it is a remarkable fact that no
lives were lost as far as heard from. The
damage to the telegraph lines is being
rapidly repaired, and communication is
now open to St, Paul. A heavy rain-
storm passed over Minnesota yesterday,
but no damage was done.

The lake is a beautiful sheet of water
nearltlpon, Wisconsin, already famous
as a summer resort.

This side of Troy
on the line of the Dayton and Michigan
railroad, houses were seen tumbling
down, fences prostrated, trees uprooted,
fields of grain levelled, corn-field- s fiat-teue- d.

of water. On the Zanesville road five
bridges were washed away. No trains
will go eiist of Circleville before Mon
day. A number of feet of railroad track
have been washed away. The same
prostration of trees and devastation
of crops is reported in this section
of country as that farther west.
At Port Washington. Ohio, about
seventy miles east of Columbus, a se
vere storm ot wind and ram occurred
last night, uprooting trees and unroof-
ing houses. At Cedarvllle, Ohio, near
Aenia, great numbers of telegraph poles
were situck oy lightning. At wash
ington, Indiana, the storm was very
fierce, bheaves of wheat were scattered
about wildly and carried many feet in
the air. Everywhere in the belt north
of this city atlected by the storm-
whose Center seems to have be6n a few
miles south of the latitude of Columbu.

the testimony agrees as to its severity
and destructiveness. the general pros
tration of the telegraph poles is without
parallel in the History of the telegraph
company.
