ILLINOIS RAILROAD LAW.

Its Workings so Far Very Unsatisfues
tory —Searching Rev.ew of
the Resulis,

COMPETITION KILLED—THE RULING OF
THE RAILROAD COMMISSIONERSE—IN-
TER-STATE COMMERCE,

From the Uhlcaxo Tribine, |
It was plsin from the beginning that

the railroad law passed by the last legis-

Isture was destined to kil competition.

This was, In fact, the intention of its ad-

vocates. It was passed in deference to

the compiaiats that came from interme-
dinte and peon-competing stations, that
towns where there were two or more
railroads were favored with lower tarifls
than towns where there was only one.
The pew law was framed (o place »il
sbipping points within the State on the
sae basis with respeet to transporta-
tions, and fo govern rmilroad rates ge-
cording to relative distance from mar-|
ket, The result thus far bas been 1o kill
competition without the least relleviog
the intermediate stations. The rtes
have beon lucreased at computing points,
but they bhave not been reduced as & gon-
eral Lhiog at the non-rompeting polnts.

The necessily lmposed upon the illinols

railroads of increasing the rates st com-

peting poiots has thrown the business

into the hauds of railroads having a

shorter distance within the State. This

loss of business and gross earniugs bas
been ollowed by sn lncreass of mies in
the Illinols ronds. Unless it cwn be
proved that the loss of business which
the muilroads have sustaived by reason
of the law hns nol been sufficient to
warrant the inerease of rates, the people
must regard the new law =3 su inade-
qusate remedy ; aod, in that case, they
will be likely to demand its repeal or
modifieation et the next session of the
legislatare, The railroad commissioners
have ruled correetly that the new law
does not prehibit specinl mtes for lurge
consignments, It applies only to “like
quantities'’ of freights, This affords the
railroads & liberal margin for svoiding the
law if they choose lo doso. It js seldom
that any two consignments are piecisely
the same.  If they are not, the raflroads
have the technleal right to make special
rates. There is po restriction on the
raliroads under the law us to what shall
b as a large shipment, and
they may, therefore, decide this for
themseives in every ipstance. If they
should avail themselves of the full seope
of this privilege, it will be seen that they
conld practically render the law inopers-
tive. They have chosen not to pursue
this course, and the Inference ie that
they prefer, even atsome loss to them-
selves, lo make the pro rats principle
odious. Another construction which the
rallrond commissioners have made is
absurd and uotenable. This is the ap-
pliestion of the law to inter-State vom-
merce, over whieh neither they
not the BState of Illincis have any
controi, The rallroads bave de-
cided, however, to abide by this
construction, and, in dolng so, they are
injuring thewselves, the commerce of
the northwest, and the city of Chicago.

BSilver creek issix
mils from the reservation, but the
Loape is between the station and the In-
dians' homes. Several Indians went
down on the train ahead of Conductor
Norton's passepger train. Mr. Narton
refised traps ion to the Pawnees,
whereat they felt very sorrowful. They
reparted that while they were hunting
buffalo in the Repubiican valley last
Tuesdav, s party of about eight hun-

Sioux, well armed and all stromg
braves, attacked them and put them to
flight. The Pawnes party numbered
about three bundred persons, Twenty-
five Pawoee warriors were killed, aod
seventy-five women and children were
massacred. A large number of ponies
were stolen. The massacre was reported
to be of the regular Indisn type, cruel
in the extreme. The papoosss were
taken up by the feet, and their hrains
were dashed out against the first bard
substance that was found. The tight
lasted all day, and was very stubbornly
contesied on both sides. Overpowwerad
Ly numbers, and weak from the loss of
their best braves, the Pawnees tlad in the |
night and escaped, leaving their guns and
everything superfluous in flight upon
the battle-fleld.
